Resolution #2009-001: 

Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell read the following Resolution and moved for its adoption. Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A PERMIT AND LICENSE AGREEMENT FOR ENCROACHMENT INTO THE PUBLIC RIGHT-OF-WAY.


WHEREAS, Canandaigua National Bank and Trust Co. has requested permission to place a historic clock tower in front of its property at 70 South Main Street; and

WHEREAS, the proposed clock would be an improvement to the public space; and

WHEREAS, such an encroachment must be authorized by permit from NYS Department of Transportation and the City’s Director of Public Works and also be under a license agreement with the City; and


WHEREAS, the Public Works Director and Corporation Counsel recommend that a permit and license agreement be granted; and

WHEREAS, the license agreement provides for the encroachment to cease within 45 days notice by the City, and licensee shall indemnify and hold harmless the City of Canandaigua for all actions associated with this encroachment; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that subject to the granting of a permit to Canandaigua National Bank and Trust Co. by the NYS Department of Transportation, the Director of Public Works is authorized to grant the attached permit and the Acting City Manager is authorized to execute the attached license agreement; and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Canandaigua National Bank & Trust Co. may purchase two benches of the same type and style as other City benches located in the Downtown Business District for installation by the City in front of the property at 70 South Main Street.

Discussion:  Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger abstained from voting on this issue due to his employment with Canandaigua National Bank.  Councilmember-at-Large Finch disclosed that his wife is Manager of Operations at Canandaigua National Bank but he will be voting on this resolution because there is no fiscal benefit.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING THE
INTEGRATION OF THE NATIONAL INCIDENT MANAGEMENT SYSTEM

INTO EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT PLANNING IN 

THE CITY OF CANANDAIGUA


WHEREAS, There always exists the need to prevent, prepare for, respond to, and recover from terrorist and domestic incidents, major disasters, and other emergencies; and


WHEREAS, President George W. Bush has signed Homeland Security Presidential Directive HSPD-5 to enhance the ability of the United States to manage domestic incidents by establishing a single, comprehensive National Incident Management System (N.I.M.S.); and


WHEREAS, It is desirable for the City of Canandaigua to integrate certain aspects of N.I.M.S. into existing and future comprehensive emergency management planning initiatives including emergency operational plans to be eligible to receive Federal preparedness assistance through grants, contracts, and other activities; and 


WHEREAS, Consistent with N.I.M.S., the City of Canandaigua already uses the Unified Incident Command System to manage emergencies requiring multi-agency response as required by the City of Canandaigua Disaster and Emergency Management Plan; and

WHEREAS, The Fire Chief / Disaster Coordinator recommends the integration of the National Incident Management System into our local plans; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the City Council hereby authorizes and directs the Fire Chief / Disaster Coordinator to integrate the National Incident Management System into future planning efforts.

A RESOLUTION SETTING FEES FOR

EXCESSIVE AVOIDABLE ALARMS AND

WATER SERVICE CONNECTIONS AND METER INSTALLATIONS 

WHEREAS, Ordinances 2008-024 and 2008-025, respectively, stipulate that fees pertaining to avoidable alarms and initial water meter installations and service line inspections shall be set by resolution of the City Council, and;

WHEREAS, the City Council reviewed the proposed water charges as part of its 2009 budget process, and the Ordinance Committee recommended the proposed avoidable alarm charges in connection with its review of Ordinance 2008-025 at its meeting on December 16, 2008;  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Canandaigua City Council that:

Section 1. 
Avoidable alarm charges.  Each fire alarm system user shall pay to the City a charge for each and every avoidable alarm to which the City responds, in each calendar year, as follows:

First two (2) avoidable alarms each calendar year

No charge

Third avoidable alarm each calendar year 


$100.00

Each additional false alarm 




$150.00

Section 2. 
Water meter installation charges.  Property owners shall be responsible for the costs associated with the installation of the initial water meter on the premises and for the inspection of the new service line.  Said costs shall be:

Installation of the initial meter





Up to ¾”


$265

Larger than ¾”

Cost of the meter plus $100 inspection charge

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that said fees shall be added to the “City of Canandaigua Fee Schedule” and shall take effect February 5, 2009.

This would amend the “Keeping of Animals” ordinance to extend the prohibition on animals “running at large” to include cats.
