Regular meeting:

Mayor Polimeni called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Councilmember Fenti read the Community Core Values.

Councilmember Shipley moved approval of the Regular Minutes of January 19, 2006.  Councilmember Rivet seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.

Committee Reports:

Councilmember Nixon reported that the Environmental Committee met on January 31st and discussed the following:

· Sanitary Sewer Easement to Ontario County

· Approved new street names for the First Ward development.

· George Barden presented the 2005 Canandaigua Watershed report with an update of his activities the past year. 

· The committee approved several special events, including the Waterfront Arts Festival and the Walk for Water.  They briefly discussed the possibility of a special events coordinator and public relations person for the city.  

  The next meeting will be held February 21st.

Councilmember Russell reported that the Youth Council met last week with two students in attendance.  The next meeting will be held in February.

Councilmember Fenti reported that the Youth Committee met on January 26 with a full committee present and discussed the following:

· Juvenile Aid Officer Scott Kadien and Bolster Officer Nathan Lawrence made a presentation on what they do for our youth.

· Rob Lillis presented statistics on youth in the Canandaigua Schools.

· Discussed what can be done to reduce at-risk youth

· Discussed what we are doing for youth.

· Discussed a mission statement for the Committee.

Next meeting will be Thursday, February 9th.

Councilmember Russell reported that the Planning Committee met on January 24 and discussed the following:

AGENDA ITEM 1:  Community Recreation Center presentation

Presenters: Steve LaCrosse, Steve Uebbing, Linda Janzek, Bob Sheriden

After Dr Uebbing’s presentation of “Wellness, A Community Value” the committee and members of the public had the opportunity to ask questions.  The questions can be summarized into three main groups.  

· Group 1 questions involved financing issues.  Who are the financial stakeholders?  What financial commitments are needed from each stakeholder?  Who would take the lead in the construction process?  How would the facility cover it’s on operational obligations?  Would there be a fee service for the use of the facility?

· Group 2 questions involved community access issues.  Who would be able to use the facilities?  What would the hours of operation be?  Would there be a set schedule defining the number of “open access” hours?  Who would establish the charter, and act as the Board of Directors?  

· Group 3 questions involved what types of activities could be found at the facility.  Aside from organized sport tournaments that generate operational income, what other activities would be permitted?  What school related activities would take place in the facility?  Are there provisions for alternate sports programs for the non-athlete?  

At the end of our ninety-minute discussion, the majority of the council members present expressed support for the Indoor Recreation Center concept.  The majority thought that a Center would enhance the value of our community.  The majority also encouraged the presenting group to continue educating the community regarding the benefits that a Recreation Center would bring to the residents of greater Canandaigua.  The committee, as a whole, expressed the need for the presenting group to build an awareness of the benefits a Recreation Center would bring to the residents of Canandaigua before further action would be considered by City Council.  

The presenting group has worked very hard to develop excitement and interest in the project.  They understand that buy-in from our community residents is essential before further steps can be taken.

AGENDA ITEM 2: Federal Housing and Economic Development Grant Programs.

The committee members by a vote of 4-0 endorsed a plan to provide funds for a Utility Replacement Grant Fund for low and moderate income home owners to replace water service, or establish proper storm water connections to the city storm water collection systems.  The item appears as a Resolution on tonight’s agenda.

The committee also recommended that the city manager should ask our grant writer to peruse an additional $400.k Small Cities Housing Grant.  There is no guarantee that the city will be successful in its application, but the committee thought that the effort to apply would be worth the time and money commitment needed to complete the application.

The next Planning Committee meeting is tentatively scheduled for 2/23/06.

Councilmember Terwilliger reported that the next Finance Committee meeting would be held on February 16, 7 p.m. at the Hurley Building.

Councilmember Rivet reported that the Ordinance Committee would meet on February 7, with a full agenda including the boathouse ordinance, sexual offender legislation, conflict of interest training, park regulations, new housing ad signs and parking between Chapin Street and South Pearl Streets.

