A RESOLUTION SETTING FEES FOR

WATER TURNOFF AND TURN-ON 

WHEREAS, § 669-7 “Payment for services” of Chapter 669 of the Municipal Code, titled “Water Use,” stipulates that the approved rates and charges pertaining to water turnoff and turn-on are established and posted at the Department of Public Works; and

WHEREAS, the City Council reviewed the proposed water turnoff and turn-on charges as part of its 2009 budget process, and determined that the fees would be increased to $50.00; and

WHEREAS, Resolution #2008-135 Amending the City of Canandaigua Fee Schedule, adopted by the City Council on December 4th, 2008, inadvertently indicated that the water turnoff and turn-on fee would remain at $17.70;  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Canandaigua City Council that the “City of Canandaigua Fee Schedule” shall be amended to change the water turnoff and turn-on fees to $50.00;  

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that said increased fees shall take effect immediately.
