Approval of Minutes: Councilmember-at-Large Shipley moved approval of the Council Minutes of January 5, 2009 and January 15, 2009.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.

Committee Reports:  

Environmental: Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell reported the Environmental Committee met on January 13, 2009 and discussed the following:

· Planning Commission applicant interview

· Special events: Tour de New York Bicycle Race and Thompson Health Summer Soiree

· Recreation Use of Canandaigua Outlet 

· Implementation of “sensible salting”program.

Ordinance: Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony reported the Ordinance Committee did not meet since the last Council Meeting.

Planning: Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported the Planning Committee met two times since the last Council Meeting and submitted the following report:

Meeting of January 6, 2009:

1. Main Street repaving project-discussed lane widths and bike lane striping. Recommended City Manager write DOT requesting bike lanes.  Council Member Jim Terwilliger requested letter also state striping would be for traffic calming.

2. 2009 Small Cities grant-revisit in April-Rural Opportunities not ready yet.

3. Amendment to Boathouse Standards-Planning Commission suggested allowance of second story balcony on new construction-will be on next months agenda and invite boathouse owners.

4. Economic Developer’s quarterly report-Sal Pietropaolo reported.

5. Community Events Committee discussion. Michele to make a recommendation on how the committee can be structured to work with the City. The committee will look for another 501c it maybe able to work under.

6. Michele gave updates on Harvest Mills, Parrish St roof collapse and contract negotiations. 

7. Ellen mentioned there is a group who would like to see a dog park near the water tower in the first ward.

Meeting of February 3, 2009:

1. Interviewed Planning Commission candidates, Timothy Owens, Rev. Richard Krapft, and Joanne Roe. Ryan Akin was interviewed at a previous committee meeting.

2. Michele Smith provided Workplace Violence Training to the Council members.

3. Boathouse standards were agreed by committee 3/0 to be amended to allow new construction to have upper level balconies.

4. Dale Prunoske of PathStone (Previously know as Rural Opportunities) presented a community development proposal for the City consider. His proposal is to provide supplemental funding from city held HUD funds to fill the gap in their program for grants to very low-income homeowners. The grants would be for needed renovations for the very low-income homeowners and was accepted by the committee 3/0. Rick Brown will provide language for the committee to consider at our next meeting.

5. The Community Events Committee status was discussed and will be treated as an independent committee separate from the City as recommended by City Attorney Michele Smith.

6. Bill Taylor presented his committee’s Active Transportation Comprehensive Plan regarding bike travel on city streets and pathways. He and Andy Thomas have put together a Pedestrian-Bike Survey that will be available for residents on the City’s and the School’s web sites as well as other locations such as the Wood Library, YMCA and others.

7. Bill Taylor also presented a plan for striping Main Street after the repaving project is completed this summer. The Council approved having the City Manager take his recommendations to the NYS DOT from Parrish Street to Buffalo/Chapel Streets. The Council however, could not reach a consensus on his Parrish Street to the Pier entrance recommendations. The council decided to have the City Manager instead request the NYS DOT to try and find a way to stripe that section to allow for bike lanes on each side of the street. Bill’s committee is to be commended for the vast amount of effort expended on the city’s behalf.
Planned Unit Development (PUD):  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the PUD Review Committee met on January 15, 2009 and submitted the following report:

1. Developer requested and committee agreed to extend the draft environmental impact statement scope deadline until the Council Meeting of February 5th. This would allow them to present to the PUD Committee an explanation of their Traffic Study reasoning.

2. Committee requested they add the intersection at Parkway Plaza east exit at Muar Street to the traffic study “do” list.

3. The committee requested the developer address the visual impact of the buildings from the RR crossing on S. Main Street.

4. The Developer has since requested we meet on February 19th as normally scheduled and to request City Council to postpone the deadline until their council meeting of March 5th.

