· Pete Van Denburg came to the Council Meeting to support the new Chairperson of the Community Events Committee Lou Avellino and also to introduce the Council to Therapy Dogs and the service they provide to the community.  He brought his therapy dog Tulip to show the Council and explained about the program.  

· Lou Avellino, Chairperson of the Community Events Committee reported the following for the event lineup for 2008:

· In conjunction with the BID’s Winterfest scheduled for March 8th, Steamboat Landing  is hosting a Sky Coasters Concert with part of the proceeds going to the Community Events committee.

· Assisting with the Memorial Day Parade

· 4th of July Parade and events

· Would like continue the Labor Day “End of Summer” Celebration

Requested that the City consider raising its matching funds from $3,500 to $5,000 per year to help support all the events scheduled for 2008.  Mayor Ellen Polimeni thanked all those who volunteer their time on the committee.  The next meeting will be Tuesday, February 19th at 5:00 at the Chamber of Commerce.

Committee Reports:

Environmental: Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell reported the Environmental Committee met January 29th and submitted the following report:

1. Special Events.

The Committee reviewed and recommended five special events.  They are:

· Stephen Cole Day of Special Events.  The events will take place throughout the day of March 1, 2008.

· The Waterfront Arts Festival.  The events will take place July 25-27, 2008.

· The Rotary Pier Dance.  The event will be held on July 26, 2008.

· Fingerlakes Pagan Pride Festival.  The event will take place September 6, 2008.

· Fingerlakes Triathlon.  The event will take place September 21, 2008.

All of the above events are on tonight’s agenda for action.

2. Atwater Meadows Shoreline Stabilization.

A group of concerned residents appeared before the committee to request action be taken on stabilizing the bank of the city portion of the Atwater Meadows channel.  The committee requested City Manager Kay James to ask for assistance from Kevin Olvany in preparing a current assessment document that can be used for an action plan at the appropriate time.  This issue will remain on the Environmental agenda till the assessment is complete.


3. Drainage Issues in the NE Quadrant.
DPW chief, Lou Loy, addressed the committee on the current status of attempts to improve storm drainage in the North East quadrant of the city.  Most of the improvements that can be done without creating new city easements on private property have been completed.  The next phase of improvements will involve Lou and his staff meeting with small groups of neighbors in the affected areas.  The meetings will help the property owners understand what they will need to do to improve the drainage on their properties.  Lou will keep the committee informed of new developments.

4. Amber Meadows Subdivision Request for dedication of streets, drainage facilities, and open space.

Mr. Linc Swedrock representing the developer asked the committee to recommend a plan for street dedication, receipt of the drainage facilities and open space at the development site on Bristol Street.  There followed a good deal of discussion, and as the hour was late, the committee asked Mr. Swedrock together some additional information regarding open space and other issues and return for a further discussion. 

5. Transfer Station Contract Issues.

As the Transfer Station contractor has initiated legal action regarding the contract, this issue will be referred to a future executive session.

Ordinance: Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony reported that the Ordinance Committee met on January 15th  and reported the following:

· Mayor Ellen Polimeni chaired a lengthy discussion on the YMCA expansion project.

Planning: Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the Planning Committee met February 5th and submitted the following report:

1. Mike Gelinas was recommended for the BOAR 4/0.

2. Report from Laurie O’Shaughnessy of the YMCA regarding Atwater Place School Age Children was reviewed. The report by email was accepted and the committee requested weekly email reports.

3. The Skateboard Park engineering contract was recommended to Council 4/0.

4. The SEQRA Determination for the Town Annexation Petition of the rear of 5 building lots on North Road was recommended to Council 4/0.

5. Metal Halide lights were recommended to Council for replacement of Mercury vapor lights 4/0. The choice available from RG&E is Metal Halide, white light, and High Pressure Sodium, pink light. Council recommended that LED (light emitting diode) lights, which require much less energy, be investigated. The decision regarding light fixture type/style was delayed until more information regarding LED lights could be presented.

6. The following was recommended to Council; Tamarack Drive for resurfacing and the City Pier for reconstruction in 2008 4/0. Funding would be with CHIPS funds.

7. New Subdivision sidewalk policy discussion recommended by an 8/1 straw vote of Council Members, that modification of the policy to require sidewalk completion at driveways before Certificate of Occupancy or within one year of the acceptance of the street by the City for dedication.

8. City staff is to review and make recommendations of what projects we might apply to the “Safe Routes to School” grant program. This is an opportunity to make infrastructure improvements and to encourage more children and parents to walk to school.

9. Council members recommended in an 8/1 straw vote that a notice be sent to property owners next Fall to remind them of our snow removal ordinance and that they are responsible for snow removal of sidewalks in front of their properties. That notice would allow enforcement of snow removal by the DPW and consequential billing to the property owner for those services without further notice. Snow removal violations will still remain “complaint” based. To file a complaint call 396 5060.

