Review Core Values: Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti read the Community Core Values:  As residents, city staff and appointed & elected officials of the City of Canandaigua, our decisions and actions will be guided by these core values: Responsive, Participatory Governance; Caring; Integrity; Heritage; Stewardship; and Continuous Improvement.


Approval of Minutes: Councilmember-at-Large Shipley moved approval of the Council Minutes of February 1, 2007.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion. 

Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti moved to amend the minutes by adding the following to his comments on pg 7:

“On at least two occasions Lou Loy has stated that the City would eventually need to put on another crew and another set of trucks.  Can we go to a larger packer, have less trips to the landfill and handle the additional housing units?”

Vote Result: Carried unanimously.

Recognition of Guests:

· Russ Welser, Resource Educator from Cornell Cooperative Extension came to educate us on what we should use on our lawns for pesticides and fertilizer now that spring is coming. 

· Most of us think we should be rolling our lawn, which is all right if we have the proper equipment.  Most people use rollers that are too heavy and as a result we physically compress the soil and make it more difficult for roots to penetrate, water to seep into the soil and for gas to exchange.  The only time to roll a lawn is when it’s established.

· If you want to fertilize your lawn in spring, hold off until late May or early June.

· We should not need phosphorous in our lawns, look for one that contains low or no phosphorous, unless we are establishing a lawn.  What we need in the fertilizer is nitrogen.

· Weed control is best if done in the fall. If you are going to do weed control in the spring, timing is critical.  For example, if you want to control dandelions wait until they have flowered and seeded.

· You should have a soil test done before fertilizing to see what you need.  This can be done at Cornell Cooperative Extension.

· Sal Pietropaolo, Economic Director, introduced the new Downtown BID Manager, Nicole Mahoney.  Ms. Mahoney has lived in Canandaigua for 7 years, she has previously worked on events such as the Lilac Festival.  She is very excited to be working in the community.  Mayor Polimeni welcomed her to the Council.  Ms. Mahoney announced that there would be a celebrity bartender event at the Pickering Pub with 20% of the proceeds going to the BID.  Mayor Polimeni will be one of the guest bartenders.

· Mayor Polimeni welcomed a visitor from FLCC who is here for his government class.

Committee Reports:

Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon reported the Environmental Committee met on February 22nd and submitted the following report:

1. The City Manager advised the Committee and Council members present of a $2500 grant for recycling education that he had applied for. Should we get the grant we would use it to help offset the costs of magnetic signs for the new recycling packer and the mailing of refrigerator magnets that would be sent to residents detailing what can be recycled in the City of Canandaigua. The efforts would be joined with Recycling Month in November and possibly linked to a school effort to promote recycling.   

2. Six local high school students gave a power point presentation detailing the need for a new skate park, a survey of local youth identifying that need, and their recommendations of what a new park should entail. They are recommending a concrete park with a six foot deep bowl to be located at Jefferson Park. The youths will also present to the Towns of Canandaigua, Hopewell and Farmington in an effort to garner inter-municipal support for their efforts. The Committee and Council members present discussed the way to move forward with the plan and identified possible ways to get the design done this year.

3. The City Manager updated the Committee on our progress in achieving the Strategic Plan goals that are grouped under the heading “Beautiful lakeside community”  and “leads in Commerce”. 

4. Kevin Olvany of the Canandaigua Watershed and Rick Brown, Director of Planning and Development , detailed their recommendations to update our storm water ordinances. Most of the changes would bring our codes in line with New York State and then identify the areas we want to be stricter on. They will be back next month when the final drafts are done and NYS has finalized its codes.

5. The Committee unanimously approved for recommendation the Crosswinds 5K race to be held on September 1st at 9am. 

6. Council members discussed a request to expand last year’s successful Niagara Street Bluesfest. The promoter would like to expand the dates and run several events like it on Fridays throughout the spring and summer. Several issues and sticking points that Council members raised were alcohol and for-profit events on public property. Discussions will continue with the promoter.

7. The City Manager gave the Council members a list of possible projects for the City to request member item aid on from our elected State and Federal representatives. After reviewing the list Council decided to request aid for the proposed skate park because it was the furthest project along in planning and needed the most financial assistance.

The next meeting will be March 20th.

