Mayor Polimeni called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Mayor Polimeni advised that Councilmember Anthony was absent due to prior family obligations.

Councilmember Henehan read the Community Core Values.

Councilmember Shipley moved approval of the Regular Minutes of March 16, 2006. Councilmember Rivet seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.

Committee Reports:

Councilmember Nixon reported that Environmental Committee met on Tuesday, March 21 and submitted the following report:

· SEQR review for proposed boathouse ordinance was moved to Council unanimously. 

· Request to regulate pesticides. We started with a review of where we stood in our ability to regulate pesticides. Our City Attorney informed us that the Attorney General's Office has reiterated that sole authority over pesticides rests with NY DEC. We then let residents speak about why they wanted the City to regulate their use. Over 19 residents were present and voiced their opinion on the effects of pesticides and their opinions of what the City should do. The Committee decided that we would need clear or moving information one way or the other if we were going to challenge state law. To that end at our next meeting will be asking several health care professionals, lawn acre professionals and other experts their opinions and have them available to answer questions.

· The Committee then unanimously moved many special events to Council for approval. They are on tonight's agenda and include: the Time Warner Cable MS Walk on May 7th, 4th Fridays at Steamboat Landing running May to September to benefit Thompson Health and the Granger Homestead, the Annual Bruce Bridgeman 5K run on May 28th, the Sands Sunny Stroll on June 3rd, the Wildlife 5 Walk a Thon on June 10th, the Annual Downtown Arts Festival July 14, 15, and 16th, the Rotary Pier Dance on July 22nd, the St. Mary's School 'Chosen Run' on August 26th, and the Crosswinds 5K race on September 2nd. 

· The Committee approved the location of the first History Happened Marker in Downtown and $200 for its stand. It will be located in the Commons and show Downtown as it was and some of the history that happened there.

· The Committee approved a contract to supply biogas from the wastewater treatment plant to Roseland Water Park. In return the Water Park will upgrade the City's Biogas facilities.

· The Committee authorized the City Manager to run ads to announce the recently vacated seat on the Zoning Board of Appeals.

Our next Committee meeting is April 18th. 

Councilmember Rivet reported that Ordinance Committee met on Tuesday, April 4 and submitted the following report:

1. Residents of Chapin Street spoke about the parking on the section of Chapin that allows on street parking currently.  Most residents present felt the current situation was unsafe and unsightly. One suggestion was to make a no parking zone eastward from Pearl an equal distance from a no parking zone from Main Street down.  Another suggestion was to give variances allowing more parking in the back of houses.  Another suggestion was to paint specific parking spaces in the legal zone, with consideration given to driveway placement so that egress is easier.  The residents also asked that the police routinely patrol and ticket all illegally parked vehicles.

The committee requested staff to look at extending the buffer near Adelaide Avenue for safe turns, look at no parking sign placement, require more ticketing of illegally parked cars and look into the feasibility of marked "striped" spots for legal parking.

2. St. John’s Court. The committee moved 4-0 to council the prohibition of parking on St. John's court from 9 am till 1 pm Monday through Friday. This will help alleviate the parking problem on the street with Gleaners Kitchen. 

3. The committee had a lengthy discussion on the bond projects for this year.  There was a motion to move the Baker Park tennis courts into the top section of approved projects.  The committee requested staff to get an engineer's estimate for the Mill Street project and the Beeman Alley project.  There is a definite concern that our projects have good figures and no surprises.  The concern with Mill Street in particular is with regard to the sub structure and its integrity given the scope of the project. The committee is also concerned with the railroad crossings and West Avenue Bridge. We would hope for outside funding for these projects, but need confirmation.  Hopefully we will have answers when the final BOD discussion takes place next month.

4. Downtown issues.  The committee moved 4-0 the language staff presented on parking inside buildings, live entertainment and deck usage.

5. Garbage cans.  The committee briefly reviewed the existing code and agreed we need a change that prohibits garbage in the front of houses including porches.  We would prefer no garbage cans viewable from the street, with a provision for exceptions when properties have no alternative.  The discussion will continue next month.

Councilmember Russell reported that Planning Committee met on Tuesday, March 28 and submitted the following report:

Council Attendees:  Polimeni, Henehan, Shipley, Terwilliger, Nixon, Anthony, Fenti, Rivet, and Russell.

Agenda:

1. CIP 10 Year Needs and Assessment

2. Parking Study

3. Capital Bond Plan

All three of our agenda items were essentially combined into one discussion.

The committee recommended the following changes to the CIP

· Place West Avenue reconstruction on the priority list.

· Place Prospect St reconstruction on the priority list.

· Remove the S Pearl/Parrish/West Lake Dr intersection reconstruction project from the CIP.

