Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell was excused because he was away on a school trip and Councilmember-at-Large White-Hamilton was excused for personal business.

Review Core Values: Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony read the Community Core Values:  As residents, city staff and appointed & elected officials of the City of Canandaigua, our decisions and actions will be guided by these core values: Responsive, Participatory Governance; Caring & Respect; Integrity; Heritage; Stewardship; and Continuous Improvement.


Approval of Minutes: Councilmember-at-Large Shipley moved approval of the Council Minutes of March 5th.  Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony seconded the motion.

Discussion on how much detail to include in the minutes.  The minutes currently contain a brief discussion on what was discussed but not comments made from specific individuals.

Vote Result: Carried (6-1) with Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti voting against.

Councilmember-at-Large Shipley moved approval of the Council Minutes of March 12th.  Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony seconded the motion unanimously approved by Council.

Recognition of Guests: 

· Bucci/Jenkins family are members of the Greening Committee and presented to the Council information on an eco-friendly alternative to a gas powered rotary mower.  They have brought a Reel Mower which has no engine and relies on its sharp blades and muscle power.  This mower is environmentally friendly, low maintenance, safe and very quiet.  

· Boys Lacrosse JV Coach Devon York and Varsity Coach Ed Mulheron  along with the members of the team spoke about the New Balance nationwide competition that was won by Canandaigua.  The team will be followed for a year and videos will be posted on www.seasoninthebalance.com.  The team also received $60,000 for equipment.  The team showed the winning audition video to the Council.

Committee Reports:  

Environmental: Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell will report at the next Council meeting.

Ordinance: Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony reported the Ordinance Committee met on March 17, 2009 and discussed the following:

· Items from the Planning Commission Biennial Report

· Exterior standards for housing

· Banning of dogs at the Farmer’s Market which is to be self governing

Planning: Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported the Planning Committee has not met since the last Council Meeting.

Planned Unit Development (PUD):  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the PUD Review Committee met on March 19, 2009 and discussed the following:

· Steamboat Landing hotel/conference center proposal – Preliminary Design Report

Finance: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met on Mardh 24, 2009 and submitted the following report:

1. United Way Day of Caring

City Manager James requested Council approval for city employees to participate in the 2009 United Way Annual Volunteer Day of Caring, scheduled for Thursday, April 23.  Primary stipulations are that no employee may earn overtime wages for the time spent volunteering and that no overtime costs are to be incurred to fill any shift vacancies created by city employee participation. 

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, adoption of this request.  

2. Volunteer Coordinator Position
City Manager James reviewed the Civil Service "Classification of Certification" document recently created by the Ontario County Department of Human Resources for our new Fire Department Volunteer Coordinator position.  

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, that this new part-time Civil Service position be officially created.

3. Avoidable Alarm Fees
City Attorney Smith provided an update on our new policy to assess fees on property owners for repeat false fire alarms.  It was reported that the City cannot legally assess fees on municipal or School District properties.  However, the ordinance is applicable to non-municipal properties in the Town of Canandaigua where the City provides fire protection.  Thus far, the number of false alarms has not exceeded the threshold limit described in the ordinance, and no fees have been assessed.  It was acknowledged that the purpose of the new policy is not to generate revenue but to encourage sources to put measures in place to reduce/eliminate false alarms.    

4. Fall Bulk Item Drop-off Program
City Manager James asked for direction regarding a possible 2009 fall bulk-item drop-off program.  It had been decided previously not to fund a City-wide pick up this coming fall, in order to save budget dollars.  What was not clear to staff was Council's intent for a possible free drop-off program this fall at the City's transfer station.  After much discussion, it was voted 3:1 not to offer free drop-off this fall and, instead, apply the saved dollars to our fund balance carryover to help with the 2010 General Fund budget.  It was noted that the City will offer free bulk-item drop-off opportunities on 4 Saturdays, as well as one electronics drop-off event, all occurring this spring.   

5. Frontier Chemical Hazardous Waste Site - Proposed DEC Settlement
City Attorney Smith reviewed and recommended the City execute a de-minimis settlement agreement for any liability that the City may have for contributing contaminated soil to a hazardous waste site in Niagara Falls, NY.  While the facility was licensed to accept the waste, the site has since become a source of environmental contamination and now faces a possible DEC enforcement action.  The settlement cost to the City is $4,000 and can be funded from our insurance reserve.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, adoption of this settlement recommendation.  

