Approval of Minutes: No minutes to approve

Recognition of Guests: 

Andrea Macintosh from the Partnership for Ontario County and Brittany, a Canandaigua Middle School Student came to talk about Global Youth Service Day. This is a worldwide initiative in its 20th year.  This will be the first year Canandaigua will participate in this initiative.  Many activities are planned for the week starting with Project Stream and ending with Green Day at School with everyone wearing green and small toys will be collected and donated to local hospitals.  The Campus community clean up will be April 26th  at the Middle School.  Mayor Ellen Polimeni read a proclamation declaring the week of April 21-26 as National and Global Youth Service Week where all students must do community service.

Committee Reports:

Environmental: Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell reported the Environmental Committee met March 11th and submitted the following report:

1. Special Events.

The Committee reviewed and recommended three special events.  They are:

· Freezefest 2008

· Canandaigua 2008 Independence Day Celebration Festivities

· Memory Walk 2008

All of the above events are on tonight’s agenda for action.

2. Downtown Dumpster Issues Update

City DPW Chief, Lou Loy reported that he is working with business owners in the Mill St Parking Lot area who keep dumpsters behind their businesses on a plan to consolidate the number and location of the dumpsters into a single convenient area for all users.  The benefits to consolidation are:  1. A cleaner looking Mill St Lot.  2. Reduced costs for users. 3. Increase in parking spots in the Mill St Lot. 


3. Village of Bloomfield-Water Connection Request

The Committee briefly reviewed a request from Bloomfield for an emergency back-up water connection.  Upon advice from City Staff Members, the request was tabled pending receipt of additional required information.

4. Farmers Market Roof

The Committee reviewed the proposal from the lone bidder for the roof materials for the Farmers Market.  As there was only one bidder, the committee asked DPW Director, Lou Loy to make one additional effort to locate additional bidders for the roof.  Pending his success in finding another responsive bidder, the Finance Committee will approve the bid at its 25 March meeting. 

5. SEQR for North Ponds Subdivision

The Committee reviewed SEQR for the project made some changes and recommended adoption by the full City Council.  At this point in time, the Committee considers the application full and complete which allows the review process to move forward.  Resolution 2008-047 covers this body of work.

Ordinance: Councilmember-at-Large Shipley reported that the Ordinance Committee met on March 18th and reported discussion on the following which are on the agenda tonight:

· Rezoning request for Sly Street

· Request to remove Historic Designation on North Main Street Property

· Request to change the Solid Waste Ordinance for disposal of coal ash was not met per request of DPW Director Lou Loy

· Billboard presentation

· Garage setback ordinance modification

· Parking Regulations for Mill St and Farmers Market Pavilion and Charlotte Street restricted parking on the West Side.

·  Request to visit the issue of signs left from closed businesses.

Planning: Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the Planning Committee met April 1st  and submitted the following report:

1. Jim Kerins of I Town presented a proposal for web site videos for the City Web Site. There would be no cost to the city but, the video when selected by the viewer, would have links for paid commercials. Councilmembers voted  8/0 to have Acting City Manger Kay James pick a vendor.

2. Nancy Purdy presented FLTV concerns regarding the impact of not having a Cable TV franchise agreement in place. Councilmembers voted 8/0 to allow Acting City Manager Kay James contact Geneva retired City Manager Rich Rising to see if he would help on our City’s behalf. Should there be a cost for his services, the Acting City Manager will need to get Council Approval.

3. Bill Taylor presented a case for a comprehensive biking system throughout the city. The Mayor agreed to set up a committee to come up with recommendations.

4. Committee approved 4/0 to allow Steve Mruczek to provide liability insurance of $1Million instead of the contract stated $2million. It was noted that the hot dog carts are required only to have the $1million coverage.

5. Committee approved 4/0 to have City Attorney Michele Smith negotiate an access easement for Finger Lakes Refuse for land locked property requiring access through city property on County Rd 46.

