Regular Council Meeting:

Review Core Values: Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon read the Community Core Values:  As residents, city staff and appointed & elected officials of the City of Canandaigua, our decisions and actions will be guided by these core values: Responsive, Participatory Governance; Caring; Integrity; Heritage; Stewardship; and Continuous Improvement.


Approval of Minutes: Councilmember-at-Large Shipley moved approval of the Council Minutes of July 6, 2006.  Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.

Recognition of Guests:

· Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti introduced members from the Week of Hope, sponsored by Group Work Week Foundation.  This group is made up of youth and adult volunteers from all over the county who come and do service work in a community.  Wendy Bacon from the United Church in Canandaigua set up the projects in this area and Melissa Yarrow from the Week Of Hope group coordinated the camps.  They both spoke about some of the projects that were done including work at residential homes in the area as well as the VA Hospital.  This is the first year of a three-year cycle.  Approximately 600 volunteers, over 7 weeks, have been in Canandaigua and have served about 12,500 hours of service work.  

· Mayor Polimeni introduced John Michalko from the Canandaigua School District who heads up the Crosswalk Safety Video project.  This project has been scripted and produced by students.  Mr. Michalko updated the Council on the project and indicated that almost all of the video has been shot and edited and hopefully will be completed in September.

· Mayor Polimeni spoke of the Poetry Slam, an international event that was held in NYC, in which students from the Canandaigua School District were selected to participate after submitting an application titled “Brave New Voices”.  John Michalko spoke of how well Canandaigua was represented at this event even though they were by far one of the smallest districts.  He also wanted to thank the Blue Dahlia Café for letting the students have their meetings there to write and perform their poetry. They had a month to practice before the event.  Two of the students who participated, Marlana Yacci and Katie Michelko and a chaperone Nancy Yacci spoke of their experiences at the event.  

Committee Reports:

Councilmember-at-Large Rivet reported that the Ordinance Committee met on Thursday, July 20th and Tuesday, August 1st and submitted the following reports:

July 20th 2006:

The Ordinance meeting was preceded by an Executive Session to discuss contract negotiations at 6:30.  At 7:00 the Ordinance Committee discussed the following:

1. A request from the Waterfront Arts Festival organizer to amend our contract.  After some discussion, it was decided to keep the contract as previously agreed to.

2. Chapin St on street parking.  After Staff and residents discussed and agreed to a solution with marked spots on the street, the committee agreed to this solution.

3. Main St ROW reclamation.  The discussion on reclaiming the ROW on Main was agreed to by a majority of Council.  Staff was given firm support by a majority of Council for this project.

4. Lakefront parking philosophy.  There are two options for increasing public parking on the lakefront. 

a. City purchase and construction and, 

b. Incentive zoning to require public parking as part of private projects. 

After discussion, the committee asked staff to come up with language for us to consider for incentive zoning

5. The discussion on architectural review sent to Ordinance from the Planning Committee was continued.  We looked at a draft ordinance based on existing language for commercial zones.  No consensus was reached and the discussion will continue at the Aug 1 Ordinance Committee meeting

August 1st 2006:

1. Architectural Review discussion continued.  The committee voted 2-2 on the language presented by staff.  The language was agreed to by most present to be more clear and understandable.  There followed much discussion on the process the Review would take and a suggestion was made that our process be one, which mirrors our implementation in the historic district.  This process might have the subdivision level going before the Planning Commission for approval of plans to be offered and all options i.e. bay windows and garage side (left vs. right).  Then the prospective homeowner would take his choices to the Planning Director for approval if the plans did not generally meet the guidelines approved at subdivision level.  If the Planning Director says no, an appeal would go to the Planning Commission.  Staff will bring us language in September.  This process was favored 4-4 by the entire Council with Mayor Polimeni absent due the Town Board meeting to discuss Fire Issues.

2. Pheonix Street rezoning will be held for Sept for staff and interested parties to be present.

3. Bicycles and Sidewalks.  There was discussion on our current Ordinance and enforcement.  There was discussion on options such as a smaller area where the Ordinance is applied or an age limit similar to our helmet law.  Staff will look into feasibility and bring us options in September.

4. Commercial Signage discussion.  There are currently many commercial signs in place in direct violation of our sign ordinance.  There is also much confusion on the sign ordinance.  We will look at the ordinance in September to see if adjustments are needed.

5. About 9:16 the City Manager and Mayor Polimeni arrived and there was general discussion on the Town's ultimatum to the City. (Regarding the City/Town Fire Contract)

Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell gave a special report on the Town and City of Canandaigua Joint Summer Day Camp program.  He participated in the Day Camp Carnival held at Sonnenberg Park.   Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell recognized the staff, which includes Katie Outhouse who oversees the camp program, Jami Snell who supervises the camp and all the camp counselors.  Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell listed the many activities and field trips planned throughout the 6-week long summer camp.

Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell reported that the Planning Committee met on Tuesday, July 25th and reported the following:

1. Traffic and street tree concerns on Charlotte St.

2. Economic Director’s Second Quarter Report
The next meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, August 22nd.

Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon reported that the Environmental Committee met on Thursday, July 27th and submitted the following report:

1. Reviewed Strategic Plan objectives for the coming 2006-2007 session.  For this strategic plan we used categories from our vision statement to better help us direct our objectives.  The first one we have detailed in Beautiful.  The Committee and Councilmembers had few questions and directed the City Manager to proceed with the goals.  We discussed about implementing a Community Stewardship Program to help us identify areas that need attention.

2. The City Manager updated the Committee and Council Members on the status of our ongoing pedestrian safety improvements.  The first mid block crosswalk in Downtown is completed with bump outs and we are awaiting approval from NYS to do the next two.  We reviewed a safety study done by the City of Berkley that experimented with flags to aid pedestrians in their crosswalks.  They concluded that after using over $10,000 in flags over 2 years, most drivers and pedestrians were more confused by the flags and the accident rate stayed the same with or without their use.  The Committee decided not to confuse our drivers and pedestrians more and not pursue that tactic now.  We did decide to spread out the safety improvements and use the lighted crosswalk we are being allowed to try on one of the north Main crosswalks, likely the one in front to the Wood Library.  It was decided that the issues with the Downtown mid block crosswalks were visibility for the pedestrian and bringing them closer to the road by elevating them safely were not the problems we are having on North Main where drivers are moving faster and need more time to notice the pedestrians.  It was decided that the lighted crosswalk would better able drivers to identify when a pedestrian was crossing the road.

3. The committee unanimously moved to Council for approval 2 special events.  They were the rescheduled Rotary Pier Dance for September 9th and the Howell Street Block party on September 23rd.

4. The Committee and Councilmembers were updated on the Sonnenberg playground status.  We have budgeted $20,000 to the project, and received a $15,000 donation.  The Committee unanimously moved to transfer an additional $10,000 from the park reserve fund to help the project but that still leaves a gap of $14,000 to the expected cost of the project.  It was decided that we would approach some residents in that neighborhood about starting a fund drive.

 

The next meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, August 15th.

Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met on Tuesday, July 11th and submitted the following report:

1. Academy Place/Scotland Road Waterline Project Change Order DPW Director Loy reviewed a request for an additional payment of $539.43 to Sniedze Associates for additional engineering design and inspection work associated with the Academy Place/Scotland Road waterline project.  The additional work was necessitated by a delay in awarding the construction contract due to a delay in granting of an easement by the Finger Lakes Railway.

APPROVED 3-0 to recommend to Council payment of the change order.

2. Financial Investment Policy City Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reviewed proposed changes to the City's Investment Policy statement, last updated in 1998.  Changes were mostly cosmetic but included increases in the allowable deposit maximums for two of the officially-designated banks.

APPROVED 3-0 to recommend to Council adoption of the Investment Policy statement changes.

3. Insurance Claim Approach Corporation Counsel Smith reviewed recommended procedures for handling potential insurance claims for situations where the City may have some liability.  The procedures include making sure potential claimants have access to information regarding the claim process.

AUTHORIZED 3-0 Corporation Counsel and Clerk/Treasurer to follow the recommended procedures.

4. 2006 Budget Appropriations Assistant City Manager James reviewed proposed modifications to the 2006 budget.  These changes included funds to be re-appropriated from the 2005 budget, funds to be transferred from reserves, offsetting grants received and other revenues, and funds to be appropriated from fund balances.  Impact to all four fund budgets is minimal 

APPROVED 3-0 to recommend to Council adoption of the proposed 2006 Budget modification.

5. Budget Book Overview Committee reviewed the format of our annual Budget Book.  It was agreed that the current format is helpful in understanding and constructing our budgets and budget process.  Some suggestions to make the Book of greater value were discussed.

AUTHORIZED 3-0 City Manager Cole and Assistant City Manager James to continue with the current format and to incorporate the suggestions for improvement brought up during the discussion.

6. ICMA Performance-Based Assessment Committee reviewed proposal for a 360-review, administered and scored by ICMA, of City Manager Cole's effectiveness.  The committee agreed on 20 slots for participants allocated as follows -- 6 City Council members, 7 City staff members (including Corporation Counsel Smith), 6 members of the community, and City Manager Cole.

AUTHORIZED 3-0 City Manager Cole to proceed with the assessment process immediately.

7. Proposed City of Canandaigua Citizen Survey Committee reviewed proposal for a sample survey of City residents regarding the satisfaction level for delivery of City services for quality of City life.  Survey content was considered fine, as is.  Suggestions were made to make the format more user-friendly and to add space for open-ended comments.

AUTHORIZED 3-0 City Manager Cole to proceed with the survey.

The next meeting is scheduled for Tuesday August 15th.

Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the Youth Committee met on Thursday, July 13th and submitted the following report:

Besides committee members, the meeting was attended by Judge James Harvey and Jamie Noga.

