Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony moved to lift Resolution 2008-068 from the table.  Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell seconded the motion.

Vote Result: Carried unanimously by voice vote.
Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony moved for adoption of Resolution 2008-068.  Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell seconded the motion.

Discussion: Chief Snyder explained that the goal of the SAFER Grant is to accomplish the standard of 2 in and 2 out within 4 minutes 90% of the time.   To meet these standards, the committee working on the grant application recommended that the City apply for both parts of the grant: 3 additional career firefighters with a 4 man minimum staffing level and volunteer recruitment and retention incentive to double the active membership to 40 and have 24 trained interior volunteers. The estimated cost of hiring additional firefighters over a five year period would be $1,791,069 of which $325,140 would be paid for by the grant leaving $1,465,929 to be paid for by the City.  The estimated costs of the volunteer program over 5 years is $108,380 which would be entirely funded by the grant. 

Councilmembers had concerns over the cost of the proposal.  There are many questions that have not been addressed such as what will the current firefighters be willing to give backing contract negotiations to help offset the cost, what is the long term commitment from the Town of Canandaigua who currently pays $500,000 per year to the City, and have all other options been exhausted such as shared services with the VA  and utilizing part time firefighters.   
Councilmembers also had concerns with safety and all agreed that a 4 man response should be a standard we try to achieve.  Some Councilmembers felt that this grant would give us the opportunity to achieve this and we should apply for both parts as presented.  

Amendment: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger moved to amend the motion to pursue only the volunteer portion of  the grant but not the hiring of three more career firefighters. 

Vote Result: Failed (4-4) with Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell, Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony, Councilmember-at-Large White-Hamilton and Councilmember-at-Large Finch voting against.

Original Motion: Motion to adopt the resolution with the intent to apply for the SAFER Grant for 3 additional firefighters and the volunteer recruitment and retention portion. Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

Vote Result: Failed (4-4) with Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti, Councilmember-at-Large Shipley, Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger, and Mayor Polimeni  voting against. 

Motion: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger moved to apply for the volunteer portion of the SAFER Grant.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion. 

Vote Result: Failed (4-4) with Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell, Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony, Councilmember-at-Large White-Hamilton and Councilmember-at-Large Finch voting against.

Motion:  Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell moved to apply for one paid firefighter with no commitment to a 4-person staffing level, and the volunteer portion of the grant.

Vote Result: Carried (6-2) with Councilmember-at-Large Finch and Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger voting against.

Council meeting was suspended at 8:31 pm for a Planning Committee public hearing.

Mayor Polimeni  called the Council meeting back in session at 9:30 pm

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING CHANGE ORDER NO. 3 FOR THE MULTIPLE STREET PROJECT

WHEREAS, several Prospect Street residents requested that the gradient of their lawns be reduced by constructing retaining walls at the right-of-way line adjacent to the sidewalk; and


WHEREAS, a design was put together utilizing decorative landscape wall stone identical to the wall built on Willys Place during the 1998 West Gibson Street Reconstruction Project; and


WHEREAS, the Contractor, Sicar Management and Construction, Inc., has submitted a proposal to construct several walls, remove two trees impacted by the wall construction and do some incidental concrete work at a price not-to-exceed $101,299.55 and extend the contract completion date from June 30 to July 30, 2008; and


WHEREAS, the Environmental Committee, at its June 10, 2008 meeting reviewed and approved to the full City Council a change order to fund this additional work requested of the Multiple Street Project contractor; and


WHEREAS, the Acting City Manager and Director of Public Works recommend this additional work to address the concerns of several Prospect Street residents to better blend their properties with the new street design; and


WHEREAS, adequate funding to pay for this additional work is included in the project contingency amount that currently has a balance of $300,000.00.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the Acting City Manager to execute Change Order No. 3 to construct several retaining walls, remove two trees and do incidental concrete work on Prospect Street in an amount not-to-exceed $101,299.55 to Sicar Management and Construction, Inc. of Elma, New York.

A RESOLUTION AWARDING A MATERIAL SUPPLY CONTRACT FOR HYDROFLUOSILICIC ACID FOR USE AT THE

WATER TREATMENT FACILITY

WHEREAS, the Water Treatment Facility uses Hydrofluosilicic Acid (Fluoride Solution); and


WHEREAS, the previous contract to supply Hydrofluosilicic Acid expired at the end of March 2008; and


WHEREAS, competitive bids were received on June 9, 2008, with the lowest responsive bid being submitted by Thatcher Company of New York to supply 5500 gallons of fluoride solution through May 31, 2009, with a unit price of $4.13 per gallon; and


WHEREAS, funding for this chemical usage is included in the 2008 Water Treatment Facility operating budget; and


WHEREAS, the Director of Public Works and the City Manager recommends the contract award to Thatcher Company of New York to supply Hydrofluosilici Acid;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a contract with Thatcher Company of New York, P O Box 27407, Salt Lake City, Utah 84127-0407, to supply Hydrofluosilicic Acid through May 31, 2009, at a unit price of $4.13 per gallon.

“SCHEDULE I” DESCRIBING AREA, LOT AND BULK REQUIREMENTS,

(Amending the requirement that residential garages be set back from the primary dwelling)
Summary:
Changing the requirement for residential garage setback from 12 feet to 2 feet or  set back from an open front porch, if one exists, a minimum of 6 feet.
