No one was present to speak at the public hearing.

Mayor Polimeni  closed the public hearing at 7:12 pm

Public Hearing:  Local Law 2008-003 Amending Chapter 714, Article III, of the Municipal Code providing for Regulations for Open Burning Regulations 
Mayor Polimeni  called the public hearing to order at 7:12 pm

Shirley Davis from Canandaigua was shocked that we did not have a law about open fires in the City and wanted to ensure that the regulations include having a containment around an open fire, water at site at all times, someone in attendance at all times, make sure the fire is out and to minimize smoke.

Corporation Counsel Smith explained that the State Code already has restrictions on open burning that the City complies with.  This local law does address the concerns raised.

Mayor Polimeni  closed the public hearing at 7:18 pm

Public Hearing:  Local Law 2008-004 Amending Chapter 7 of the City Charter Relative to the Assessment Roll Calendar.

Mayor Polimeni  called the public hearing to order at 7:18 pm

No one was present to speak at the public hearing.

Mayor Polimeni  closed the public hearing at 7:19 pm

Review Core Values: Councilmember-at-Large Shipley read the Community Core Values:  As residents, city staff and appointed & elected officials of the City of Canandaigua, our decisions and actions will be guided by these core values: Responsive, Participatory Governance; Caring & Respect; Integrity; Heritage; Stewardship; and Continuous Improvement.


Approval of Minutes: Councilmember-at-Large Shipley moved approval of the Council Minutes of July 3rd.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion. 

Vote Result: Carried unanimously.

Recognition of Guests: Mayor Polimeni  recognized the following:

· Ed Klorman, Executive Director and Co Artistic Director of the Canandaigua Lake Music Festival which will be held August 21-31 for the fourth annual season.  Many talented and celebrated musicians will be here to perform.  Getting the word out on the economic, social and cultural benefits for the community and the future of the festival.

· Mary Riley is teaching children’s summer courses at the South Bristol Cultural Center and for cultural enrichment made dragons with the children.  Ms. Riley made 8 dragons which were decorated at 8 different summer camps.  On the opening day of the Olympics all the children are invited to Sonnenberg Gardens for a cultural experience with many hands on activities. 

· Joel Freedman of Canandaigua was present to speak on the pesticide issue.  Mayor Polimeni  stated that this issue will be forwarded to the Environmental Committee for discussion.

· Joe Klimek, CPA Director from Toski, Schaefer & Co. presented the Audit Report for the Fiscal Year Ending December 31, 2007.  He reported that the City received an Unqualified Opinion and reported that they found no material weaknesses or non-compliance issues during the audit. A review of the Federal Programs resulted in no material weaknesses reported.  He reported that the City remains in a healthy financial position.  He stated that the City is well managed and is in good financial condition.

Environmental: Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell reported the Environmental Committee met July 8th  and submitted the following report:

1. Special Events.

a. Howell St Block Party.  The Committee recommended this event to City Council providing the indemnity statement is signed by one of the event organizers.

b. NYS Taste NY Farmers Market.  The event will take place in Kershaw Park with an expected 150-200 farmer/vendors.  The event will take place on September 14, 2008 from 7am to 4pm.  The Committee recommended the event to City Council as part of Resolution 2008-086.

2. Downtown East Side Dumpster Update.

DPW and the BID have collected the necessary information to extend bid packages for a vendor to operate the east side dumpster site.  The site is located in the Mill St Parking Lot.


3. SEQR- Revised Ordinance 2008-008

The committee reviewed and considered the SEQR for Revised Ordinance 2008-008.  The committee recommended a negative declaration to the City Council.  The SEQR resolution appears in tonight’s agenda as Resolution 2008- 087

Ordinance: Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony reported the Ordinance Committee met July 22nd    and discussed the following:

Planning: Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the Planning Committee  met July 8th  and submitted the following report:

Planned Unit Development (PUD):  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the PUD Review Committee met July 17th and submitted the following report:

1. Lakefront Redevelopment Application Complete?-Much of the submittal was viewed as acceptable except we requested third party market study and 10 three dimension elevation views including looking from the Lakefront into each of the residential existing and new residential streets. SEQR Lead Agency was approved by Council to be the City of Canandaigua. Approval of the request from other agencies pending.

2. Village at North Ponds-Approval/Disapproval of Sketch Plan. Agenda Item.

Finance: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met July 22nd  and submitted the following report:

1. Fire Study Committee

Fire Chief Snyder presented a status report of the Fire Study Committee.  Topics covered included the volunteer component, career staffing, the SAFER grant, and next steps.  A final report is due to Council in October.  Merrill Hose Company president Mike Novakowski reviewed the Merrills' response to the status report which disagreed with a number of conclusions reached and directions being taken by the Fire Study Committee.  This led to a lengthy discussion among volunteer and career firefighters, mostly around the role of the volunteers and criteria for defining active volunteers. 

Committee AGREED 4:0 to receive the interim report and provided some input to the committee relative to Council priorities for the remaining work of the Fire Study Committee.

2. Volunteer Fire Company Agreements and Payments
This topic was tabled until the August Finance Committee meeting, pending further review and recommendations by Fire Chief Snyder.

3. Creation of Fire Inspector Position
Acting City Manager James stated that the City Fire Inspector position was previously created as part of the 1999-2001 collective-bargaining agreement with the Fire union but a formal resolution was never adopted by City Council.  Civil Service recently requested that a Council resolution be passed to make the position "official". 

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend the formal creation of this position to Council in the form of a resolution.

