Public Hearing:  Resolution  #2006-072: A Resolution Authorizing the submission of an application to “Restore NY” communities initiative for the restoration of the Elks Lodge.

Bob Calman spoke on behalf of the Elks Lodge about the history of the building and its one time importance to the City of Canandaigua.  This grant will enable the building to be restored to what it was.  Mayor Polimeni stated that the Elks Lodge has also received a grant of $50,000 for the windows.  Mr. Calman stated that this grant would “dovetail” the grant for the windows so that the entire building can be restored.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE SUBMISSION OF 

AN APPLICATION TO “RESTORE NY” COMMUNITIES INITIATIVE 

FOR THE RESTORATION OF THE ELKS LODGE 

WHEREAS, the Empire State Development Corporation has issued a Request for Funding Proposals for a Municipal Grant Program to fund municipally-sponsored projects for the demolition, deconstruction, rehabilitation or reconstruction of vacant or obsolete structures; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua has identified the restoration of the Elks Lodge at 19 Niagara Street as an eligible project, and found the restoration proposal to be consistent with local plans, promoting both economic development and preservation of community resources; in a manner that will attract, create, and sustain employment opportunities.  
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Canandaigua City Council that the City Manager is hereby authorized and directed to file an application to the “Restore NY” Communities Initiative to support the restoration of the Elks Lodge building.
