Mayor Polimeni stated that Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti was absent due to a family commitment.  Mayor Polimeni also welcomed Councilmember-at-Large Wink to the Council.

Review Core Values: Councilmember, Ward 1 Travis Nixon read the Community Core Values:  As residents, city staff and appointed & elected officials of the City of Canandaigua, our decisions and actions will be guided by these core values: Responsive, Participatory Governance; Caring; Integrity; Heritage; Stewardship; and Continuous Improvement.


Approval of Minutes: Councilmember-at-Large Shipley moved approval of the Council Minutes of September 7, 2006 unanimously approved by Council.  Councilmember-at-Large Shipley moved approval of the Council Minutes of the Special Meeting held September 26, 2006. Councilmember-at-Large Shipley moved to correct the time of adjournment to 6:50 p.m.  Council unanimously approved the minutes.

Recognition of Guests:

· Fire Chief Bob Case along with Captain Loiacono and firefighters George Smith and Jason Harris talked about National Fire Prevention Week   Mayor Polimeni read a proclamation declaring October 8-14 to be National Fire Prevention Week with this year’s theme  “Prevent Cooking Fires, Watch What You Heat”. 

· Kevin Olvany, Program Manager, Canandaigua Lake Watershed Council discussed the Sucker Brook Protection Project.  The goal of this project is to improve the water quality of the brook and reduce flooding within the City.  The budget for this project is $344,000, which includes a grant of $172,000, and will be completed over several years

· Russ Welser, Resource Educator, Cornell Cooperative Extension talked about lawn care and what residents should and should not be doing this time of year.  Fall is best time to use weed killer, fertilizing is best done in May.  Continue to mow if needed and lawns should be cut short for the winter.

Committee Reports:

Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met on Thursday, September 21st and submitted the following report:

1. Restore New York Grant Application: Elks Lodge representatives Bob Calman, Pat Crowley, and John Mundy reviewed a proposal to update the exterior of the Elks Lodge Building, formerly the Masseth House and Imperial Hotel building.  The total project cost is estimated to be $311,000 and the Lodge is requesting that the City apply for a 2006 "Restore New York" grant to supply a majority of the funding, with the remainder of $50,500 coming from other sources (14%).  It is further proposed that a portion of the second floor of the building be made available for community/downtown business district use.

APPROVED 5-0 to recommend to Council endorsement of this proposal and timely submission of a grant application to New York State.

2. Tax Clerk and Office Specialist II Compensation: Reviewed a recommendation from City Manager Cole to place both the Tax Clerk and Office Specialist II positions in Grade 3 of the Salary Schedule.  The recommendation follows a study by and recommendations from Public Sector HR Consultants, LLC.  It was further proposed to make associated salary changes effective June 1, 2006 and December 1, 2006, respectively. 

APPROVED 5-0 to recommend to Council acceptance of City Manager Cole's recommendations.

3. Water Treatment Plant SCADA System:  Reviewed a request from Public Works Director Loy to approve an additional expenditure of $11,890 to complete the upgrade of the process monitoring and control system for the water treatment plant operations.  It was acknowledged that the original project scope had been understated.  

APPROVED 5-0 to recommend to Council approval of additional money for this project with the funding to come from the Water Fund Treatment Plant Reserve.

4. Sewer System Capacity Study:  Reviewed a request from Public Works Director Loy to approve a project to determine the existing flows and flow capacity at the North Road entrance to the City's sewer system.  The difference is considered to be the additional available capacity, of which most or all could be sold to the County.  This study is the last major remaining prerequisite before negotiating a new City-County sewer agreement.

APPROVED 5-0 to recommend to Council expenditure of an amount not to exceed $8,600 to conduct this engineering study, with the funding to come from the Sewer Fund budget. 

At this point, the meeting was turned over to Councilmember Nixon who led discussion on the remaining agenda topics.

Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon reported that the Environmental Committee met on Thursday, September 21st and discussed the following:

1. Confirmation of the Farmer’s Market Location at the Mill Street Lot.

2. Reviewed the Monthly Strategic Plan Process, which will be linked to the City Manager’s Performance matrix and objectives.  

3. Annual Kids Costume Parade to be held October 28th.

4. Approved the advertisement submitted by City Assessor Mark Brown for board vacancies.   

Next meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, October 17th.

Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell reported that the Planning Committee met on Tuesday, September 26th and submitted the following report:

1. West Lake Road/Parrish/S Pearl Light.  Six residents of the TOC and City were present to appeal for a change to the way in which traffic is controlled at the WLD/Parrish/S Pearl intersection.  Most residents in attendance requested that the lights be placed on blink all the time.  This would expedite traffic movement and reduce stacking on S Pearl and Parrish.  City attorney Smith was on hand to explain to council and the residents that our latest traffic engineering report recommends that the intersection should be controlled by a signalized light.  We are bound to heed the recommendations of that report.

