Review Core Values: Councilmember-at-Large Finch read the Community Core Values:  As residents, city staff and appointed & elected officials of the City of Canandaigua, our decisions and actions will be guided by these core values: Responsive, Participatory Governance; Caring & Respect; Integrity; Heritage; Stewardship; and Continuous Improvement.


Approval of Minutes: Councilmember-at-Large Shipley moved approval of the Council Minutes of September 4th 2008.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion. 

Vote Result: Carried unanimously.

Public Hearing:  Ordinance 2008-017: Amending regulations regarding Contractor Signs and Development Signs.

Mayor Polimeni  called the public hearing to order at 7:06 pm

No one was present to speak at the public hearing.

Mayor Polimeni  closed the public hearing at 7:06 pm

Recognition of Guests: Mayor Polimeni  recognized the following:

· Mayor Polimeni read a proclamation declaring October 5th –11th as Fire Prevention Week. The theme this year is “Prevent Home Fires”  There will be an open house on the Fire Station on Sunday October 5th from 1-4 PM.

Committee Reports: 

Environmental: Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell reported the Environmental Committee has not met since the last Council meeting.

Ordinance: Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony reported the Ordinance Committee met September 16th  and discussed the following:

1. Cats roaming free (discussion) 

2. Chicken BBQ Ordinance 

3. Special Events including the Homecoming parade and the Ultra-Marathon.

4. School speed zone on Chapel St.

5. Water Use Ordinance

6. Vacant Structures and Construction Sites (discussion) 

7. Double lines in the streets

8. Handicap parking downtown.

Planning: Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the Planning Committee  has not met since the last Council meeting.

Planned Unit Development (PUD):  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the PUD Review Committee met on September 18th on the Lakefront Redevelopment Project and the SEQR process.

Finance: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met on September 30th  and submitted the following report:

1. Creation of Temporary Fire Captain Position

Acting City Manager James presented a request to create a temporary Fire Captain position so that the position may be filled during the 4-6 months' medical absence of the current Fire Captain.  Creation of this temporary position is required by Civil Service.  Additional one-time cost to the City is estimated to be $3,000 and will be covered by under-spending in other parts of the 2008 Fire/Rescue budget.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council adoption of this request in the form of a resolution.  

2. Change Order #4, Multiple Street Project
Public Works Director Loy reviewed a change-order request for the Multiple Street Project in the amount of $13,192.  The purpose is to fund connection of a second, previously-unknown sanitary sewer lateral associated with Ranks Market.  It was noted that sewer-related contingency dollars for the project are more than adequate to cover the cost.    

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council adoption of this request in the form of a resolution.  

3. Water Tank Project - Engineering Services Contract
Public Works Director Loy reviewed a proposal to authorize an engineering contract with O'Brien & Gere Engineering, Inc. for $173,108 to provide inspection and project administration services for Phase 2 of the water tank project.  This firm has already completed the design work for the second tank.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council adoption of this proposal in the form of a resolution.  

4. Skatepark Contract Change Order
Acting City Manager James reviewed a proposal to authorize spending up to $11,100 for Phase 2 design of the Jefferson Park skate park.  Work would be performed by Grindline Skateparks, Inc. It was noted that all funding will come from private donations and fundraising revenues that are already in hand, and not from City funds.  

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council adoption of this proposal in the form of a resolution. 

5. Amended Consultant Contract with Paul Bringewatt & Associates
Acting City Manager James reviewed a request to extend the City's consulting services contract with Paul Bringewatt & Associates through the end of 2008 at a cost not to exceed $15,000.  The need is driven by the ongoing vacancy in the City Manager position.  It was noted that funding for this extension can be sourced from unspent money budgeted this year for a new, unfilled communications position. 

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council adoption of this proposal in the form of a resolution. 

6. Special Event - Treaty Commemoration 

Acting City Manager James presented a request from the Canandaigua Treaty Committee for the annual Canandaigua Treaty Commemoration event scheduled for November 11, 2008.  Arrangements are similar to past years' events.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council adoption of this request in the form of a resolution. 

7. Budget Review and PUD Meeting Schedules

Acting City Manager James reviewed options for our committee/Council meeting schedule between now and early January.  For October, a special Council meeting will be combined with our PUD meeting on Oct. 16, the Finance Committee will meet October 23, and the Main Street Traffic-Calming Committee will meet October 28.  For November, all committee meetings are suspended so that we may focus our attention on the 2009 budget preparation.  Acting City Manager James will later issue a draft November, early-December budget workshop schedule, based on available dates identified by Council members.  A second November Council meeting, which includes a budget public hearing, will be combined with a PUD meeting on Nov. 20.  Finally, our normal January 2009 Council meeting will be delayed from Jan. 1 to Monday, Jan. 5.  

8. 2008-2009 Audit Contract
Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reviewed a proposal to retain our current audit firm, Toski, Schaefer & Co., P.C., for an additional two years - 2008 and 2009.  Quoted costs for the two years are $18,800 and $19,600, respectively - a year-over-year increase of 4.4% and 4.3%, respectively.  It was noted that, after three years, the firm has become very familiar with our finances and extending the contract another two years would considerably reduce audit-related work on our end.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council adoption of this proposal in the form of a resolution. 

9. Overtime Reduction Reports
Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reviewed updated January-through-mid-September 2008 overtime reports for all City departments .  With the exception of Fire/Rescue, any modest overages in overtime costs will be offset by spending reductions in each of the respective departments.  Fire Chief Snyder address the estimated overage of about $64,000 in overtime costs in Fire/Rescue.  The overage is driven mostly by using overtime to compensate for a vacant position in the first half of 2008 and two second-half medical absences of 4-6 weeks and 4-6 months.  

