Mayor Polimeni stated that Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell was absent due to a family commitment.  Mayor Polimeni welcomed Councilmember-at-Large Elect Doug Finch to the Council.  She congratulated both Doug Finch and Dave Wink on a well-run race.

Public Hearing:

Public Hearing:  City Manager’s Recommended 2007 Budget
Mayor Polimeni called the hearing to order at 7:03 p.m.

Assistant City Manager Kay James gave an excellent PowerPoint presentation on the recommended budget.

Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger pointed out that the recommended budget includes an overall spending increase of 4%, a tax levy increase of 6%, and a 5% increase in the property tax rate.  Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger pointed out that this is a recommended budget and the Council has already had several workshops reviewing the information.  The Council has three more workshops scheduled to review the proposed budget before it is adopted.  The budget workshops are scheduled for November 21, 28 and 30 at the Hurley Building starting at 6:00 pm.

Mayor Polimeni again reminded everyone that all the budget workshops are open to the public and that a final budget would be adopted at the December Meeting. 

Mayor Polimeni closed the public hearing at 7:43 pm.

Public Hearing:  Local Law 2006-002: A Local Law Establishing and Imposing Sewer Rents in the City of Canandaigua
Mayor Polimeni called the hearing to order at 7:43 p.m.

Mayor Polimeni closed the public hearing at 7:44 pm.

Recognition of Guests:

· Boy Scouts from Troop 30, which meets at the Congregational Church were present to earn their communications badge.

· Mayor Polimeni stated that a CARES meeting, the committee that is looking into the reuse of the Canandaigua VA, was held yesterday.   Fred Schutz, a member on behalf of the Council, serves on the local committee.  Mr. Schutz discussed the importance the VA has played in the history of our community serving veterans, as well as the importance of its continued use as a facility for mental health. 

Mayor Polimeni awarded Fred Schutz as “Volunteer of The Year” and read a proclamation in honor of Mr. Schutz and his service and dedication to his Country as well as his Community.  Mayor Polimeni declared Saturday, November 18, 2006 as Fred Schutz Day. Many family and friends were in attendance to thank Mr. Schutz.  

Review Core Values: Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony read the Community Core Values:  As residents, city staff and appointed & elected officials of the City of Canandaigua, our decisions and actions will be guided by these core values: Responsive, Participatory Governance; Caring; Integrity; Heritage; Stewardship; and Continuous Improvement.

A RESOLUTION AWARDING AN EQUIPMENT PURCHASE CONTRACT TO SUPPLY A PORTABLE AIR COMPRESSOR

WHEREAS, bids were received on November 3, 2006 to supply a trailer mounted air compressor; and


WHEREAS, two bids were received with the lowest responsive bid being submitted by R.B. U’Ren Equipment, Inc. to supply a Sul Air Model 185 in an amount not-to-exceed $11,506.98; and


WHEREAS, adequate funding for this purchase is allocated in the Transportation Capital Budget ($16,000.00); and


WHEREAS, the City Manager and the Public Works Director recommend this contract award;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a contract with R. B. U’Ren Equipment, Inc., 1120 Connecting Road, Niagara Falls, New York, 14304, to supply one new Sul Air Model 185 trailer mounted air compressor in an amount not-to-exceed $11,506.98.

WHEREAS, two bids were received with the lowest most responsive bid submitted by Van Bortel Ford, Inc. of Victor, New York, in the amount of $30,145.00; and


WHEREAS, adequate funding for this vehicle exists in the Recreation and Culture Capital Budget ($35,500.00); and 


WHEREAS, the City Manager and the Public Works Director recommend a contract award to Van Bortel Ford, Inc.;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a contract with Van Bortel Ford, Inc., 7325 Victor-Pittsford Rd, Victor, New York, 14564, to supply one (1) 2008 Model F350 Cab-Chassis with Dump Body in an amount not-to-exceed $30,145.00.

Councilmember-at-Large Wink read the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

A RESOLUTION AWARDING AN EQUIPMENT PURCHASE CONTRACT FOR A MINIMUM 13,000 GVW CAB-CHASSIS AND STAKE BODY
WHEREAS, a bid opening was scheduled on November 3, 2006 to supply one 13,000 GVW Cab-Chassis and Stake Body to replace a similar vehicle in the sewer fund; and


WHEREAS, one bid was received from Van Bortel Ford, Inc. of Victor, New York, in the amount of $26,975.00; and


WHEREAS, adequate funds are available for this purchase in the 2006 Sewer Fund Capital Budget for vehicles; and


WHEREAS, the City Manager and the Public Works Director recommend a contract award to Van Bortel Ford, Inc.;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a contract with Van Bortel Ford, Inc., 7325 Victor-Pittsford Rd, Victor, New York, 14564, to supply one (1) 2008 Model F350 Cab-Chassis with Stake Body in an amount not-to-exceed $26,975.00.

