Public Hearing:  Ordinance #2007-021: An Ordinance Amending the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Canandaigua relative to “A-Frame” signs.
Mayor Polimeni called the hearing to order at 7:04 p.m.

Sal Pietropaolo, Bid Director spoke on behalf of the BID, which proposes the following recommendations:

· Distance of outside edge of the A-frame to the building to be 4 feet.

· Supports a 9 square foot sign because currently there are merchants who have signs at that dimension and have spent money having one professionally made.

· Use of the signs in the medium by the BID to promote special events

Mayor Polimeni closed the public hearing at 7:07 p.m.

Public Hearing:  Ordinance #2007-022: An Ordinance Amending the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Canandaigua relative to Window Signs.

Mayor Polimeni called the hearing to order at 7:07 p.m.  

Sal Pietropaolo, Bid Director spoke on behalf of the BID, which proposes the following recommendations:

· Permanent signs should be limited to 25% of the total window space and no more than 50% of any windowpane.

· Supports design review of signs except temporary signage taking up no more that 25% of the window space.

· Temporary signs to be permitted up to a maximum of 30 days.

Mayor Polimeni closed the public hearing at 7:10 p.m.
Public Hearing:  Local Law #2007-004: A Local Law Establishing the Requirements for the Sale, Lease, or Transfer of Interest of City-Owned Real Property

Mayor Polimeni called the hearing to order at 7:10 p.m.  

Mayor Polimeni declared the public hearing closed at 7:10p.m.
Regular Meeting:

Review Core Values: Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti read the Community Core Values:  As residents, city staff and appointed & elected officials of the City of Canandaigua, our decisions and actions will be guided by these core values: Responsive, Participatory Governance; Caring; Integrity; Heritage; Stewardship; and Continuous Improvement.


Approval of Minutes: Councilmember-at-Large Shipley stated that the minutes for the October 4th meeting will be ready for approval at the November 15th Council Meeting.

Committee Reports:

Environmental: Councilmember, Ward 1 Nixon reported the Environmental Committee met on October 16th and submitted the following report:

1. The Committee dealt with two special events. The First was Holidays in Historic Downtown, which will happen from November 23rd through December 24th. It will include tree lighting, Santa Claus’s arrival and his visiting hours, wagon rides and music. The second event is a request from The Blue Star Mothers to decorate the Kershaw Gazebo tree for Christmas with ornaments honoring our troops and veterans. The Committee unanimously moved these events to Council for approval.

2. The Committee met with George Herren from the Civic Center to discuss the property that they lease from the City. Since the reconstruction of the West Bloomfield / North Street intersection the amount of property at the site has actually increased. They would like to use the increased space. Our current lease agreement has the correct language to cover the expansion. All we need to do is correct the survey map to reflect the correct boundaries of the property. Committee and Council Members present were in favor of changing the map and letting the Civic Center use the expanded site. 

3. The Committee and Council Members present met with Mr. Palmer to try and find a way that he can use new technology to heat his home. He would like to install a solid fuel furnace that would heat water and use radiant floor heating to heat his house. He says that our current code prohibits this. Code Enforcement Officer Rick Brown says that the problem exists with NY State code, which would not allow what he is trying to do. He can apply for a variance with State Code and Assemblyman’s Kolb’s office will assist him with the process.

4. The Committee was set to review a SEQR for a proposed Planned Unit Development (PUD), when it was brought to our attention that there was a problem in our PUD review process that we had been following. In order to do the SEQR we needed the traffic and water studies before we could make a recommendation about the SEQR. We will revamp the PUD process to rectify this error.

Finance: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met October 23rd and submitted the following report:

1. Third Quarter Budget Report

City Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reviewed the third quarter 2007 budget report outlining revenue and expenditures for the General, Water, and Sewer Funds.  Income and spending for all three are in line with past years.  For the General Fund, total year-to-date expenditures are running lower than budget.  Revenues generally are running as expected although year-end projections for interest income and sales-tax income show a potential deficiency of up to about $80,000 each. 

