Resolutions:

Resolution #2008-116: 

Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger read the following Resolution and moved for its adoption. Councilmember-at-Large Finch seconded the motion.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A PUBLIC WORKS CONTRACT TO CONSTRUCT A NEW WATER STORAGE TANK AND TO REHABILITATE THE EXISTING STEEL STORAGE TANK AT THE WATER TREATMENT FACILITY

WHEREAS, bids were opened on October 8, 2008 for the construction of a new 4.5 million gallon water storage tank and the rehabilitation of the existing 2 million gallon steel tank; and


WHEREAS, three bids were received, with the lowest responsive bid being submitted by Natgun Corporation with the total bid price of $2,828,285; and


WHEREAS, the Project Engineer, O’Brien & Gere, has recommended a construction contract award to Natgun Corporation; and


WHEREAS, funding for this project will be provided by a General Obligation Bond; and


WHEREAS, the Acting City Manager and the Director of Public Works recommend a project award to Natgun Corporation.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the Acting City Manager to execute a contract with Natgun Corporation of Wakefield, Massachusetts to construct a new 4.5 million gallon pre-cast concrete water storage tank, associated piping and the rehabilitation of the existing 2 million gallon steel tank in an amount not-to-exceed $2,828,285.

Vote Result: Carried unanimously (6-0) by roll call vote.

Resolution #2008-117: 
Councilmember-at-Large Finch read the following Resolution and moved for its adoption. Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A PERMIT AND LICENSE AGREEMENT FOR ENCROACHMENT INTO THE PUBLIC RIGHT-OF-WAY.
WHEREAS, Canandaigua National Bank and Trust Co. has requested permission to place a historic clock tower in front of its property at 72 South Main Street; and

WHEREAS, the proposed clock would be an improvement to the public space; and

WHEREAS, such an encroachment must be authorized by permit from NYS Department of Transportation and the City’s Director of Public Works and also be under a license agreement with the City; and


WHEREAS, the Public Works Director and Corporation Counsel recommend that a permit and license agreement be granted; and

WHEREAS, the license agreement provides for the encroachment to cease within 45 days notice by the City, and licensee shall indemnify and hold harmless the City of Canandaigua for all actions associated with this encroachment; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that subject to the granting of a permit to Canandaigua National Bank and Trust Co. by the NYS Department of Transportation, the Director of Public Works is authorized to grant the attached permit and the Acting City Manager is authorized to execute the attached license agreement; and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Canandaigua National Bank & Trust Co. may purchase two benches of the same type and style as other City benches located in the Downtown Business District for installation by the City in front of the property at 72 South Main Street.

Discussion: Councilmember-at-Large Finch disclosed that his wife is an Officer at  Canandaigua National Bank but because there is no financial implications he will vote on this resolution.  Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger will not be voting on this resolution due to his relationship with Canandaigua National Bank.

Vote Result: Carried unanimously (5-0) by roll call vote with Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger abstaining.

Discussion on the next two Resolutions: The following resolutions are for entering into contracts for engineering and legal services for the State Environmental Quality Review of the Lakefront Planned Unit Development application.  Any fees paid by the City for these services are reimbursed by the developers.  Corporation Counsel Smith had sent out Request for Proposals for legal services and Rick Brown, Director of Planning and Development had sent out Request for Proposals for engineering services, and they presented their recommendation to the Council.  Representatives from each of the recommended firms were present to review their qualifications and answer any questions.  The Council was uncomfortable with accepting the proposals without hearing from the developers, who were not present at the meeting.  These fees could be substantial and the Council wanted to make sure that all parties involved were fully aware of the impact.  It was stressed that we need an open process with the developers.  The Council directed that the contracts would not be signed by the Acting City Manager until a letter was sent to the developers informing them that these consultants had been selected, and what the estimated costs of the services would be.  The contracts should not be executed until feedback has been received from the developers to ensure that they understand the expectations.

Resolution #2008-118:

Councilmember-at-Large White-Hamilton read the following Resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

WHEREAS, The City Council has issued a positive declaration for the proposed rezoning of the Lakefront Planned Unit Development; and


WHEREAS, the size, scope, and extent of this project has caused the City to be in need of professional services to advise the City Council during the State Environmental Quality Review (SEQR) process; and


WHEREAS, the Director of Planning and Development has solicited proposals from qualified engineering firms and has reviewed these proposals; and

WHEREAS, the Acting City Manager and the Director of Planning and Development have recommended that LaBella Associates, P.C. provide these services; and


WHEREAS, LaBella Associates, P.C. has agreed to provide consultant engineering services for the SEQR on the proposed Lakefront Planned Unit Development project. 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the Acting City Manager is authorized to execute a Professional Services Agreement with LaBella Associates, P.C.; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that all charges and fees related to performance under this Agreement shall be charged to the Developer of the project pursuant to State Law and Municipal Code §850-124(B)(3).

Vote Result: Carried unanimously (6-0) by roll call vote.

WHEREAS, the size, scope, and extent of this project has caused the City to be in need of professional services to advise the City Council during the State Environmental Quality Review (SEQR) process; and
