· The City Council thanked outgoing Fire Chief Matt Snyder for all he has done for the City during the past three years.  They thanked him for the difficult job of guiding the fire department through a major transition.
· Volunteers from Colony Caregivers, an organization that helps feral, stray and abandoned cats have a better life talked to the Council about their organization.

· Cynthia HSU, resident of Geneva and a member of the Finger Lakes Airways Coalition, Inc talked about the issues surrounding a municipal sewer plant accepting leachate from the County.  The organization is going to ask the City of Geneva to incorporate certain standards  to remove some of the toxic elements before accepting any leachate.
· Jeff Blodgett, owner of the Uniform Shop on Main St. asked about the NYSEG project that will happen this spring.  NYSEG will be fixing gas lines along main street and will be digging up the sidewalk and he heard that they will be replacing the concrete with grass.  Mr. Blodgett was informed that there will be a discussion on this issue at the Environmental Committee meeting on Tuesday night at the Hurley Building.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER

TO EXECUTE AN AGREEMENT WITH ONTARIO COUNTY FOR THE SERVICES OF AN INTERIM FIRE CHIEF


WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua is in the process of interviewing candidates to fill the position of Fire Chief; and

WHEREAS, it would be detrimental to the Fire Department and to the City for the position of Fire Chief to remain vacant while a search is being conducted; and


WHEREAS, the County in recognition of this need is willing to provide such services through its Department of Human Resources on a temporary basis; and


WHEREAS, the County has a duly qualified individual, specifically Sherman Manchester, the County’s Safety Coordinator, who shall, for the duration of the agreement, be assigned to the City, and perform the duties of Fire Chief; and

WHEREAS, the County Board of Supervisors has or shall duly enact, prior to execution of the Agreement, a resolution passed by a majority vote of its members, authorizing its County Administrator to enter into this contract with the City.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the Manager is authorized to execute an Agreement with Ontario County for a term of 30 days, with an option to extend for an additional 30 days. 

AND, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City shall be responsible for reimbursing the County for all wages and benefits of Sherman Manchester paid by the County and such funds shall be paid from the Fire Department’s budget in the General Fund.
