Mayor Polimeni called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

Councilmember Terwilliger reviewed the Community Core Values.

Councilmember Rivet moved approval of the minutes of the Regular Meeting and the Public Hearing of January 6, 2005.   Councilmember Nixon seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.

Recognition of Guests:
Mayor Polimeni recognized a student in the audience.

Committee Reports:
Councilmember Shipley reported that the Planning Committee would meet on February 1st.

Councilmember Russell reported that the Finance Committee would meet on February 8th.

Councilmember Rivet reported that the Ordinance Committee met January 13th and discussed lakefront redevelopment, boathouses and whether or not to amend the ordinance regarding those, and garage setbacks for detached single-family homes.  The committee decided to have a special meeting at the Hurley Building on January 27, 2005 at 7 p.m. to review lakefront zoning. 

 Councilmember Nixon reported that the Environmental Committee met January 18th and discussed street lighting on North Pleasant and Granger Street, North Bloomfield speed humps, and crosswalks on Main Street.  The DOT will provide several bumpouts on Main Street crossings and a pedestrian crossing signal at Parrish and Main Street as well as visually impaired signs at crosswalks.  The committee also discussed the March of Dimes Walk.  The next meeting will be held on February 15 to discuss downtown parking.

Mr. Cole reported that things were going well with the Downtown BID and that they have advertised for the part-time downtown manager position.

Ordinances:

Councilmember Rivet moved to lift from the table ORDINANCE #2005-001, AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 8.12 OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE CITY OF CANANDAIGUA,ENTITLED “SOLID WASTE” RELATIVE TO CANS OR RECEPTACLES AND VIOLATIONS, ENFORCEMENT PROCEDURES, AND PENALTIES. (Originally introduced at the January 6th Council Meeting)   Councilmember Fenti seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.

Councilmember Rivet moved to amend the ordinance under Sec. 2. B. Enforcement procedure (2) by striking the words “unregistered motor vehicles” in the last sentence of the paragraph.  Councilmember Fenti seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.

Councilmember Rivet moved adoption of Ordinance #2005-001 as amended.  Councilmember Fenti seconded the motion, carried unanimously by roll call vote.

Councilmember Rivet moved to lift from the table ORDINANCE #2005-002,AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 2.36 OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE OF THE CITY OF CANANDAIGUA, ENTITLED “REGULATION OF COMMERCIAL OUTDOOR COOKING AND SALE OF BARBEQUED MEAT” RELATIVE TO THE GRANTING OF PERMITS. (Originally introduced at the January 6th Council Meeting)  Councilmember Fenti seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.

Councilmember Rivet moved adoption of Ordinance #2005-002.  Councilmember Fenti seconded the motion, carried unanimously by roll call vote.

Local Laws:

Councilmember Rivet moved to lift from the table LOCAL LAW NO. 1, 2005, A LOCAL LAW AUTHORIZING THE CITY COUNCIL TO LEASE SPACE ON THE CITY'S NORTH MAIN STREET WATER TOWER FOR UP TO 25 YEARS, FOR TELECOMMUNICATIONS FACILITIES AND/OR INFORMATION TECHNOLOGY EQUIPMENT. (Originally introduced at the January 6th Council Meeting)   Councilmember Fenti seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.

Councilmember Rivet moved adoption of Local Law No. 1, 2005.  Councilmember Fenti seconded the motion, carried unanimously by roll call vote.

Presentation of Communications:
Mayor Polimeni read a letter that she received from the New York State Office of Real Property Services advising that the City of Canandaigua has qualified for an Excellence Award in Equity.

Manager’s Report:
Mr. Cole advised that letters were sent out today to residents about the snow removal from sidewalks ordinance.  He said that letters also would be sent to residents near Baker Park advising that the playground equipment would be replaced.

Miscellaneous:
There was some discussion about the City Council meeting schedule.

Councilmember Rivet made a motion to cancel the second regularly scheduled meeting of February 17th, and hold one meeting on February 3rd.  Councilmember Fenti seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.

Mayor Polimeni advised that there would be a work session after the Council meeting.

Councilmember Rivet moved to adjourn at 7:55 p.m.  Councilmember Fenti seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.