RESOLUTION #2006-009

A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING 

THE CITY OF CANANDAIGUA

UTILITY GRANT PROGRAM 


WHEREAS, the Canandaigua City Council has become aware of a number of low income homeowners that require improvements to their private utilities, and 


WHEREAS, the City desires to support these homeowners in making these necessary repairs without causing an economic hardship, and

RESOLUTION #2006-011

A RESOLUTION GRANTING A SANITARY SEWER EASEMENT ALONG NORTH STREET TO THE CANANDAIGUA LAKE COUNTY SEWER DISTRICT


WHEREAS, the Canandaigua Lake County Sewer District (Ontario County) desires to place a sanitary sewer main along North Street to receive flows from the Old Brookside Subdivision; and


WHEREAS, an easement is needed along the north edge of the Civic Center property adjacent to the street right-of-way; and


WHEREAS, the easement request was reviewed at the Environmental Committee meeting of January 31, 2006 and recommended the granting of the easement to the full City Council; and


WHEREAS, it is the recommendation of the Public Works Director and the City Manager to grant the requested easement for sanitary sewer purposes; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute the appropriate easement document to grant a sanitary sewer easement along the south edge of the North Street right-of-way on City owned Civic Center property per the attached description and map which is to filed with the Ontario County Clerk’s Office.

ORDINANCE #2006-002

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 9.20 ENTITLED “PARKING, STANDING AND STOPPING” OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE

Be it enacted by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua as follows:

SECTION 1. 
Section 9.20.030, (Parking, Standing and Stopping) of the Municipal Code is hereby amended.

SECTION 2. 
Section 9.20.030, 26A, City Pier B. f., shall be added to read as follows:

Fifteen (15) minute parking:  (1)  On the west side beginning at a point 35’ south of the south curb line of the Inn On The Lake driveway 90’ southerly therefrom.

SECTION 3.  This Ordinance shall take effect 30 days from its adoption.

RESOLUTION #2006-012

A RESOLUTION CONGRATUATING ELLEN POLIMENI

WHEREAS, each year the Canandaigua Chamber of Commerce honors a citizen for outstanding service to the community; and  
WHEREAS, candidates for this award have demonstrated service to the greater community or its people, over and above what can be expected of one person, in the course of every day living, without or with very little compensation; and

WHEREAS, at the Chamber of Commerce's annual banquet on January 27th, Mayor Ellen Polimeni was named the 2006 Citizen of the Year, or "Mrs. Canandaigua;" and
WHEREAS, the members of the City Council are pleased and proud that Mayor Polimeni has received this well-deserved recognition;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the Council does hereby congratulate Mayor Ellen Polimeni on her selection as “Mrs. Canandaigua.”

Mayor Polimeni discussed the newspaper articles about drug sales and problems in the City, as there are in every community. 

· Mayor Polimeni pointed out some of the things going on in the city that are addressing the drug issues.  

· Councilmember Terwilliger discussed that during budget time they increased the number of investigators that do undercover work.  

· Councilmember Nixon reported that a full-time school resource officer has been approved for the schools.  Mayor Polimeni advised that they have applied several times in the past for the COPS grant program for an SRO and were turned down.  Only recently it was discovered that some funds through the County and the Department of Social Services might be available to the city.

·  Councilmember Fenti pointed out that the number of Juvenile Officers has increased from one officer to two.  The officers work with at risk children at school and outside school.  He summarized issues discussed by Rob Lillis recently on drug use by city youths.

· Councilmember Anthony reported on other programs to help youths, like Drug Court, Youth Court, the Never Alone Club and the website FLKIDS.  

· Councilmember Russell pointed out that an ordinance was passed tonight regarding landlords that do not take care of their property, which hopefully will help to keep neighborhoods safer.  

· Councilmember Henehan reported on a the Youth Committee meeting in Geneva recently and said there are many people out there who are interested in helping youths in the community.  

· Councilmember Shipley said that he is interested in improving our neighborhoods and said that property owners should be aware of what is going on in their neighborhoods and reporting activities to authorities that they see going on.

· Councilmember Rivet reported that she hopes that quarterly ward meetings will help with any concerns that residents have about city government, and any concerns in their neighborhoods.  Councilmember Rivet pointed out that many people don’t know that there are long-range plans, and goals to make the city better.  The first meeting will be held for Ward 2 on February 4th, 8:30 a.m. - 10:00 a.m. in the City Council chambers.  Ward IV will hold a meeting on March 11th. 

Councilmember Shipley moved to adjourn 7:55 p.m. Councilmember Rivet seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.