Finance: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met on January 29, 2009 and submitted the following report:

1. Waterfront Art Festival

Waterfront Art Festival Director Lynne Crawford requested a change in the gate-receipts-sharing arrangement with the City starting with the August 2009 event.  The arrangement has been a 2/3-1/3 split between the City and Ms. Crawford, respectively.  The request was to change to a 1/2-1/2 split.  The reason cited by Ms. Crawford was a shrinking profit margin on her part leading her to question whether or not it would be worth her while to continue to sponsor the festival beyond 2009.  It was noted that the City's portion over the past three years was in the $16,700-$18,400 range.  

Committee APPROVED 3:1 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, a change to a 1/2-1/2 split provided that the City receives a minimum of $15,000 and that the gate fee be increased from $3/person to $4/person to provide the additional revenue desired by Ms. Crawford.  

2. North Bloomfield Water Improvement Engineering Contract
Public Works Director Loy presented a proposal to award a $31,000 contract to Clark Patterson Lee engineering firm for the design, project administration, and inspection work associated with a very-much-needed project to replace the12-inch water main in the North Pearl Street, Buffalo Street, and North Bloomfield Road area.  This system has experienced 24 failures since 1982, the most recent being this past January 23.  Clark Patterson's bid was the lowest of five bids received.  

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, adoption of this proposal with funding provided by the Water Distribution Reserve Account.  

3. Truck Bid Award
Public Works Director Loy presented a proposal to award a $62,449 contract to Shepard Brothers Ford for the purchase of a 2009 Class 5 dump truck with plow equipment.  Shepard's bid was the lowest of four responsive bids received.  One lower bid did not meet specifications.  $60,000 had been set aside in the City's 2009 budget for this purpose. 

Committee APPROVED 3:1 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, adoption of this proposal with funding provided by excess money in the Insurance Reserve Fund.

4. Creating Sergeant Position
Police Chief Welch requested that Council officially authorize a new Sergeant position in the Police Department.  This position was created as an integral part of organizational changes in the department, which allowed for the elimination of two officer positions and was approved in the 2009 budget last December.  This change will not result in any addition to staff.  The position is currently filled with a rotating "Officer in Charge" who is receiving an extra stipend. 

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council adoption of this request in the form of a resolution. 

5. Cell Phone Policy Amendments
City Manager James proposed a modification to the City's cell phone policy.  City employees needing a City-supplied cell phone for their work currently reimburse the City 25 cents per minute of personal cell phone usage on a monthly basis.  The modification would cap the reimbursement at the City's total cost to provide the cell phone to the employee in any given month.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council adoption of this proposal in the form of a resolution. 

6. 2008 Budget Amendments
Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah proposed budget amendments to clean up pockets of over-run and under-run in the 2008 General Fund, Water Fund, and Sewer Fund budgets.  All changes involved moving certain line-item budget amounts and revenues within each of the three budgets.  None of the amendments involved changes to the bottom line or any additional appropriations from fund balances.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council adoption of these amendments in the form of a resolution. 

7. School Resource Officer Funding

City Manager James and Police Chief Welch reviewed the funding situation for our School Resource Officer position.  Currently, 65% of the City's cost for this position during the school year is reimbursed by the County and 35% is reimbursed by the School District. 100% of the cost is reimbursed by the school district during the summer.  The County's portion is at risk, given that Gov. Paterson has proposed eliminating county funding for 2009-2010 and possibly retroactively for 2008-2009.  The outcome will await the NYS Legislature's decisions on this matter.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council a resolution urging the NYS Legislature to protect funding for this program.

8. Organizing our Strategic Study of Costs and Revenue 

The Finance Committee began its work to study and identify major short-and-long-term changes in cost structure and revenue enhancement.  Results of this work will impact our current 2009 budget, 2010 budget, and beyond 2010.  The primary emphasis will be on our General Fund.  This work is an outgrowth of our painful 2009 budget-planning process, concluded this past December, in which it was acknowledged that our one-month budget timeframe is much too short to deal with major strategic shifts in our service levels and cost and revenue streams.

It was agreed that our next few sessions will focus on 1) understanding the magnitude of projected budget shortfalls in 2010 and beyond and impact, if we do nothing, on property tax levies, and 2) having a dialog with each of the members of the City management team regarding their ideas and our ideas for creating major cost savings and enhanced revenues.  The intent is to minimize impacts on City property taxpayers.