Finance: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met January 22nd and submitted the following report:

1. Sale of Land to YMCA

YMCA Board members and staff reviewed plans for their upcoming major capital improvement project.  A request was made to transfer city property at 32 North Main Street and the Atwater Place street stub to the YMCA for fair consideration.  The discussion evolved to a full "meeting of the whole", including two executive sessions, to set conditions for a sale.  A sale price of $100,000 was ultimately negotiated with the YMCA.  Minutes of Council action are recorded separately.       

2. Cell Tower Lease
Representatives from Bell Atlantic Mobile of Rochester (Verizon) reviewed a proposal to erect a 125-foot Verizon cell tower on city land at the wastewater treatment plant.  The proposal involves a 5-year lease at $13,000/year payable to the city with an annual inflation adjustment of 3% and the opportunity to renew the lease up to 25 years total.  This would be in addition to an existing 110-foot tower which is on adjacent city land leased to Crown Castle.      

Committee APPROVED 3:0 to recommend the Verizon lease to City Council in the form of a resolution.

3. DPW Reclassification
Public Works Director Loy reviewed a proposal to reclassify the position of the city's recycle vehicle operator from Motor Equipment Operator, Light to Motor Equipment Operator.  This change is driven by the change in vehicle in October 2007 from a conventional recycle truck to a larger packer truck.  This proposal is consistent with Civil Service Law in advice given by John Garvey, Director of Human Resources, Ontario County

Committee APPROVED 3:0 to recommend to City Council in the form of a resolution the classification change and associated compensation change, retroactive to January 4, 2008, and October 15, 2007, respectively.

4. United Way Day of Caring
Acting City Manager James reviewed a proposal to authorize city employees, for the 10th consecutive year, to participate in the annual United Way Day of Caring to be held this year on Thursday, March 20.  This authorization would be subject to certain conditions, including the provision that participation would avoid the need for overtime, either directly or indirectly.

Committee APPROVED 3:0 to recommend authorization for employee participation to City Council in the form of a resolution.

5. 2007 Budget Amendments

City Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reviewed a list of proposed 2007 general-fund budget amendments.  All represent minor fine-tuning and involved movement of some items between departments and addition of other items linked with offsetting revenues.   

Committee APPROVED 3:0 to recommend the proposed budget amendments to City Council in the form of a resolution.

Youth Committee: Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the Youth Committee will be meeting on Thursday.  Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon and Councilmember-at-Large White-Hamilton are the Co-Chairs for 2008.

Main Street Traffic Calming Committee: Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon reported that the Traffic Calming Committee met on January 31st, and submitted the following report:

The mayor presented the Committee’s charge, it covers all of a Main Street, north and south.

1. Suggest short-term improvements that could be implemented as we await the DOT project of rebuilding Main Street.

2. Identify, evaluate, and recommend traffic calming measures to be considered by the City for incorporation into a plan to increase pedestrian safety and walkabilty on Main Street in Canandaigua over the next five years.

The Committee discussed the charge and decided to add a third directive.

3. Recommend improvements and what Main Street should look like after a complete DOT rebuild.

Acting City Manager James reported to the Committee the plans the City and DOT have for Main Street now. In 2008 the City plans to restripe the driving lanes to the minimum DOT standard width of 11 feet. This will: uniform the driving lanes on all of Main Street which now vary between 11 and 14 feet, narrow the driving lane to slow traffic, and increase the size of the parking lane to encourage parking, make it safer for parking, and further slow traffic by adding cars to the visual field. This was planned for last fall but confusion with DOT and contractors caused enough delay that weather prevented the completion of the project. Currently restriping is scheduled for May. DOT has in its Capital Plan to rebuild Main Street in 2009. There is no corresponding money in the capital budget for the project though. James and DPW head Lou Loy recommend lobbying, and pressuring our State officials to fund the project.

The Committee discussed its meeting schedule and it was proposed to meet the second Thursday every other month starting in March. Joe Wierzbowski moved the proposal and Dan Rice seconded it, all were in favor.

The Committee decided to ask DOT to come to our March meeting and discuss our concerns about Main Street. The list that was generated includes; 18 wheeled trucks, noise, speed, volume, crosswalks, ratio of large trucks to other traffic compared to other communities, capacity of Main Street compared to its current load, width of Main Street, medians or islands, education, trails, parking, signage, landscape, the impact of 332, and the deterioration of the base of Main Street. It was decided to phrase these concerns in a way that would get DOT to suggest ideas to us, rather than us solutions to them. Such as “How do we improve walkabilty?” 

If DOT is unable to come in to our March meeting, it was decided to have representative of the Canandaigua Police come and talk about speed enforcement, grants, traffic control and jurisdiction with regard to large trucks. 

As a short term goal it was suggested that we talk with dispatchers and transportation directors at companies like Pactiv, Wegmans, Constellation, the Lisk, and other companies and stores that receive large trucks. If we talk with them we may be able to get them to take their trucks to other roads and find other alternatives.

The Committee discussed and decided that Main Street needs its own unique and separate identity from 332. When people drive into our community, especially from 332, Main Street should say that this is Canandaigua, or that you have now entered a special place.