Councilmember, Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell reported the Planning Committee met February 13th and submitted the following report:

1. City Communication Plan - Mr. Andy Thomas presented a concept that the City of Canandaigua hopes to use to communicate important information to city residents.  The concept uses a six-panel brochure to present the strategic goals that city government hopes to accomplish in the 2007 calendar year.  The key goal areas were compiled from the “Town Hall’ style meetings that City Councilmembers conducted in 2006.    Our plan is to ask city residents to use the information printed in the brochure to evaluate our progress as we accomplish the goals.  Final changes are being made right now, and we hope to have the piece ready for distribution in early April.

2. Transportation Issues - The Committee and Council considered three issues under the transportation section.

A. Railway Transportation Resolution.  The Committee reviewed and unanimously recommended to City Council a resolution endorsing the issuance of federal tax credits to rail operators who expand or enhance their networks in order to carry more intermodal freight.  Intermodal freight is a term used to describe tractor trailers full of freight that are actually carried on railroad flatbed cars.  The committee decided to endorse the pending legislation because they viewed the concept as possibly beneficial in helping reduce some truck traffic on our city streets.

B. Main St / Granger St Crosswalk.  Approximately 25 city residents attended this portion of the meeting.  They requested that City Council make immediate safety improvements to the pedestrian crosswalk at this intersection.  In particular, the residents wanted immediate improvements to be initiated so that middle and high school students can use the crosswalk between 7:00am and 7:30am on weekdays.  A number of possible improvements were discussed.  Some very good long term improvements were proposed.  At the end of the discussion, a majority of council chose to immediately institute the following plan:  On school days between March and July, between the hours of 7:00 and 7:30am, the City Police Department will take one of its Road Patrol Officers and that Officer’s squad car out of its regular duty cycle and assign the unit to crossing school children at Main and Granger Streets.   It was noted by the council members who did not support this plan that to remove a Road Patrol Officer during this half hour period will reduce the department’s ability to enforce speed limits on Main Street during this very busy part of the morning rush hour.  It was requested that the city manager monitor the effectiveness of the Council’s decision.

C. Main St Traffic.  The committee next focused on the broader issue of controlling traffic along the entire length of Main Street.  We recognized the need to invite participation from our neighboring municipalities as well as NYDOT and other visible stake holders.  Mayor Polimeni suggested that the Planning Committee may wish to schedule two meetings a month in order to implement ideas and plans in a timely fashion.  All committee members agreed to double up the scheduled meetings.

3. Housing Grant Application - The committee reviewed and approved a proposal from city staff to fund applications for an additional two housing rehabilitation grants.  Each grant is worth $400,000 for a possible total of $800,000 in new funds for the city’s home rehab program.  The grant programs come from the Governor’s Office for Small Cities HUD Funds, and from NYS Division of Housing and Community Renewal.  The cost to prepare the applications is $9800.00 and the funds will come from the Administrative line of the Community Development Fund.

4. Monthly Strategic Plan Review - The committee reviewed the progress reports for Goals 2 and 4 of the Strategic Plan.    Of the 18 specific tasks outlined in each of the two goals, City Council and City employees are making good progress.  Residents should feel free to ask any council member for a copy of the latest status reports.

The next meeting will be March 13th.

Councilmember-at-Large Henehan reported the Ordinance Committee met February 6th and submitted the following report:

1. Review of revisions to the City’s Municipal Code – In 2006, City Council approved an $11,500 contract with General Code, a Rochester company that specializes in reformatting and recodifying existing municipal codes.  This was done because our Municipal Code was in desperate need of a complete rewrite; its language was out-of –date, ambiguous, often inconsistent and sometimes in conflict with state and federal law.

An outside consultant was chosen to do this work because it would have taken City staff an enormous amount of time to read through the entire Codebook, word by word.  General Code specializes in this work and is already familiar with nearly every possible subject in a city’s codebook and has already formulated clear, legal language.  The goal is to make our new codebook more available and useful for both City staff and the public.

At the meeting we reviewed with City staff the first phase of revisions.  It was easy to see that the decision to get outside help with this project was a wise one.  Even with their assistance, city staff put in many hours of work to review their recommendations.  To say that this would have been an overwhelming task without the help of people who do this everyday would be an understatement.

The first group of changes were reviewed and approved by the committee.

2. The committee next reviewed and approved an ordinance, which amends the existing parking regulations on South Main St.   This ordinance will add parking from a point 180 feet north of the north curb line of Rt. 5& 20 to a point 328 feet north of the north curb line of Green St.