· Remove the SE access road feasibility study from the CIP.

The balance of the CIP was held over to the next meeting for finalization.

The Municipal Parking lot Study was reviewed and the committee recommended to:

· Proceed with designing informational and directional signage to promote easy access to all the downtown parking lots.

· Look for ways to fund the recommended upgrades to at least one of the downtown parking lots.  The two most likely lots for upgrading are the Mill St Lot and the Antis St lot.

· The committee also recommended that the Parking Lot study undergo additional review to determine the feasibility of the balance of the recommendations.

The third and final item on our agenda was the 2006 Capital Bond.  There was a wide-ranging discussion of the projects that should be included in the bond.  As no final decisions were made, the discussion was moved to the 4/4 Ordinance Committee Agenda for continued discussion.

Councilman Terwilliger asked that the Economic Development Quarterly Report be added to the April Planning Committee agenda.

Next Meeting is April 25, Hurley Building.

The committee adjourned at 9:20pm

Councilmember Terwilliger advised that Finance Committee meets April 11, 6 p.m. at the Hurley Building.

Councilmember Russell reported there had been no Youth Committee meeting, but there was a co-hosted town meeting on underage drinking that will be on FLTV channel 12.  The committee will meet next Thursday, April 12, 7 p.m. at the YMCA.

Councilmember Russell advised that the Joint Town/City Recreation committee will meet May 3, 7 p.m. at the Hurley Building.

Mayor Polimeni advised that the first Joint City/Town meeting was held last night.

Sal Pietropaolo reported that the BID met on March 15th and discussed the following:

· Finance report

· Maintenance and capital improvements

· Parking issues 

· Special events to be held downtown.  

· Two informational meetings were held regarding Main Street grant programs.

A RESOLUTION CREATING LIENS UPON CERTAIN CITY PROPERTIES FOR WATER, SEWER AND CODE ENFORCEMENT ARREARS


WHEREAS, Chapter 14.18 of the City of Canandaigua Charter and Section 452.4 or the General Municipal Law authorizes the creation of property tax liens for delinquent water and sewer charges; and


WHEREAS, Chapter 4.20.040 B and Chapter 3.20.910 of the City of Canandaigua municipal code authorize the creation of tax liens for delinquent charges for services performed by the City of Canandaigua Code Enforcement Department and unpaid inspection fees; and 


WHEREAS, at this date several such outstanding invoices in arrears exist on the City records which are detailed in the attached statement; and


WHEREAS, the property owners on the attached list have been notified of the delinquent charges by the City of Canandaigua Clerk-Treasurer’s Office.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that there are hereby created liens on the properties listed on the attached statement, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that said liens shall be added to the City’s tax roll and enforced in the same manner as other City taxes.

RESOLUTION #2006-029

A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE INSTALLATION

OF A HISTORICAL MARKER AT THE COMMONS


WHERAS, by Resolution 99-054 the City Council established Guidelines for Erecting Monuments and Memorials in the City of Canandaigua; and


WHERAS, the Guidelines established a process whereby requests for erecting monuments and memorials would be reviewed by the Environmental Committee and the Historical Markers Committee; and


WHEREAS, the History Happened Here Committee has been designated as the City’s Historical Markers Committee, and has recommended that an interpretive historical marker be placed in The Commons; and


WHERAS, the Environmental Committee, at its meeting on March 21st, reviewed the proposed design of the marker, and recommended that the Council approve the placement of the marker, and purchase a stand on which to erect the marker and provide the labor to install the marker;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that permission is hereby granted for the placement of an interpretive historical marker in The Commons as proposed by the History Happened Here Committee, subject to final approval of the location of the marker within the park by the City Manager; and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City will fund the purchase of the marker stand, at a cost not to exceed $200, and will provide the labor for installation of the marker.

Ed Varno, Director of the Ontario County Historical Society was present with a sample of the type of marker that will be used.

That Section 9.20.030 (84) is hereby amended to read as follows.

St. John’s Court

No parking on the west side from the north end of the street to a point two hundred thirty-five feet (235’) southerly therefrom.

No parking on either side between the hours of 9:00 A.M. to 1:00 P.M., Monday through Friday.

SECTION 2.  This Ordinance shall take effect immediately.

Private garage space for storage of commercial vehicles used in conjunction with a permitted use; storage buildings of one hundred sixty-five (165) square feet or less in area, which are accessory to permitted uses.