6. SEQR for West Avenue Bridge Project
Public Works Director Loy reviewed a draft State Environmental Quality Review (SEQR) Short Environmental Assessment Form (EAF) for the summer 2009 reconstruction of the Sucker Brook bridge on West Avenue.  This project will be funded fully by federal Stimulus Package money, which drives the SEQR review.      

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, acceptance of the EAF which concludes that the project will not have a significant impact on the environment.  

7. Cleaner Position Vacancy

Public Works Director Loy informed the Committee that the City Hall and Hurley Building cleaner position will be vacated starting March 27.  A number of options for dealing with the vacancy over the long term are being explored.  In the meantime, duties will be shared by members of the DPW staff.  Mr. Loy will offer up a recommendation for this position once the options have been fully studied. 

8. Proposed City/County Sewer Agreement
Public Works Director Loy, Wastewater Treatment Plant Chief Operator Clark, and consultant Bringewatt reviewed a proposed 40-year (with an option for a 10-year renewal) intermunicipal sewer agreement developed by the three presenters and Ontario County Public Works Commissioner Bill Wright.  This agreement replaces a 30-year contract, which expired 12/31/03.  The Committee reviewed contract provisions and concluded that the City's financial interests were well represented. 

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, that the City Manager be authorized to execute this agreement.  

9. Revised Agreement for Services with the Soil and Water Conservation District for Watershed Inspection 

City Attorney Smith reviewed a proposed agreement to continue the City's participation, as a member of the Watershed Commission, in the Watershed Inspection Program.  The program funds the services of full-time Watershed Inspector George Barden and a part-time inspector.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, that the City Manager be authorized to execute this agreement.  

10. Proposed Mini-Bond Projects
Consultant Bringewatt reviewed an updated draft list of projects to be funded by our 2009 General Fund mini-bond initiative.  He indicated that the Committee and Council will be shown detailed project proposals shortly with a May 2009 target date for mini-bond authorization.  The projects are likely to include necessary major building repairs and preliminary design work related to our next round of street repaving and reconstruction projects described in our 10-year capital plan.  The total cost is likely to be about $550,000 vs. budget of $580,000.

Youth Committee: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Youth Committee has not met since the last Council meeting.

Main Street Traffic Calming Committee: Councilmember-at-Large Finch reported that the Main Street Traffic Calming Committee has not met since the last Council meeting.

Committee of the Whole:  Mayor Polimeni  reported that there was a Committee of the Whole met on Thursday March 12, 2009 to discuss the 2010 Budget and the projected deficit. City Manager James presented a lot of information to the Council for areas of study.  The Council asked the City Manager to have the Police Chief, Fire Chief and Director of Public Works at the next meeting to talk about their departments and the possibility of shared services with the County.

WHEREAS, Chapter 600-12 F of the City of Canandaigua Municipal Code authorizes the creation of tax liens for delinquent snow removal fees for inspections performed by the City of Canandaigua Department of Public Works; and

WHEREAS, Chapter 714-31 B of the City of Canandaigua Municipal Code authorizes the creation of tax liens for delinquent fire inspection fees for inspections performed by the City of Canandaigua Fire Department; and

WHEREAS, at this date several such outstanding invoices in arrears exist on the City records which are detailed in the attached statement and; 

WHEREAS, the property owners on the attached list have been notified of the delinquent charges by the City of Canandaigua Clerk/Treasurer’s Office;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that there are hereby created liens on the properties listed on the attached statement, and;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that said liens shall be added to the City’s tax roll and enforced in the same manner as other City taxes.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Canandaigua City Council that the City Manager is authorized to execute a Professional Services Agreement with Harris Beach, LLP; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that all charges and fees related to performance under this Agreement shall be charged to the Developer of the project pursuant to State Law and Municipal Code §850-124(B)(3).