6. Committee discussed and heard from several residents of Deerfield Drive concerning a town requested trail link between Middle Cheshire RD and West Lake Road on DOT property. The trail would be along the back properties on Deerfield Dr. Councilmembers advised the City Attorney to write a letter to the Town of Canandaigua to suggest they pursue an alternative by installing a sidewalk link across 5&20 to City sidewalks leading to West Street and Parrish Streets or that the trail be relocated beyond the berm away from the residents. Both the City Attorney and Acting City Manager are to sign the letter.

7. The SEQR for Ordinances 2008-004, 005, and 006 were approved by committee 4/0.

8. The Councilmembers approved going the next step in reviewing the request for a longer south bound turning lane at N. Main and Chapel St to allow for 5 buses in lieu of 3. This change would reduce parking. Input from the Police Dept. and residents will be sought at a future committee meeting.
9. Committee approved 4/0 to send to Council a resolution supporting the NYS Property Taxpayers Protection Act with the addition that budget costs be reduced to offset the reduced taxes.

10. The 2008-2009 Strategic Plan was approved by committee 4/0 with the only change suggested be Respect and Caring be part of the City’s Core Values.

11. Committee approved 4/0 two change orders costing a total of about $ 6,472.31 for the S. Main and Antis/Saltonstall in pavement crosswalk light system. One for state required lighted signage during construction, the other a RG&E required electric meter.

12. Lou Loy reported that he has met with the engineers and developer for the lake front development and they discussed locations for the sewer line and the sewage pump station. PUD plans are expected to be provided to the city this month.

Finance: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met March 25th  and submitted the following report:

1. Rental Inspection Fee Schedule

Committee reviewed the proposed rental housing inspection fee schedule.  Several landlords were present and provided input.  Their primary objections were the proposed new fee for the first follow-up inspection and the proposed $60/unit fee increase for the second follow-up inspection.  

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council in the form of a resolution to 1) eliminate the proposed $50/unit fee for the first follow-up inspection; 2) reduce the proposed fee for the second follow-up inspection from $100 to $50/unit; and 3) accept the remainder of the proposed schedule.  

2. Community Events Committee Request for Matching Fund Increase
Committee reviewed a request by Lou Alice Avellino and Suellen Hunt, representing the Community Events Committee, for an additional 2008 matching funds allocation of $1,500 to help sponsor two Kershaw Park events this year - July 4th and Labor Day.  While the Finance Committee was sympathetic to the value of expanding our summer events schedule, it also recognized that the City is operating this year with an extremely tight budget.

Committee AGREED 4:0 that we are not in a position in 2008 to increase the Community Events allocation and encouraged the Community Events Committee to fund additional events through increased fund-raising activities and to submit next year's budget needs this coming fall for consideration for the 2009 budget.

3. Garbage Packer Bid Award
Public Works Coordinator Abraham reviewed the results from our recent bid for the purchase of a third packer truck.  It was recommended that the City award the sale to Beam Mack Sales & Service for the lowest-price responsive bid of $179,190.84 for a Mack truck with Heil body.   

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council in the form of a resolution that the City award the sale to Beam Mack.

4. 2007 Year-End Financial Report Status
City Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reviewed the status of our financial reporting system following the recent computer server crash.  It was reported that while much of the 2007 and 2008 year-to-date data were recovered, remaining lost data were being manually entered.  An April 1 target was set to have the utility billing system restored, an April 22 target was set to have a final 2007 financial report to Council (in time for the April Finance Committee meeting), and a TBD target was set to complete the 1Q2008 financial report.  The Committee requested that the Council receive by mid year a report detailing: 1) what happened, 2) a summary of the recovery process, and 3) most important, what safeguards have been put into place to ensure that such a loss will not occur again.

The Committee expressed our sincere appreciation to Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah and her entire staff for their Herculean efforts to recover from the crash and get our financial operating system back on track.   