Jack Jesmer presented a suggested Mission Statement for discussion. After some discussion we decided to the flowing for the committee’s consideration;

Mission Statement: By continually educating ourselves as to the problems of all area youth, and in partnership with the community, advocate proven programs, identify programming gaps within our demographic area, and ultimately recommend solutions and request appropriate action, to City council.
Vision Statement: We envision a community where all youth are prepared for life’s challenges, and that they have the opportunity to develop and mature physically, educationally and emotionally within a safe and caring environment.

Judge James Harvey said the youth he encountered in his court generally had more distractions, little discipline and little help at home. Many were there because of the way they were raised, had little self esteem, no respect toward others, and didn’t care for anyone else. Cause is more distractions today, greater prevalence of single parent. He estimated 75% of the trouble youth came from single parent homes. Youth tend not to be young very long any more and no one seems to want to accept the blame.

Considerable discussion centered on what programs were the most successful. It was suggested that those that involve the home in school had the best results. Programs such as STAR, Putting a trouble youth from one program to another was less successful in achieving results. Setting rules for the youth and the family seems vital in providing the desired discipline. This seemed to mirror what Gretchen Syvrud was saying when she mentioned that “training rules” help both parents and students understand the consequences of underage drinking. The question is how do we replicate that type of responsibility with those who are not involved with after school activities?

Mayor Polimeni reported on the Watershed Council met on Tuesday, August 1st in which the following was discussed:

· Draft proposal on the educational information concerning lawn care and pesticides

· On going efforts on Watershed Council

Mayor Polimeni introduced Lloyd Kinnear, Supervisor for the Town of Canandaigua and Brad Purdy, Town of Canandaigua Fire Protection Committee member present to discuss the contract proposal for fire services to be provided by the City to the Town of Canandaigua.  City Manager Cole recommended that the City enter into a Fire Contract Services agreement with the Town of Canandaigua for a period of 5 years, for the years 2007 through 2011, at a flat cost of 2.5 million to be paid upfront.  This contract would be for fire services only and would not include first responder services.  The City and Town would agree to start in 2008 to develop a formula to be used after 2011. Mayor Polimeni stated that it was important to continue a relationship with the Town.

Motion: Councilmember-at-Large Shipley moved that the City enter into an agreement as set forth above with the Town of Canandaigua for Fire Services for a period of 5 years, from 2007 through 2011, at a flat cost of $2.5 million to be paid upfront for fire protection services only, not first responder services and by the end of 2008 a joint committee would have completed their work to come up with a new formula that would take us beyond 2011.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

A RESOLUTION AWARDING AN ENGINEERING CONTRACT CHANGE ORDER RELATING TO THE GRANGER STREET AND THE ACADEMY PLACE/SCOTLAND ROAD WATERLINE PROJECT

WHEREAS, construction bids were opened on March 2, 2006 for the replacement of the water distribution system on Granger Street (east of North Pleasant Street) and the placement of a water system loop along railroad property between Scotland Road and Academy Place; and


WHEREAS, a delay in obtaining an easement from the railroad necessitated requesting the contractor to extend his pricing beyond the 45 day contract requirement; and


WHEREAS, the necessary effort to contact the contractor, submit a request for time extension and review the contractor’s response for recommendation to the City was requested of and completed by the Project Consultant, Sniedze Associates; and


WHEREAS, Sniedze Associates has requested payment of $539.43 for additional services related to their efforts in working with the contractor to honor their bid beyond the 45 day contract period; and


WHEREAS, this request for additional payment was reviewed and approved by the Finance Committee at its July 11, 2006 meeting; and


WHEREAS, the Public Works Director and City Manager recommend the approval of this additional payment to Sniedze Associates; and


WHEREAS, the additional funds for this engineering effort will be appropriated from the Water Distribution Reserve Fund;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to process for payment Invoice No. SA5795, as submitted by Sniedze Associates, 482 North Main Street, Canandaigua, New York, 14424, that constitutes an engineering change order for providing additional services to assist the City with negotiating with its contractor to honor their bid prices beyond the 45 day contract period, due to the delays in obtaining an easement from Finger Lakes Railway Corporation.

Discussion: City Manager Cole reported that Sniedze Associates has reconsidered and is withdrawing the request for a change order; therefore the Council, per request by the engineering firm, will vote this down.

A RESOLUTION AWARDING A CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT FOR THREE OVERLOOKS AND PAVILION AT LAGOON WALK PARK


WHEREAS, the project design for Lagoon Walk Park includes three (3) overlooks and a pavilion; and


WHEREAS, bids were opened on July 20, 2006 with the lowest responsive bid submitted by Cutri Construction Inc. of Canandaigua, New York in the amount of $89,534.00; and


WHEREAS, adequate funding for this project exists within the HUD grant and City cash-match; and

WHEREAS, the play apparatus at Sonnenberg Park Playground is in need of replacement; and


WHEREAS, focus groups, including park users and park neighbors provided insight as to the needs of the children using Sonnenberg Park; and


WHEREAS, bids were sought on July 18, 2006 with one bid received from Kompan, Inc., totaling $58,994.00 for all eight (8) items specified in the contract document; and