4. Main Street Signage for Off-Main-Street Businesses Proposal
Peter Van Denburg addressed the Committee as a soon-to-be part owner of the Cuddeback antique business on Saltonstall Street.  He indicated that revenues had declined since the A-frame sign, that had advertised the business, was ordered removed from the Saltonstall-South Main Street corner, in accordance with the City's sign ordinance.  Mr. Van Denburg requested that some type of Main Street signage be allowed for off-Main-Street businesses and showed some examples of signage that might be considered.   

Committee took no action but requested that some "homework" be done prior to the next meeting, including: Rich Russell (review his prior complementary proposal), Acting City Manager James (DOT signage regulations), and Mr. Van Denburg (research how some neighboring communities are dealing with this issue).  Acting City Manager James will put this topic on the agenda for an upcoming committee meeting.

5. 2007 Audit Report
Doug Zimmerman and Mike Rubin, auditors from Toski, Schaefer & Co., P.C. reviewed the 2007 audit, which was just completed.  No negative material findings were reported.  Recommendations included initiation of HUD-grant closeout procedures for the recently-completed project and creation of a separate fund for the City's cemetery operations trust.  Regarding 2006 audit recommendations, no action has yet been taken on lien agreements for the City's Housing Rehab program; updating of the City's procurement policy is in progress; and the remaining two updates are complete - physical inventory of fixed assets and compliance with grant agreements.  Overall, the City was given high marks by the auditors for its overall financial well-being and tight fiscal policies.   

Committee ACCEPTED 4:0 the 2007 audit report on behalf of the Council.

6. 2007 Year-End Financial Statements and Second Quarter 2008 Financial Report
Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reviewed the final financial numbers for the 2007 General Fund, Kershaw Park Reserve, and Insurance Reserve and the year-to-date numbers for the General, Water, and Sewer Funds.  2007 revenues and expenditures were such that only $384,287 of the appropriated General Fund Balance was used to balance the budget vs. a planned $812,936.  So far in 2008, revenues and expenditures are tracking expectations for all three major funds.  For the General Fund, an appropriated Fund Balance of $486,690 is budgeted to be used.      

Committee ACCEPTED 4:0 both reports and thanked Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah for her timely reporting and for developing/presenting report formatting that is helpful in better understanding financial trends.

7. Fuel Usage Status Report 

Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reported that gas and diesel usage through June was 59% of budget vs. 45% to 51% through June the last two years.  It is expected that the City fleet's usage will reach 100% of budget by the end of the third quarter.  As reported earlier, all departments are reviewing operations changes to save fuel.

8. 2009 Budget

Acting City Manager James reviewed the extremely-tight financial situation facing the City as we look to the 2009 budget.  She proposed that, rather than prepare a formal, detailed 2009-2010, 2-year budget, we focus, in the future, on a single-year budget each year plus 1-2 additional years' projections.  The committee was in agreement with this proposal. 
Youth Committee: Councilmember-at-Large White-Hamilton reported that the Youth Committee will meet on August 14th.

Main Street Traffic Calming Committee: Councilmember-at-Large Finch reported that the Main Street Traffic Calming Committee met on July 24th and discussed the following:

1. Prioritized the list of betterments work that will be discussed with the DOT and DPW.

2. Lt Mike Colacino returned from a seminar with lots of good ideas about traffic safety..

BID Report: Sal Pietropaolo, Economic Development Director reported the following for the BID:

1. BID Board vacancy of Travis Nixon was filled with Robert O’Brien

2. Bill Ryan, extension educator with the University of Wisconsin specializing in downtown and tourism development gave a “online” presentation and as a result they have formed a recruitment committee to look at these issues.  An intern was brought on board to assist in marketing and survey projects

3. Arts Festival update. 

4. Rural Opportunities- final round of funding of Main Street grant projects and reviewing the first round of grant funding and investment in downtown.

Chamber of Commerce: Alison Grems, President of the Chamber of Commerce, reported the following:

WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua is proud to partner with the Canandaigua Lake Watershed Council to sponsor an Environmental Protection Fund grant application to implement and update the Canandaigua Lake Watershed Management Plan; and 

WHEREAS, the range of tasks that will be implemented through this grant application document the comprehensive nature of the watershed program both in geography and scope; and

WHEREAS, specific tasks include: Atwater Meadows shoreline stabilization, leaf collection truck retrofit, Grimes Creek stream stabilization, Sunnyside Road drainage design and implementation, Coats Road stabilization, educational programs with students in three school districts, implement lakeshore zoning and docks and moorings recommendations and update the watershed management plan; and

WHEREAS, when completed the tasks will improve the water quality of the Canandaigua Lake watershed by providing tangible reductions in sediment, nutrients and pathogens from entering Canandaigua Lake; and

WHEREAS,  the total matching grant award would be $168,600 with $84,300 provided in state grant funds and local matching funds coming from the Canandaigua Lake Watershed Council and the municipalities that will be implementing specific components of the grant; and

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Canandaigua City Council hereby authorizes the Acting City Manager through the Watershed Program Manager to submit a New York State Environmental Protection Fund grant application totaling $168,600 to implement and update the Canandaigua Lake Watershed Management Plan.

2. More usable open space and recreation areas;
3. The preservation of more trees and outstanding natural topography and better prevention of soil erosion;
4. A creative use of land and related physical development which allows an orderly and efficient use of land resulting in a smaller networks of utilities and streets and thereby lower housing costs;
5. A development pattern that is in harmony with the objectives of the comprehensive plan;
6. A more desirable environment than would be possible through the strict application of other articles of this chapter.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that any monies that have not been expended from Chrisanntha Inc.’s application fee shall be returned to the applicant.
Discussion: Councilmembers addressed the density of the project, traffic relief out to North Road, late submission of greening and energy efficiency proposals that need discussion,  drainage issues and a large number of residents in the area were not happy with the proposal.