We discussed conducting a new traffic study, but did not come to a conclusion.  There were also suggestions to place trip wires in the intersection approaches to speed up the light changes.  That suggestion will be explored at budget time.

2. Rezoning Request.  Chris Iversen was present to request that city council consider re-zoning a section of The Canandaigua Classics to accommodate a new type of residential dwelling that he believes would fit into the overall plan for that section of the city.  The consensus of the council members present was that Mr. Iversen’s plan bore enough merit have him work out some preliminary details with city staff before making a formal presentation to the council and the public.

3. Lease of North Main St Water Tower.  The committee reviewed and endorsed a proposal to lease space on our N Main St water tower to a company named Clear Wire for installation of a cellular antenna.

4. Future Meeting.  The committee considered and chose to invite the City Planning Commission to a future Planning Committee meeting in order to discuss some general issues.

Next meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, October 24th.

Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell read a report from Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti concerning the Ward 2 meeting held on October 2, 2006.  There were nine Ward 2 residents in attendance and discussed the following:

1. Possible artistic district on Phoenix St.

2. Farmers Market location

3. Lakeshore Drive crosswalk

4. Main St. Bump-out completion

5. Phoenix St. business located at a residence

6. Turning left from Bristol St. on to Main St.

7. Speeding on Gorham St.

8. Inefficient overnight parking.

Councilmember-at-Large Henehan reported that the Ordinance Committee met on Tuesday, October 3rd and submitted the following report:

1. The first item of business was continued discussion about amending the current Bicycles and Sidewalks Ordinance.  Presently no one is allowed to ride a bicycle on the public sidewalk anywhere in the City.

After lengthy discussion we directed our City Attorney, Michele Smith, to write language for a new ordinance which, while prohibiting bicycle riding in a specific downtown zone, would allow it in all other areas of the City but with some restrictions: bicycles must yield the right of way to pedestrians; bicycles must be ridden in a manner that ensures the safety of pedestrians.

Also, in the future street reconstructions, etc. we want to place renewed emphasis on establishing bike paths wherever possible.

The Ordinance Meeting was temporarily adjourned for a Public Hearing:

Mayor Polimeni opened a Public Hearing on the reclamation of City property at 267 South Main Street.  As no one from the public was in attendance to speak on this issue, the public hearing was closed.

The Ordinance Meeting resumed: 

2. We resumed with discussion about the city’s possible purchase of 2 portable air compressors with attached generators.  As the bid price of these was slightly over our budget allocation, it was decided to purchase one now and to have the second one rebid.

3. The City Manager presented bid tabulation from three firms for engineering roof replacements for City Hall and the Police Department building.  While the roof on the police station has leaks and needs replacing, the roof on City Hall has been a bigger problem.  As it has been replaced too often and is still leaking, it seems that an excellent engineering study will be necessary to fix the problem.  It was decided, because of their attention to the problem and diligence in preparing their bid, to award the project to Barton and Loguidice of Rochester.

4. Several other pending issues were briefly discussed.  Then, as it was after 9 p.m., we were unable to begin our continued discussion of Architectural Review.  We decided to place this at the beginning of our next meeting’s agenda or to address it even sooner at one of the other committee meetings.

Mayor Polimeni reported that the Youth Committee did not meet this past month because of the Youth Expo meetings held during the elementary, middle and Academy open houses.  The Youth Committee members handed out information booklets on youth activities and services.  Representatives from several youth agencies were on hand to discuss their programs.  

Sal Pietropaolo, Economic Development, presented the BID Report:

· Thank you to Assemblyman Kolb’s office for the letter of support for the Restore New York Grant.

· Moving ahead on the Main St. Grant

· Round table with the Village of Webster on management of our downtown.

· “Fall into Canandaigua” is this weekend from noon to 5 p.m. with various activities.

· October 28th is the children’s costume parade and pumpkin carving.

· Getting ready for the Christmas seasons and downtown decorations and thanked the dedicated group of volunteers that help with this.

WHEREAS, the City Council may provide for professional consultant services to achieve said uniform relationship; and 

WHEREAS, funds have been provided in the City Budget for the purpose of completing a reassessment; and 

WHEREAS the New York State Office of Real Property Services requires a resolution supporting said reassessment;

WHEREAS, funding for this purchase is included in the 2006 General Fund Transportation Capital Budget; and


WHEREAS, the purchase of this piece of equipment was reviewed and approved at the Ordinance Committee meeting on October 3, 2006, as it exceeded the budget amount by $889.00; and


WHEREAS, the City Manager and the Public Works Director recommend a contract award to Anderson Equipment Co.;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a contract and process payment upon delivery for the purchase of a Ingersoll Rand Model # P185WIR with Anderson Equipment Co., 120 Norman Street, Rochester, New York, 14613 in an amount not-to-exceed $16,889.00.