Chief Snyder described changes in staffing practices, with the help and support of the career firefighters, that are expected to yield abut $10,000 in offsetting savings.  He also described other savings expected to yield another $20,000 in 2008.  These two factors will combine to reduce the overage by about half.  To potentially cover the other half, Chief Snyder was asked to study the operational and cost issues associated with a 2-person minimum option on some shifts and report back at the October Finance Committee meeting.   

10. Trail Project Project

Planning Director Rick Brown reviewed a proposal to authorize entering into contracts to construct the "Canandaigua Rail with Trail Project" between Main and Buffalo Streets.  The project will be funded with an already-awarded federal grant of $316,000 and with a local City match amount (which can be provided "in kind") of $80,000.  It was noted that this project would add measurably to our City's pedestrian-friendly quality of life. 

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to Council adoption of this proposal in the form of a resolution. 

11. Financial Information from Volunteer Fire Companies

Acting City Manager James reviewed a draft letter requesting from City volunteer fire companies the following financial information: 2007 revenues/expenditures, a copy of the 2007 report filed with the NYS Comptroller's Office (required for receipt of "foreign insurance" premium tax monies), 2008 budget and revenues/expenditures year-to-date through August or September, and a preliminary 2009 budget if available.  The purpose is to verify good financial stewardship in anticipation of receiving a 2008 City grant in January of 2009.  Deadline for submitting the information will be prior to our October 23 Finance Committee meeting so that the responses can be reviewed at that meeting. 

All Council members present supported the draft letter, as modified, and Acting City Manager James will send the letter out to the Erinas and the Merrills.
Youth Committee: Councilmember-at-Large White-Hamilton reported that the Youth Committee has not met since the last Council meeting.

Main Street Traffic Calming Committee: Councilmember-at-Large Finch reported that the Main Street Traffic Calming Committee has not met since the last Council meeting.

BID Report: Sal Pietropaolo, Economic Development Director reported the following for the BID:

WHEREAS, the Canandaigua City Council is in receipt of a sketch plan application for the Canandaigua Lakefront Redevelopment Planned Unit Development with supporting documentation; and  
WHEREAS, the Canandaigua City Council has requested and received Lead Agency Status for the environmental review of this project in accordance with Part 617 of the State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQR); and

WHEREAS, the Canandaigua City Council has reviewed the attached Environmental Assessment Form (EAF) for the proposed project, has identified the relevant areas of environmental concern, and has taken a hard look at these areas of concern, considering both the magnitude and importance of each impact,


WHEREAS, upon review of the information recorded on the EAF it is reasonably determined that the project may result in one or more large and important impacts that may have a significant impact on the environment; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Canandaigua City Council that a SEQR Positive Declaration be filed in accordance with the requirements of the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act and that a Draft Environmental Impact Statement will be prepared.

Resolution #2008-105:

A RESOLUTION AWARDING AN ENGINEERING SERVICE CONTRACT TO PROVIDE CONSTRUCTION INSPECTION AND PROJECT ADMINISTRATION SERVICES FOR THE SECOND PHASE OF THE WATER STORAGE TANK IMPROVEMENT PROJECT AT THE WATER TREATMENT FACILITY
WHEREAS, O’Brien & Gere Engineers, Inc. was awarded an engineering contract on November 2, 2006 to design two new water storage tanks, the rehabilitation of the existing 2 million gallon steel tank and the abandonment of the 4 million gallon reservoir pursuant to Resolution #2005-088; and


WHEREAS, the referenced resolution further resolved that inspection fees for Phase 2 of this project will be negotiated with O’Brien & Gere Engineers, Inc. for the 2009 construction season; and


WHEREAS, O’Brien & Gere has submitted a proposal dated September 5, 2008 to provide hourly inspection rates for resident field inspector and also project administration for the second phase of the Water Storage Tank Improvement Project in an amount not-to-exceed $173,108.00; and


WHEREAS, adequate funding for this engineering effort was included in the recent bond issue for the construction of this second water storage tank; and


WHEREAS, the Acting City Manager and the Director of Public Works recommend a contract award to O’Brien & Gere Engineers, Inc. to oversee the second and final phase of the Water Storage Tank Improvement Project.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the Acting City Manager to execute a contract with O’Brien & Gere Engineers, Inc. to provide resident field inspection at the hourly rate of $80.00 per hour and also to provide project administration in support of the second phase construction activities with a not-to-exceed amount of $173,108.00.

WHEREAS, adequate funding for the West Avenue Sanitary Sewer Fund Contingency is available to pay for this extra cost; and



WHEREAS, the Acting City Manager and the Director of Public Works recommend approval of Change Order No. 4.

WHEREAS, the City will need to enter into multiple contracts to accomplish this Trail Project; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the City Manager, or the Mayor as needed, is authorized to execute any and all agreements and documents necessary to complete The Canandaigua Rail with Trail Project so long as the total project expenditures do not exceed the amount of the grant or the amount budgeted for the local share.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Canandaigua City Council that a temporary Fire Captain position is hereby created and shall remain in effect through the earlier of the end of 2008 or the permanent return of the Fire Captain now on medical leave.

Summary:
This ordinance changes the term “construction signs” to “contractor signs” and adds a new category of signage called “development signs”.  This ordinance clarifies the difference between these two signs.  It increases the allowable size for development signs to that of a single sheet of plywood, and allows those signs to be displayed for as long as the site in under “active construction”.