Discussion: Lou Loy, Director of Public Works responded to the fact that only one bid was received for this purchase.  Mr. Loy stated that NYS, after many delays, did not come out with a state contract for this size of vehicle, We were then required to bid this out on the open market.  We sent the bid package to quite a few of the local vendors, but only one vendor bid on this vehicle.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti stated that he is not comfortable with this resolution due to the fact that we only had one responsive bidder and will not be supporting this resolution. Mr. Fenti is concerned that one bid does not guarantee the City that we are getting the best price for what we are buying.   Mr. Loy explained that we met our requirements of advertising for this bid and also went beyond the requirement and ensured that vendors were given the bid specs for this vehicle.  Councilmember-at-Large Henehan suggested that the Council review all the State requirements needed for a bid to better understand the process.  Corporation Counsel Smith will present this at a future committee meeting. 

Vote Result: Carried 6-2 with Councilmembers, Fenti and Anthony voting against.
Resolution #2006-094:

Councilmember-at-Large Henehan read the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

A RESOLUTION AWARDING A MATERIAL SUPPLY CONTRACT

FOR SODIUM HYDROXIDE

FOR USE AT THE WATER TREATMENT FACILITY

WHEREAS, the Water Treatment Facility utilizes Sodium Hydroxide Solution to control pH levels in the treated water; and


WHEREAS, competitive bids were received on October 24, 2006, with the lowest responsive bid being submitted by JCI (Jones Chemicals, Inc.) to supply 7,000 gallons of Sodium Hydroxide Solution during the calendar year 2007 at a unit price of $1.276 per gallon; and


WHEREAS, the funding for this chemical usage is included in the recommended 2007 Water Treatment Facility operating budget; and


WHEREAS, the Public Works Director and the City Manager recommend the contract award to JCI (Jones Chemicals, Inc.) to supply Sodium Hydroxide Solution;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that contingent upon adequate funding in the approved 2007 operating budget, the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a contract with JCI (Jones Chemicals, Inc.) of 100 Sunny Sol Boulevard, Caledonia, New York 14423, to supply Sodium Hydroxide Solution during the 2007 calendar year at a unit price of $1.276 per gallon.

A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING A GRANT FROM GAMETIME AND

AUTHORIZING MATCHING FUNDS TO PURCHASE 

PLAYGROUND APPARATUS FOR JEFFERSON PARK

WHEREAS, the City Council desires to erect a new playground at Jefferson Memorial Park, and funds in the amount of $30,000 for this project have been included in the proposed 2007 General Fund Budget; and


WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua has been awarded a Fighting Obesity Through Play Grant from GameTime; and


WHEREAS, the terms and conditions of this 50% matching grant require that the City order the equipment and send its payment of $33,279.74 to GameTime with the order no later than November 15, 2006; and


WHEREAS, the Finance Committee recommended at its meeting of November 1, 2006, that the City accept the grant and order the equipment;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council does hereby amend the 2006 General Fund Budget to include an appropriation of $33,280 from the Parks, Playground & Open Space Fund to the Recreation and Culture Capital Budget for the purchase of the Jefferson Park playground apparatus.

Manager's Report:
City Manager Cole gave the following report:

· Crosswalks: Work has concluded for the year with the painting on the main street crosswalks.  The green bars on the inside of the crosswalk were spray painted on and is now coming off.  This was only a temporary measure to obtain feedback on the color.  The permanent markings will be done in the spring.

· Mayor Polimeni was notified that the light by the Byrne Dairy crosswalk was very dim.  City Manager Cole stated that the lights were improved in that area last spring but will take a look at it again. 

· Mayor Polimeni also stated that the long awaited student video on crosswalk safety would be presented at the next Council Meeting.

· The City’s bucket truck has been omitting a terrible odor, which so far has not been able to be corrected, so it has been taken off line.  We have taken steps to rent a truck to put up the Christmas lights on Main Street.

· Kathleen Draper has submitted her resignation from the Zoning Board of Appeals.

Miscellaneous:

· Mayor Polimeni attended a NYCOM Legislative Session Monday in Albany to determine NYCOM’s Legislative priorities for 2007 as well as recommendations:

· Give us a predictable state aid formula that we can depend on.

· Mandate that no legislation will be passed without the cost factor being addressed.

· Explore new employee benefit options.
· Mayor Polimeni encourages the Council to participate in the Community Read Program and handed out a book for the Council to read.

· Councilmember-at-Large Wink stated that there is confusion in the public on how to cross with the new bump outs; do pedestrians need to be on the street for traffic to stop or on the bump out?  Traffic should stop when the pedestrian in on the bump out.  This needs to be publicized to educate the public.  Information on crosswalk safety will be placed on the City Website.