Committee ACCEPTED 4:0 the report and thanked Mrs. Abdallah for her timeliness in preparing and presenting the report so quickly after the end of the quarter.

2. A. 2007 Budget Amendments
Acting City Manager James and Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reviewed proposed amendments to the2007 General Fund budget which involved both intra- and inter-department shifts of funds.  Net bottom line impact was to reduce the budget by $31,185.  

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend the proposed amendments to City Council in the form of a resolution.

2. B.  Budget Amendment Policy & Procedure
City Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah completed her review of a proposed policy document streamlining our within-year budget amendment process.  The policy would allow the City Manager to approve budget changes that would shift budgeted amounts among line items within a given department as long as the department's bottom line total does not change.  Any such changes would be reported to Council but no longer require Council approval.  Council approval would still be required for any inter-department shifts and for any bottom line changes.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend the proposed policy to City Council in the form of a resolution.

3. Parking Ticket Fines
Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reviewed a proposal to change the process for collecting parking ticket payments that are in arrears.  This proposal would engage a credit collection agency to seek payments for all outstanding fines owed since 2001.  The collection fee would be offset by an additional surcharge of $20/ticket for fines outstanding after 90 days.  It was stressed by Council members that payment deadlines and consequences if payment is not made must be made crystal clear in all communications to scofflaws.  

Committee AGREED 4:0 to pass this matter along to the Ordinance Committee for consideration at their October 30 meeting.

4. Radio Fire Alarm Project

Fire Chief Case brought back a proposal to upgrade the City's radio fire alarm system.  Previously, the Committee reviewed a low bid of $95,382 but had sent Chief Case back to the drawing board due to a lack of sufficient independent bidders.  In the meantime, it was discovered that the new system is available through the federal General Services Administration bid list at a significantly lower cost to the City of $64,226, a savings of $31,156.  Additionally, with access through the GSA contract, no competitive bidding is necessary 

Committee AFFIRMED 4:0 Chief Case's decision to proceed with GSA pricing and thanked him for his diligence in exploring a much-less-expensive option for carrying out this project. 

5. Capital Project Change Orders
Public Works Director Loy reviewed two proposed change orders for the Mill Street parking lot project.  One involved a specification modification that will reduce the cost of the project by $4,152.  The other involved a change in the dates for substantial completion and final completion to November 21 and December 21, respectively.

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend the two change orders to City Council in the form of a resolution.

6. Purchase of Additional Water Meters
Public Works Director Loy reviewed a proposal to purchase an additional 244 remote-read water meters for future replacement and new-residential subdivision needs.  If purchased before 1/1/08, the City is able to purchase at the "old" price of $126.65 per meter.  After this date, the unit price increases to $160.  Purchasing now will give the City a savings of $8,137.40 

Committee APPROVED 4:0 to recommend to City Council in the form of a resolution the purchase of an additional 244 meters.  Funding is to be provided from the water district reserve fund, which currently has a balance of about $147,000

7. Public Works Department Supervisory Compensation
Public Works Director Loy reviewed changes in responsibilities for the Water Supervisor and Working Supervisor positions.  These changes have evolved since a senior supervisor retired in 2005 and left a vacant position.  During that time, the compensation for both positions has been augmented by a stipend.  Mr. Loy is recommending that this additional compensation be extended through year end, at which time the positions are intended to be re-graded via the 2008 budgeting process.

Committee APPROVED 3:1 to recommend extension of additional compensation for these two positions to City Council in the form of a resolution.

8. Dates for Budget Review Meetings
Acting City Manager James reviewed a proposed schedule for 2008 budget meetings and hearing for the month of November, culminating with a budget vote at the December 6 Council meeting.  The schedule was affirmed with one change made a few days later.  The schedule is published on the City website, and the public is invited to attend any or all budget sessions.