The Committee conducted a preliminary brainstorm exercise of Council ideas that will be explored further in the upcoming dialogs.

Youth Committee: Councilmember-at-Large White-Hamilton reported that the Youth Committee has not met since the last Council meeting.

Main Street Traffic Calming Committee: Councilmember-at-Large Finch reported that the Main Street Traffic Calming Committee met January 8, 2009 and submitted the following report:

The committee discussed the Main Street mill and fill repaving project with New York State Department of Transportation Project Design Engineer Rick Burgwardt.  The project runs from Chapel Street south to Route 5 & 20 and includes the portion of Lakeshore Drive from Route 5 & 20 to the City Pier.

We also learned at the meeting that the project will include a short piece of Rt 21, which will then come under construction for a similar mill and fill project as early as later this year.

 

The committee voted unanimously to recommend to the City Council that traffic calming measures including 11 feet wide travel lanes, bike lane/parking shoulders, and bumpouts in front of the Wood Library be included in the overall project.

WHEREAS, the City Council has received an application from the Canandaigua Fire Rescue for appointment of John F. Norman to said Department as a Volunteer;  and


WHEREAS, the application has been reviewed and recommended by Fire Chief Matthew Snyder;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that John F. Norman is hereby appointed as a Volunteer Member of the Canandaigua Fire Rescue.

A RESOLUTION OF SUPPORT FOR RECREATIONAL

 USE OF THE CANANDAIGUA LAKE OUTLET


WHEREAS,  a representative of the USA Canoe and Kayak (USACK) Organization has requested cooperation from the City of Canandaigua in providing adequate flow in the Canandaigua Lake Outlet: and


WHEREAS,  USACK is the national governing body for all Olympic water sport activities in the United States of America and is requesting that the City of Canandaigua, as controller of the lake outlet gates release approximately 500 cubic feet per second of water volume on six Friday’s during the year; and


WHEREAS, Art Miller, Director of Kayak Adventures,  presented a request to the City with a presentation to the City Council Environmental Committee at it’s January 13, 2009 meeting, receiving full endorsement by the Council members in attendance,


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City of Canandaigua, as controllers of the lake gates on the Canandaigua Lake outlet, desires to cooperate with the good intentions of USACK by providing the appropriate water volumes down the Canandaigua Lake outlet on six Friday’s annually as long as the lake level is not lower than two tenths of a foot below the established guide curve on the date of the requested release of water.

Discussion:  City Manager James stated that the City was contacted by the group that stocks the outlet with trou,t expressing concern that release of the water will disrupt the trout and be a hazard to the fishermen out wading in the water and suggested that this resolution should be tabled for further discussion.

Motion: Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti moved to table this resolution.  Councilmember-at-Large Finch seconded the motion.

Vote Result: Carried unanimously by voice vote.

Resolution #2009-009:

Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger read the following Resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell seconded the motion.

A RESOLUTION AWARDING A GENERAL FUND VEHICLE PURCHASE 

FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS

WHEREAS, bids were received on January 26, 2009 for a Class 5 Medium Duty Dump Truck with Plow Equipment with five bidders responding; and


WHEREAS, the lowest responsive bidder is Shepard Brothers, Inc. with a bid of $62,449.00; and


WHEREAS, funding for this vehicle purchase will be provided from the Equipment Reserve Fund; and


WHEREAS, the City Manager and the Director of Public Works recommend a contract award to Shepard Brothers, Inc.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a contract to supply one 2009 Class 5 Cab and Chassis and Dump Body with Plow Equipment in an amount not-to-exceed $62,449.00 to Shepard Brothers, Inc., 20 Eastern Boulevard, Canandaigua, New York 14424.

Discussion:  Some members felt that this should be on hold until we have finished our budget discussions concerning all departments.  Director of Public Works Lou Loy that this is small dump truck that replaces one recently deadlined and not road worthy.  These trucks are very versatile vehicles for the City.

Vote Result: Carried (6-3) with Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti, Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony, and Councilmember-at-Large Finch voting against.