The next meeting will be March 6th.

Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met February 27th   and submitted the following report:

1. OCHS Request -Mr. Louis Clark reviewed plans for a new OCHS publication -- Canandaigua Architecture 1850-1920.  To be published this spring, the book is the third in a series of books that contain detailed sketches of early Canandaigua structures.  The new book will include homes, commercial building, churches, as well as steamships and trolley cars.  The book will cost $10,000 to publish and Mr. Clark asked that the City of Canandaigua consider funding a benefactor gift at $1,000 or greater.

AGREED that the Council would not be in a position to provide city funds for this project but that individual Council members would consider making personal donations toward a combined Council gift.  Mayor Polimeni agreed to collect commitments from Council members by the following Thursday and provide Mr. Clark with a pledge total within one week.

2. Disposition of Old Ladder Truck - City manager Cole reviewed a proposal from Fire Chief Case to retain the old ladder truck as a backup and sell the old 1987 pumper.  

AGREED that action would be tabled, pending 1) further information from Chief Case detailing both advantages and disadvantages for retaining or selling each truck, estimates of maintenance costs, and selling-price estimates for both trucks; and 2) recommendations from the upcoming Fire Department consultant study.

3. Preliminary Year-End Report - Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah and Assistant City Manager James reviewed a draft of the 2006 year-end report for the General, Water, and Sewer Funds.  The final document, including a detailed analysis by Assistant City Manager James will be available shortly.  Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah indicated that she would be prepared to review 1Q2007 and 2Q2007 reports at our April and July Finance Committee meetings, respectively.

The Committee expressed appreciation for the timeliness, thoroughness, and understandability of the reports.  The Committee was also appreciative of the entire city staff's hard work in achieving such outstanding financial results -- revenues substantially greater than budget and expenditures substantially lower than budget.   

4. Deferred Comp Plan Committee - City Manager Cole described a process to convene a committee to review the city's 457 deferred compensation plan and solicit bids for the plan's investment management function.  The committee will include a Council member, City Manager Cole, and one or two plan participants (including the participant with the highest account balance).  The City Manager recommended that the Finance Committee Chair be appointed as the Council member participant on the 457 Plan Committee 

APPROVED 3:0:1 that the Finance Committee Chair be appointed as the Council member participant on the 457 Plan Committee.  Finance Committee Chair Terwilliger recused himself from the voting.

5. Performance Bonus Program - City Manager Cole reviewed proposed 2007 performance-goal grids for the Water Treatment, Sewage Treatment, and Water Distribution/Sewage Collection departments.  For each of the three, performance goals are allocated among 4 Key Result Area categories and each allows for up to $5,000 in year-end bonus awards to be shared between the department supervisor and department staff.      

APPROVED 4:0 the structure and content of these first three performance grids.  The Committee complimented City Manager Cole on the fine job he has done in getting this program started.  

The next meeting will be March 22nd.
Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the Youth Committee met February 8th and discussed the following:

1. Skateboard Park Presentation. Aaron O’Neill presented a presentation he put together with Cindy Vanderlee to make a case for a new Skateboard Park. Other teens present for the presentation were; Mat Rice, Scott Ward, and Matt Beckman. The teens did a survey and are suggesting the new park be located at the existing location at Jefferson Park. The area would need to be enlarged. They suggested an all-concrete and steel development to provide a long lasting maintenance free installation. They will make a presentation at our Environmental Committee Meeting and at the Town Board. They are looking for City and Town support and will be working to obtain grants and a fundraiser.

2. Spring Symposium. The date has been set as March 28th in the Middle School Auditorium. The Symposium will be called “What Parents do to keep their Children Safe”.  Discussion over presenters took place and it was decided Rob Lillis will do a summary of the latest school survey, we will make an effort to contact a FBI agent who presented at another form on cyber net security, and contact Cornell Cooperative for an upbeat presenter. We will try to have Betsey Lee as the MC. Andrea said they would like to have a short Partnership Business Meeting first hence, the meeting may take place at 6:30PM, Symposium at 7PM to 8:30PM. We plan to meet to discuss the agenda in a couple weeks. Taping for FLTV will also be considered.