This ordinance shall be effective thirty (30) days following its enactment.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING

BE IT ENACTED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua as follows: 

Sec. 1.
That existing section 10.08 (Zoning Definitions) is hereby amended to read as follows:

10.08.010.1-64a
Night Club

An Eating and/or Drinking establishment, other than a theater, that offers live entertainment or dancing whose business includes providing entertainment, whether live, recorded or otherwise, including dancing, which and may or may not include the sale of alcoholic beverages.  Background music, clearly incidental to the primary use, shall not be considered as a form of entertainment.
Sec. 2
This ordinance shall be effective thirty (30) days following its enactment.

ORDINANCE #2006-008
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING 

THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE CITY OF CANANDAIGUA 

RELATIVE TO SIDEWALK CAFES


BE IT ENACTED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua as follows: 

Sec. 1.
That existing section 4.12.130. D.  (Sidewalk cafes) is hereby amended to read as follows:

D.
Sidewalk cafes
In commercial districts, an establishment serving food and drink may establish an outdoor cafe by placing chairs, tables, umbrellas or awnings, exterior temporary barriers, and plants on the sidewalk, or, by permit, on a raised deck or platform resting on the sidewalk, in an area directly in front of the establishment extending onto the public sidewalk a distance as specified below.  This sidewalk café shall consist of tables and chairs and may include either temporary barriers or a raised deck or platform resting on the sidewalk.  Occupancy of the café shall be limited to the number of chairs provided at tables within the café.   

1.
On South Main Street from the railroad crossing to Antis Street on the west side and Saltonstall Street on the east side, extending eight (8) feet from the front wall of such establishment.

2.
On the north side of Lakeshore Drive between South Main Street and Muar Street, extending onto the public sidewalk and/or right of way up to six and one-half (6 1/2) feet from the front boundary line of the land parcel on which the establishment is located, provided that a continuous width of at least 4 feet of sidewalk shall remain unobstructed.

3.
On side streets within the central business district, and in other commercial districts, extending up to eight feet (8) from the front of such establishment, the exact distance to be determined by the City Manager of the City of Canandaigua on an individual basis, so as to prevent interference with public safety and passage on public sidewalks, provided that a continuous width of a least 4 feet of sidewalk shall remain unobstructed.

4.
A business establishment with an outdoor cafe may place potted flowers and/or plants on the public sidewalk directly adjacent to the cafe extending up to one foot beyond the cafe area as permitted above, provided that the City Manager shall determine that such potted plants will not create a hazard for pedestrians.

The placement of a raised deck or platform resting on the sidewalk for the purpose of a sidewalk cafe, as permitted above, shall be subject to the issuance of an annual permit for the same, and the structure shall be inspected annually by the Code Enforcement Officer.  The initial application for such permit shall be reviewed by the Planning Commission and the City Manager.  The Planning Commission shall review the architectural design of the structure in accordance with adopted design guidelines.  The City Manager shall review the placement of the structure with regard to public safety concerns.  Prior to the issuance of an annual permit, the applicant business shall provide proof of an insurance policy insuring against personal and/or property injury caused by the erection and maintenance of said cafe structure in an amount of consistent with the City's requirements for such insurance, and naming the City as an additional insured party.

5. The establishment of a sidewalk cafe shall be subject to the issuance of an annual permit by the City Manager.  

  a. The initial application for such permit shall include Planning Commission review of the architectural design of all temporary barriers, raised decks, or platform structures in accordance with adopted design guidelines.

  b.
A Building Permit shall be issued annually by the Code Enforcement Officer for any structures associated with the sidewalk cafe .

  c.
Prior to the issuance of an annual permit, the applicant business shall provide proof of an insurance policy insuring against personal and/or property injury caused by the erection and maintenance of said cafe structure in an amount consistent with the City's requirements for such insurance, and naming the City as an additional insured party.

6.
The use of the public sidewalk for the purpose of sidewalk cafes shall be permitted from April 15 until October 31 November 15.  Such cafes may begin serving patrons at 7:00 AM daily, and shall be closed and vacated nightly no later than 9:00 10:00 PM Sunday through Thursday, and 11:00 PM Friday and Saturday.  Outdoor music associated with any cafe shall cease at the same hour.


Not withstanding any other ordinance of the City of Canandaigua, patrons, customers, owners and employees of any such cafe shall be permitted to possess and consume alcoholic beverages in such cafes, provided that such possession or consumption is incidental to the consumption by patrons of regular meals between the hours of 11:00 AM and the closing hour as specified above, which meals are limited to dinners, lunches or suppers.
7.  
The sidewalk café shall be maintained in a safe, neat, and clean condition, free of any trash associated with the use.  All tables, chairs and structures shall be maintained in good repair.
8.
The permit for a sidewalk café may be revoked if the City Manager determines that any of the conditions of approval have been violated, including violations to section 8.20 “Noise Control”.

This ordinance shall be effective thirty (30) days following its enactment.