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER 

TO EXECUTE AN INTER-MUNICIPAL COOPERATION AGREEMENT WITH ONTARIO COUNTY FOR THE CONVEYANCE AND TREATMENT OF SEWAGE AND WASTEWATER FOR THE COUNTY SEWER DISTRICTS

WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua and Ontario County have previously contracted with each other for the provision of sewage treatment and other sanitary sewer services by the City to the County, which contract expired on December 31, 2003; and

WHEREAS, and the City and the County now wish to enter into a new agreement for the treatment and conveyance of sewage and wastewater; and


WHEREAS, the City owns and operates a Wastewater Treatment Facility and the County has reserve capacity in the Wastewater Treatment Facility; and

WHEREAS, the City has interceptor sewers in which the County has a reserve capacity; and

WHEREAS, the City has other sewers which are or could be used by the County; and

WHEREAS, the parties desire to enter into an Agreement for the conveyance and treatment of sewage and wastewater for the County sewer districts pursuant to Article 5(d) of the New York General Municipal Law and other applicable statutes regarding authorization for performance by municipalities or districts of their functions, powers or duties on a cooperative or contract basis, including but not limited to, the treatment of sewage and wastewater; and

WHEREAS, the County Board of Supervisors has or shall duly enact, prior to execution of the Agreement, a resolution passed by a majority vote of its members, authorizing its County Administrator to enter into this contract with the City.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the Manager is authorized to execute an Inter-municipal Cooperation Agreement with Ontario County for a term of forty years, expiring on December 31, 2044 with an option for a 10-year renewal. All fees to the City from the County, including those for administration, operation and maintenance, and capital improvements shall be according to formulas set forth in the agreement based on percent of usage. 

AND, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City shall create and manage a Shared Capital Reserve Fund for the City and the County to be used for improvements at the Treatment Facility, Lakeshore Drive Lift Station, and on the Sewer Collection System.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER, ON BEHALF OF THE CITY OF CANANDAIGUA AS A MEMBER OF THE WATERSHED COMMISSION,

TO EXECUTE A CONTRACT WITH ONTARIO COUNTY SOIL AND WATER CONSERVATION DISTRICT FOR CONTINUANCE OF THE WATERSHED INSPECTOR PROGRAM 


WHEREAS, under the provisions of Part 132 of Chapter III, of Title 10, of the Public Health Laws of the State of New York, which established the Canandaigua Lake Watershed Rules and Regulations, the Members of the Commission, including the City of Canandaigua, have determined that they want to continue to provide for management and control of the Canandaigua Lake Watershed, through the continuance of a Watershed Inspector program; and


WHEREAS, under provisions of Chapter III, Section 9, Subsection 3, of New York State Conservation District Law, which provide for the District to enter into agreements with any agency in carrying on erosion control, flood prevention and sediment damage prevention operations, and control and abatement of non-point sources of water pollution for effective conservation and utilization of the lands and waters; and

 
WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua is willing to enter into this agreement with the understanding that all other Members of the Watershed Commission will also enter into similar agreements with the Ontario County Soil and Water Conservation District . 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the Manager is authorized to execute an Agreement for Ontario County Soil and Water Conservation District to manage the Watershed Inspector Program, provided that the Agreement clearly sets forth that the City’s compensation for services shall be limited to and shall not exceed the City’s pro-rata financial liability to the Canandaigua Lake Watershed Commission on an annual basis.

WHEREAS, a waste treatment site in Niagara Falls, NY has been declared to be a class 2 significant threat by the NYS Department of Environmental Conservation (NYS DEC); and


WHEREAS, the NYS DEC has begun remedial investigation activities and feasibility studies and has listed the City of Canandaigua as an alleged contributor to the site and a potentially responsible party; and

WHEREAS, the NYS DEC has estimated the investigation activities, design and remedial work of the site at approximately 20 million dollars; and

WHEREAS, the major contributors to the site have formed the Frontier Chemical Site PRP Group and have offered settlement agreements and liability releases to potentially responsible de minimus contributors to the site, including the City of Canandaigua. 


NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the Manager is authorized to execute a Settlement Agreement and Liability Release, with payment in the amount of $4000.00, which shall be disbursed from the Insurance Reserve Fund as a proper expenditure related to a valid legal claim.