5. Budget Amendments
Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reviewed proposed amendments to our 2008 budget.  The changes total $15,581 in additional expenses with offsetting increased revenues of $10,150.  The remaining $5,431, needed to fund critical equipment for our Fire Rescue Department and increased compensation for a previously-approved position upgrade, was proposed to be funded from our 2008 appropriated fund balance.

Committee APPROVED 3:1 to recommend to Council in the form of a resolution that the proposed budget amendments be authorized.

6. Proposal for Consulting Services
Acting City Manager James reviewed a proposal to retain former City Manager Paul Bringewatt on a part-time consulting basis to take on special projects.  The intent is to provide assistance to Acting City Manager James during City Manager Cole's absence.  It was proposed that this activity be funded from our appropriated fund balance and be added to our 2008 budget amendment resolution. 

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council in the form of a resolution that a consulting arrangement, not to exceed  $20,000 (400 hours at $50/hour) over the next four months, be authorized.  City Attorney Smith was asked to prepare a contract for Council action, and Acting City Manager James was asked to prepare a list of projects and deliverables for Council approval.

7. Project Funding 

Public Works Director Loy reviewed proposals to provide funding to complete the following three projects: 

1) $17,000 needed to complete interior building details (materials), fences (materials and labor), and signage (materials) for our new Northeast Park.  City crews would provide labor for the building and signage. 

Committee APPROVED 3:1 to recommend to Council in the form of a resolution that the $17,000 appropriation be authorized, funded from our appropriated fund balance and that this item be added to our 2008 budget amendment resolution. 

2) TBD funding needed to complete the Farmers' Market pavilion public restroom, brickwork, and roof.  City crews would provide labor for all remaining work.  It was noted that this work had been previously approved.

Committee REQUESTED 4:0 that staff prepare a detailed cost estimate and present the same at our April Finance Committee meeting for consideration.

3) $200,000 City funding, in addition to $200,000 matching NYS grant funding, needed to rebuild the Baker Park tennis courts.  The City's portion of this project is proposed to be covered by our bond project.  However, we did not receive the hoped-for NYS matching grant.  

Council AGREED 4:0 to place this project on hold, pending reapplication for NYS matching funds in the 2008 grant process.  
Youth Committee: Councilmember-at-Large White-Hamilton reported that the next meeting will be April 10th at the Hurley Building.

Main Street Traffic Calming Committee: Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon reported that the Main Street Traffic Calming Committee met March 13th and reported the following: 

· Three members of DOT were present

Discussion centered on:

· Alternate Routes for trucks

· Islands and medians on Main Street

· Reconstruction projects for Main Street which are scheduled for next year

Bid Report: Sal Pietropaolo, Economic Development Director reported that the BID Board met and reported the following:

· Annual Board meeting was held and re-elected the same board.

· Presented information on the BID and upcoming programs for the year

· Director of  Planning and Development was appointed as the City Representative.

· Mayor suggested putting the BID Minutes on their website

Chamber of Commerce: Alison Grems, President of the Chamber of Commerce, reported the following:

· Promoted their new website which was launched mid-March and a great new feature of the web site is the events calendar which people can submit their events going on in the Community.

· Partnering with Geneva Chamber on the Government Affairs Breakfast meeting next week.

· Currently taking nominations for the Rotary/Chamber Small Business Award to be given May 8th 

Watershed Council: Mayor Ellen Polimeni reported that the Watershed Council met on Tuesday and discussed the following:

· Several items dealing with sampling contract

· Topic of  special interest was regarding the pharmaceutical question and water supply and testing for it.  Kevin Olvany passed out information concerning this study.  This centered around very high density population centers.  The EPA has no standards on the level of concerns and until they are in place to judge things by then will not need to address at this time but to be aware of it.

Mayor Ellen Polimeni welcomed Director of Public Works Lou Loy who was sitting in as Acting City Manager in Kay James’ absence.