WHEREAS, by Resolution #2005-111, the position held by Donna Bud was reclassified to Office Specialist II, effective December 1, 2005; and

WHEREAS, by Resolution #2006-050, the position held by Dawn Hughson was reclassified to Tax Clerk, effective June 1, 2006; and

WHEREAS, the duties of these positions were evaluated by Public Sector HR Consultants, LLC, who recommended that both positions be placed in Grade 3 of the City’s Salary Schedule;

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved that the salary of the position of Tax Clerk shall be set at Step B of the 2006 salary schedule for Grade 3 positions ($30,134) effective June 1, 2006, and that the salary of the position of Office Specialist II shall be set at Step B of the 2006 salary schedule for Grade 3 positions, effective December 1, 2006.

(SCADA) SYSTEM AT THE WATER TREATMENT FACILITY
WHEREAS, the computer system at the Water Treatment Facility, known as System Control and Data Acquisition (SCADA) is being upgraded pursuant to a contract with Great Lakes Controls of New York in the amount of $27,341 pursuant to Resolution #2006-025; and


WHEREAS, during the execution of the contract, Great Lakes Controls of New York realized that their original proposal did not include all necessary hardware for a section of the plant not included in the original project scope and other costs of engineering and design to address incompatibility with existing equipment and unforeseen technical issues; and


WHEREAS, Great Lakes Controls of New York has requested an additional $11,890 to complete the SCADA System; and


WHEREAS, the Finance and Environmental Committees reviewed and approved the requests for additional funding at it’s September 21, 2006, meeting; and


WHEREAS, the City Manager, the Public Works Director and the Chief Operator of the Water Treatment Facility recommends the additional funding to be approved to complete this project; and


WHEREAS, funding for this additional contract effort will be provided by the Water Treatment Plant Reserve Fund;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to expend an additional $11,890 to complete the upgraded version of the SCADA System at the Water Treatment Facility by Great Lakes Controls of New York.

CAPACITY EVALUATION

WHEREAS, during the negotiations with Ontario County to renew the City/County Sewerage Agreement, it became apparent that a capacity evaluation of the east side trunk sewer was necessary to determine the allowable flows that can be allocated to the County at the North Road entrance point to the sewer systems; and


WHEREAS, it is necessary to have an engineering consultant evaluate the existing array of piping along the east side of the City between North Road and the Wastewater Treatment Facility; and


WHEREAS, O’Brien and Gere has provided a proposal to identify the existing capacity of the main line sewer, determine the magnitude of the existing flows from both the City and County sources and access the impacts on system capacity of adding more flows from both City and County sources in an amount not to exceed price of $8,600; and


WHEREAS, this proposal was reviewed and approved at the Finance Environmental Committee meeting of September 21, 2006; and


WHEREAS, the City Manager and the Public Works Director recommends the approval of this proposal to do the necessary sewer capacity evaluation; and


WHEREAS, funding for this effort will come from the Wastewater Treatment Facility Reserve Fund.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council authorizes the City Manager to expend up to $8,600 for payments to O’Brien and Gere to provide the necessary sewer capacity evaluation in support of the ongoing County/City Sewer Agreement negotiations.

Resolution #2006-080:

WHEREAS, the roof on the main building of City Hall and the Police Department Building are in need of replacement; and


WHEREAS, architectural proposals were received on September 25, 2006 to design and inspect during construction the replacement of these two roofs; and


WHEREAS, the most responsive proposal was submitted by Barton & Loguidice, PC to design the replacement of City Hall roof for $20,000.00 and the Police Department roof for $14,000.00 and further inspect during construction at a rate of $70.00 per hour not-to-exceed $21,000.00 for 300 hours effort; and


WHEREAS, the Ordinance Committee at its October 3, 2006 meeting reviewed and approved this contract award to Barton & Loguidice, PC; and


WHEREAS, funding for this project is included in the Public Safety Capital Budget ($24,000.00) and the General Capital Budget ($80,000.00); and


WHEREAS, the City Manager and the Public Works Director recommend this contract award; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a contract with Barton & Loguidice, PC, 1 South Washington St., Suite 520, Rochester, New York, 14614 to design the replacement of the City Hall and Police Department Building roofs at a fixed fee of $34,000.00 and to inspect during construction the project at a fee of $70.00 per hour not-to-exceed $21,000.00.

Discussion: Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell will not be supporting this resolution because the two roofs are of such a different type and style that they should have been bid out separately to ensure the best price.  Although it was discussed that there was not time to do a second bid, he is uncomfortable supporting this resolution.