Ordinance: Councilmember-at-Large Henehan reported that the Ordinance Committee met October 30th and submitted the following report:

1. A number of parking regulations were the first order of business.  On the newly constructed portion of West Avenue between the bridge and Pearl Street, alternate night parking will be permitted.  For Beeman Alley, now owned by the city, it was decided to retain that name, no parking would be allowed, and there will be a stop sign at both ends.  In the newly reconstructed Mill Street parking lot no parking permits will be issued for spots under the Farmers’ Market Pavilion.   Lou Loy will come back with a new map showing which spaces will be designated as all day/ overnight as opposed to two hour parking.  It is important to Council that there be an increase in the number of handicapped spaces as well as those provided for shoppers—the two hour spots. 

2. Other parking regulations were discussed for locations not under construction. First it was decided that on Chapel Street, no parking, standing or stopping will be allowed on either side from Main Street for 240 feet.  The situation that now exists there is unsafe because of the high volume of bus and school traffic at that location.  Businesses affected by this new regulation will be invited to a public hearing to be held at the November 15 Council Meeting.  Next after brief discussion, it was decided to invite residents of Bristol Court to a future Ordinance Meeting to discuss parking issues there.  For West Gibson Street between Pearl Street and Baker Drive the proposed Ordinance 2007-011 will be lifted from the table and voted on at Thursday night’s Council Meeting.  The proposed Ordinance will allow parking only on the south side of the street.  Parking now is permitted on both sides of the street and it is feared that emergency vehicles will be unable to get through.

3. Next, language for the Ordinance 2007-023 was presented by City Attorney Michelle Smith. This Ordinance dictates penalties for unpaid parking fines and will be voted on at Thursday’s Council Meeting.

4. It was next decided that City Planner Rick Brown will come back next month with a clarification of language in the City Ordinance that bans outdoor furnaces.

5. The Committee next reviewed and approved the SEQR forms for Ordinances 2007-021 and 2007-022. These Ordinances, dealing with regulations for commercial A-Frame signs and window signage, will be voted on at Thursday’s Council Meeting and will require a super majority vote as both have been given an adverse recommendation by the City Planning Commission.

6. The final decision of the Committee was to give a 1 year amortization to existing, non-conforming A-Frame signs after the new Ordinance takes effect.

Planning: Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell reported that the Planning Committee met October 18th and discussed the following:

1. Finalized the 10-year capital plan.

2. Property maintenance follow up.

3. Reviewed a Transportation Planning grant application that will provide origin and destination data on traffic on City streets.

Youth Committee: Mayor Polimeni gave the following report for the Youth Committee meeting held October 9, 2007:

1. Cindy Vanderlee reported on the skateboard park efforts: the furniture sale netted about $4500, the NYS National Guard Anti Drug Task Force Skateboard competition and fund raiser raised $ 275, the Rotary Pier Dance, September 2nd community Celebration and the battle of the bands also helped raise some funds. They are applying for grants from the Tony Hawks Foundation and have received a large donation from a Rotarian.

2. We discussed the efforts of our skateboard park teen group with a group from Palmyra that is hoping to build a skateboard park there. They included Dawn Breen, Jackie Schaffer, Emma and Sheryl LaDelfa.

3. Cindy Vanderlee presented the 2007 Canandaigua Schools Risk and Protective Factors Survey.

BID Report: Sal Pietropaolo, Economic Development Director reported on the following:

· Finance Report given by Chris Keyes.

· Promotions – Reviewed the Fall Into Canandaigua events which included “Too Tall Sam”, costume parade, and pumpkin carving.  Santa’s house is being prepared and given a fresh coat of paint by Nicole Mahoney’s Boy Scout Troop.  The Art Walk will be held on November 16th as part of the Holiday Open House scheduled for November 16th –18th.  The next fundraiser for the BID will be the Taste of  the Finger Lakes to be held on November 14th at the Inn on the Lake.  Signed an additional 12 month lease for the billboard.