Resolution #2009-010:

Councilmember-at-Large Finch read the following Resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

A RESOLUTION AWARDING AN ENGINEERING SERVICE CONTRACT NECESSARY FOR WATER DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM IMPROVEMENTS


WHEREAS, water distribution system improvements are necessary in the vicinity of North Pearl Street, Buffalo Street, North Bloomfield Road and West Street; and


WHEREAS, engineering proposals were received on January 21, 2009 from five area consultants to design and provide project administration and inspection services during construction; and


WHEREAS, Clark Patterson Lee of Rochester, New York submitted the lowest responsive proposal with design fees of $11,500.00, project administration fees of $3,500.00 and inspection fees of $16,000.00 based on 320 inspection hours for a total of $31,000.00; and


WHEREAS, funding for the engineering services would be provided from the Water Distribution Reserve Account; and


WHEREAS, the City Manager and the Public Works Director recommend a contract award to Clark Patterson Lee.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a contract with Clark Patterson Lee, 205 St. Paul St., Suite 500, Rochester, NY  14604 to provide engineering design, project administration and inspection services in an amount not-to-exceed $31,000.00.

WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua recognizes that certain job functions require that an employee be accessible when away from the office or during times outside scheduled working hours, and that cellular telephones provide such access; and

WHEREAS, on July 7, 2005, the City Council adopted a policy regarding such matters as the criteria for assignment of cell phones to employees, the guidelines for selecting cellular service plans and vendors, reimbursement for personal calls made on City-issued phones and for the use of personal cell phones for City business; and

WHEREAS, the Finance Committee, at its January 29th meeting, reviewed and endorsed a proposed revision to the Cellular Phone Usage Policy;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the attached amended Cellular Phone Usage Policy is hereby adopted.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING 

THOMPSON HEALTH’S SUMMER SOIREE
WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Canandaigua has received a special event request from Thompson Health to hold the Thompson Health’s Summer Soiree on Friday, August 7, 2009 from 6:00 PM to 11:00 PM; and

WHEREAS, the event organizers have requested permission to place a tent between Steamboat Landing and the lakeshore that would extend from the private property into the public park, and this event would include the consumption of alcoholic beverages within the tent; and

WHEREAS, Section 519-14 of the Municipal Code prohibits the possession of alcoholic beverages in any City park, and Section 519-15 prohibits the possession of glass beverage containers in any City park;


WHEREAS, this request was reviewed at the January 13th Environmental Committee meeting, and the Committee recommended approval of the special event subject to certain conditions; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that permission is hereby granted to Thompson Health to hold the Thompson Health’s Summer Soiree, subject to the following conditions:

· No alcohol shall be served nor consumed within the park;

· The tent shall be located on private property to the maximum extent possible;

· The activities within the tent shall be arranged so that neither the bar nor any dining tables are located within that area of the park that is included within the tent;

· Signs and temporary barriers shall be positioned to restrict guests at the event from taking alcoholic beverages out of the tent area into the park; 

· The placement of the tent shall not obstruct the public path within the park; and 

· The event organizers shall provide the City with insurance of the type and in the amount as required by the City Clerk-Treasurer, and shall execute a hold-harmless agreement in the form attached hereto; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the event organizers shall adhere to any regulations that the City Manager or the City Police Department may establish to insure the health and safety of residents and park visitors throughout this event.

Vote Result: Carried unanimously (9-0) by roll call vote.

Resolution #2009-015:

Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony read the following Resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

A RESOLUTION GRANTING PERMISSION TO LYNNE CRAWFORD TO USE KERSHAW PARK FOR THE WATERFRONT ART FESTIVAL

WHEREAS, Lynne Crawford has requested permission to conduct a Waterfront Art Festival at Kershaw Park in Canandaigua on July 25 and 26, 2009; and


WHEREAS, the Finance Committee reviewed and endorsed this request at their January 29, 2009 meeting; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that permission is granted to Lynne Crawford to use Kershaw Park for the Waterfront Art Festival for 2009 under such terms and conditions as the City Manager may require with the stipulations that:

1.
Gate admission shall be $4 per person.  The Waterfront Art Festival organizer and the City shall each receive one-half of gate admissions collected, however, the City shall in no event receive less that $15,000.  City employees shall oversee the collection of admissions at the gates.