3. Articles for Youth Services Groups were discussed. Pat Pavelsky and subsequently Peter Mulvaney have volunteered to help generate positive stories with our youth. 

4. CARES, Captain Ginter will check with the church group to see if they can pick up this initiative.

5. Seasonal City Employment. The City is offering potential placement for teens for its seasonal employment. The list of jobs and age qualifications has been emailed to various youth service organizations.

Next meeting will be March 8th.

Sal Pietropaolo, Economic Development Director gave the following report on the BID:
· Maintenance and Capital Improvement:

· Bristol St. dumpster and other dumpster issues are being monitored and addressed.

· BID truck was in need of repair and thanks to Donn Frarey and his crew it is up and running.

· The snow blower purchased last year has really gotten a lot of use.  No complaints of snow in the BID.

· March 6th the sign committee will present their recommendation to the Ordinance Committee, Mr. Pietropaolo will give an update on the Transportation Study Group and the Community Stakeholders meeting.

· Discussed strategies on the 2007 events and promotions and the BID’s 15th year celebration.

· In process of updating the Mission and Vision statement.

· In process of updating the web site to give it a fresh look.

Resolution #2007-013
Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell read the following resolution and moved to lift it from the table.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

A Resolution in Support of Rail Solutions to 

Growing Freight Transportation Needs
Whereas, state and federal transportation officials and others project that United States freight volumes will increase by more than 67 percent over twenty years;

Whereas, the nation’s highways are already stretched to capacity;

Whereas, the efficient movement of goods is directly related to the strength of a nation’s economy and its citizens’ quality of life;

Whereas, public policies promoting increased investment in freight rail infrastructure would result in increased freight rail hauling capacity;

Whereas, expansion of freight rail hauling capacity would yield impressive public benefits by relieving worsening congestion, reducing highway costs, providing a critical intermodal link to international trade, and improving air quality and fuel efficiency; and

Whereas, relatively modest public investments in freight rail infrastructure would yield an impressive return on investment in the form of savings to motorists, businesses, and taxpayers;

Whereas, legislation was recently introduced in Congress by a bi-partisan group that would create incentives for businesses to invest more in freight rail infrastructure and would offer a tax credit to new investments that increase rail hauling capacity;   

Whereas, this legislation is the type of proposal that the American Association of State Highway and Transportation Officials says is needed to accommodate increasing freight volumes and to realize the public benefits that come by shipping more freight by rail; and   

Whereas, Congress is considering proposals that would reregulate the freight railroads that would turn back the clock on many successes and have a devastating impact on the railroads and on freight transportation in this country;   

Therefore, Be It Resolved that the City of Canandaigua, New York endorses a federal investment tax credit and the Go21 mission of building a stronger economy, reducing highway congestion, improving air quality, using tax dollars more efficiently, and improving quality of life by advocating for increased use of freight rail transportation and the City of Canandaigua opposes reregulation of freight railroads.

Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell moved for adoption of Resolution 2007-013.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

WHEREAS, Sniedze Associates has completed similar work at the Finger Lakes Community College and Village of Clifton Springs tennis courts and parking lots for Ontario County within the City of Canandaigua; and


WHEREAS, funding for this project is included in the 2006 Capital Project Bond Resolutions; and


WHEREAS, the City Manager and the Public Works Director recommend a contract award to Sniedze Associates;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a contract with Sniedze Associates of 482 North Main Street, Canandaigua, New York 14424 to design the reconstruction of the Baker Park Tennis Courts and the Mill Street Parking Lot rehabilitation in the amounts of $11,340.00 and $17,000.00 respectively and inspect both projects during construction in an amount not-to-exceed $25,600.00 based on $40.00 per hour.

Manager's Report:
City Manager Cole gave the following report:

· Met with a group this afternoon trying to organize a Freeze Fest 2007 event to take place on March 31st, which will be raising money for charity.  This is a joint effort by Jose and Willy’s and the YMCA.  A group of people will run and jump into the lake at Kershaw Park.  This special event will have to be taken to a Committee for approval instead of a Council Meeting due to the timing of the event.

· Mayor Polimeni mentioned that Canandaigua Academy is presenting “Beauty and the Beast”, with performances scheduled over the next two weekends.

· Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon complimented City crews for the timely removal of snow from sidewalks. Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon also apologized because his Ward was the most lax on removing snow from the sidewalks, however the problems were fixed very quickly.