· Recruitment/Capital Improvement – Doing a post office feasabitly study with a local business.  Working with two restaurants, three office operations and a boutique looking to open in Canandaigua.
Chamber of Commerce: Alison Grems, President of the Chamber of Commerce, reported the following:

· The 23rd Annual Athena Award dinner will be held November 15th.

· Light Up Canandaigua will be held on December 12th and 13th.  Please call the Chamber if you are interested in participating.

WHEREAS, any budget amendment that increases an appropriation in a department and correspondingly decreases an appropriation in the same department can be approved by the City Manager; and

WHEREAS all such budget amendments will be reported monthly to the Finance Committee; and

WHEREAS, the Finance Committee reviewed and endorsed this Budget Amendment Policy at its meeting of October 24, 2007; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the attached Budget Amendment Policy is hereby adopted.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING TWO CHANGE ORDERS RELATING TO THE 

MILL STREET PARKING LOT IMPROVEMENT PROJECT

WHEREAS, the City Council authorized a construction contract for the improvements to the Mill Street Parking Lot on July 5, 2007 with substantial completion and final completion dates of September 1 and October 1, 2007; and


WHEREAS, the Contractor’s access to the project site was delayed because of the construction of the Farmer’s Market building foundation by City forces causing a postponement until the third week in August; and


WHEREAS, the Contractor has requested that the substantial completion and final completion dates be modified to November 21 and December 21, 2007; and


WHEREAS, the Contractor has submitted a deduct change order in the amount of $4,152.00 to change the gauge of the underground wiring and also the diameter and type of electrical conduit; and


WHEREAS, the Finance Committee, at its October 23, 2007 meeting, reviewed and recommended for approval to the full City Council the proposed change orders; and


WHEREAS, the Acting City Manager and the Director of Public Works, as well as the Project Engineer, Sniedze Associates, recommend approval of these two change orders; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the Acting City Manager to execute two change orders submitted by the Mill Street Parking Lot Improvement Project Contractor, All County Construction, to extend the completion dates to November 21 and December 21, 2007 for substantial and final completion and issue a credit totaling $4,152.00 for the modifications of the underground conduit and wiring.

A Resolution Extending Temporary Stipends for

the Water Supervisor and the Working Supervisor 

WHEREAS, ever since the departure of former DPW Labor Supervisor Christopher Ruthven in March 2005, Water Supervisor Ron Raymond and Working Supervisor Kevin Batzel have each assumed additional responsibilities and workload to cover the Labor Supervisor’s former duties; and

WHEREAS, while that vacancy existed, Ron Raymond and Kevin Batzel each received temporary stipends at the rate of $96.15 per week to compensate for the additional workload; and 

WHEREAS, Resolution 2006-007 specified that the stipends would continue until such time as the vacancy in the Labor Supervisor position was filled; and

WHEREAS, instead of filling the position of Labor Supervisor, the City created a new Public Works Coordinator position, and filled that position as of October 1, 2007; and

WHEREAS, because the job description of the Public Works Coordinator is different than that of the Labor Supervisor, the Water Supervisor and the Working Supervisor will continue to perform the additional duties that they have assumed since March of 2005; and


WHEREAS, the Public Works Director has recommended to City Council that, during the transitional period between October 1, 2007 and January 1, 2008, these individuals continue to receive the stipends; and


WHEREAS, the City Council’s Finance Committee has reviewed and endorsed this recommendation;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Canandaigua City Council that both the Water Supervisor and Working Supervisor continue to receive these stipends, retroactive to October 1, 2007 through December 31, 2007.

(A-FRAME SIGNS)
WHEREAS, the City Council has made amendments to Article IX of the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Canandaigua, entitled “Sign Regulations”, specifically with regard to the provisions for A-frame signs; and