2.
Portions of the park devoted to festival activities shall be designated and such designations shall only be provided as approved by the Parks Maintenance Supervisor.

3.
Public use of the designated portion of Kershaw Park shall be restricted between 5 p.m. Friday, July 24 and 7 p.m. on Sunday, July 26, 2009.  The Waterfront Art Festival organizer shall have exclusive use of the designated portion of the park between the abovementioned hours.  

4.
The Waterfront Art Festival organizer shall not allow any motorized vehicle off any paved surface in Kershaw Park.  No motorized vehicles, other than golf cart type vehicles, shall utilize the stone walk paths.

5.
All concession booths must be adjacent to and fronting an existing path.

6.
The Lakeshore Drive travel lanes shall always be passable.  Off loading shall be from Lakeshore Drive parking lanes only.  No vendor vehicle parking allowed on Lakeshore Drive.

7.
The Waterfront Art Festival organizer shall secure adequate parking. 

8.
The organizers are allowed to post signs at Triangle Park.

9. All advertising materials for the Waterfront Art Festival shall be removed within two days after the festival takes place.

10.
The organizers of this event must meet the insurance requirements of the City of Canandaigua.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the organizer of the Waterfront Art Festival, Lynne Crawford, shall adhere to any regulations that the City Manager or the City Police Department shall establish to insure the health and safety of Canandaigua residents and visitors throughout this event.

Discussion:  Concerns about raising the gate fee to $4.00 from $3.00 and the impact on the revenue stream which would decrease the amount for the City.  Council wants to discuss this further before finalizing.

Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony moved to table this resolution.  Councilmember-at-Large Shipley seconded the motion.

Vote Result: Carried (7-2) by voice vote with Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti and Councilmember-at-Large White-Hamilton against.
Resolution #2009-016:

A RESOLUTION SUPPORTING CONTINUED STATE FUNDING

WHEREAS, partial funding for preventive services for the Canandaigua City School District has been provided since the 2006-2007 school year by State funds passed through the Ontario County Department of Social Services; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua’s costs to provide the services are reimbursed through contracts with Ontario County and the Canandaigua City School District; and 

WHEREAS, Governor Patterson’s proposed 2009-2010 Executive Budget would eliminate funding for Community Optional Preventive Services (COPS), the program through which the preventive services have been funded; and 


WHEREAS, this partial funding has already been reduced by the 2008-2009 State budget from 65% to 63.7%; and 

 
WHEREAS, Governor Patterson’s proposed 2009-2010 Executive Budget includes a proposal eliminate funding for the COPS program, retroactive to October 1, 2008, so that funds already expended by the City of Canandaigua for these services would not be reimbursed;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby urges the members of the State Legislature to restore the funding for the COPS program in the 2009-2010 State Budget.

Part 617 (collectively referred to as the “State Environmental Quality Review Act” or “SEQRA”); and


WHEREAS, on October 2, 2008, the Canandaigua City Council, after reviewing the Full Environmental Assessment Form submitted by the Project Sponsor, issued a Positive Declaration requiring that an Environmental Impact Statement be prepared for the Project; and


WHEREAS, on November 20, 2008, pursuant to Section 617.8 of the SEQRA regulations, the Canandaigua City Council acknowledged receipt of a Draft Scope from the Project Sponsor outlining the potential impacts of the Project to be analyzed in the Draft Environmental Impact Statement (“DEIS”); and


WHEREAS, Section 617.8 of the SEQRA regulations requires that the Lead Agency must provide a written scope within 60 calendar days of the receipt of a draft scope; and

WHEREAS, on January 15th, the Canandaigua City Council, upon request of the Project Sponsor extended the scoping period until February 5th, 2009; and

WHEREAS, on January 26, 2009, the Project Sponsor has requested a further extension until the date of March 5, 2009,  


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that upon request of the Project Sponsor, and the consent of the Canandaigua City Council, the deadline by which a Final Scoping Document shall be accepted for the Draft Environmental Impact Statement for the Project is extended to March 5, 2009.
