Recognition of Guests:  
· 7:08:08 PM Jo Ann O’Brien, 4591 Misty Hill Drive, Canandaigua  talked about the  sludge that is accepted into the Wastewater Treatment Facility from Ontario County landfill and possible hydrofracking waste placed in the landfill.  Although the Ontario County landfill does not accept hazardous waste, the waste from hydrofracking is not considered hazardous waste.  Encouraged City Council to ban industrial waste at the landfill and not accept is at the Wastewater Treatment Facility.  Committee of the whole will meet on Thursday to go over landfill expansion.

Committee Reports:  
Environmental:  Councilmember-at-Large Reston reported that the Environmental Committee met on January 10, 2012 and submitted the following minutes:

1.  Downtown Dumpster Farms

The committee discussed the two dumpsters for the Mill Street and Bristol Street merchants. City staff has met with the merchants and members of the BID and they have negotiated an agreeable solution to the problem of maintenance and cleanliness of these sites.  The City has agreed to enter into a lease agreement with the Bristol Street merchants.  The City would lease the underlying parking spaces to them and maintain the dumpster for the merchants. The merchants will pay a fixed monthly cost for this service.  With respect to the Mill Street enclosure, there is only one merchant who is interested in using a city dumpster.  The City has agreed to negotiate a lease agreement with that merchant, and they would be responsible for their own waste removal and maintenance of the site.  


There was no vote taken on this subject.  The committee approved city staff actions.

2. Bulk Item Collection Options

The committee discussed a proposal from member David Winter, Ward 2 for bulk item collection services.  The proposal would require residents to purchase tags for their items from the City.  Certain groups of items would be priced at particular rates. The City would pick-up these bulk items at curbside once a year (likely in the spring). The City would allow items to be placed curbside at least one week in advance.  This would permit other city residents to pick-up those bulk items for free.  This would encourage recycling of these bulk items.  This project would potentially replace the “Free to a Good Home” project that was started last year.  City staff will review this proposal and return at the February committee meeting to discuss it further.

There was no vote taken on this subject.

3. Atwater Meadows Shoreline Project

The City has been engaged in efforts to stabilize the shoreline at Atwater Meadows for several years.  The permit application for the project was submitted to the DEC and it is hoped that work can begin on the project this winter.  Kevin Olvany, Watershed Program Manager is coordinating this effort. Plans have been made to gain access to the requisite properties and ensure delivery of materials to the site.  The committee reviewed the SEQR assessment form for the project.  After review, it was decided that the City, as lead agency, would submit a negative declaration of the environmental impacts of the project to DEC. 

The committee voted 3:0 to approve the SEQR assessment form as presented for this project.  

4. Sensible Salting Policy

The sensible salting policy, implemented by the DPW, was reviewed by the committee.  Under the policy, only roads with a 3% or greater grade receive salting after a snowfall.  Other heavily traveled roads and areas surrounding the schools, hospitals and downtown businesses also receive salt.  There was some discussion of the need to review certain roads in the City which residents have reported to be slippery.  The DPW and the police have the ability to add roadways for salting.   

There was no vote taken on this subject.  The committee reviewed this policy which has been operational for a few years.

5. SEQR for the DOT land at Rtes 5 & 20 and Route 332

The City has applied for a Use and Occupancy Permit for the lands owned by the DOT at the intersections of 5 & 20 and 332.  The City intends to develop a park there to feature a centennial statute and signage for local events.  The committee reviewed the SEQR assessment form for this project.  After review, it was decided that the City, as lead agency, would submit a negative declaration of the environmental impacts of the project to DEC. 

The committee voted 3:0 to approve the SEQR assessment form as presented for this project.  

6. Streetscape Renovation Project
The committee discussed the streetscape renovation project.  It was decided that preliminary designs from the landscape architect would be presented at the next committee meeting, with consideration of the $585,000 allocated for this project.  The City has received a grant from the Environmental Facilities Corporation in the amount of $385,000.  The City has budgeted $200,000 for this project as well.  The Environmental Facilities Corporation is required to approve any designs for this project.  There is also a desire to form a fundraising committee to raise funds for this project from residents and interested businesses.  The committee was interested in discussing a phased approach to the project, given the size of the project and the amount of funding available this year.


It was decided that the landscape architect would present his designs at the next committee of the whole meeting, which will be reviewed by the council and interested members of the public.  A tentative schedule for commencement of the project will be discussed at that time.

Finance:  Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met on January 24, 2012 and submitted the following minutes: 

1. Multi-Year Financial Projections

City Manager James and Assistant City Manager White reviewed General Fund budget projections through 2014.  Assumptions included annual increases of 2.5% for salaries and 5% for benefits and materials, 1.5% annual increase in sales tax revenue, $500K allocated annually to capital reserves for equipment/vehicle purchases, and no fund balance carryover into 2013 or 2014.  Estimates suggest the need to raise the property tax levy by about $1.1MM between now and 2014 in order to balance the budget.  The estimates are dependent on whether we decide to keep or abolish the three additional firefighter positions covered temporarily by our 2011-2013 SAFER grant.  A few of the numbers were questioned and staff will resolve those questions prior to the next Finance Committee meeting.          

Action Taken: No action was necessary.  This was an information-only topic.  The information, however, will cause us to consider additional cost-cutting initiatives as we approach the 2013 budget preparation process later this year.

2. Police Department 2011 Report

Police Chief Welch reviewed 2011 department goals and results.  In general, activity was up in 2011 compared to 2009-2010.  Staffing levels have remained constant following a decrease a few years ago.  

Action Taken: No action was necessary.  This was an information-only topic.  

3. Replacement of Retiring Police Officer
Police Chief Welch reviewed staffing needs in light of an upcoming retirement.  He stressed the need to replace the position and explained his case.  Such a decision does not require Council approval, as it is the City Manager's responsibility to make that decision.  The position is fully funded in the 2012 General Fund budget.  The Council, however, did ask the City Manager to review with Council openings that may occur during the year prior to filling such positions.  

Action Taken: A straw poll of the eight Council members in attendance showed support for filling the position.  The City Manager will take that into account when making her decision.

4. Responding to Code C EMS Calls

City Manager James and Fire Chief Marantette reviewed the Chief's decision to reinstate responding to C-level EMS calls in addition to the current policy of responding to D and E-level calls.  This decision is driven by the similar severity of C and D calls and NY State's new policy of requiring C-level response as a requirement for training cost reimbursement.  It was noted that total department expenses would not be expected to increase measurably as a result of this impending change.  The new policy will go into effect February 1.

Action Taken: No action was necessary.  This was an information-only topic.  However, Council members present asked the Chief to minimize the use of the ladder truck on such calls in order to minimize wear and tear on this very expensive piece of equipment.

5. Intermunicipal Agreement with School District

City Manager James and City Attorney Smith reviewed a draft agreement with the school district that would allow the City to be reimbursed for emergency water main repair work on school district property.  Although the City and school district often perform tasks for each other without reimbursement, this situation involved additional out-of-pocket expense for the City in the form of overtime.  Total cost is about $2,400.

Action Taken: Committee approved 4:0 that the City Manager enter into such an agreement with the Canandaigua City School District.  This item, in the form of a resolution, will be considered by the full Council at its next meeting on February 9.

Planning:  Councilmember, Ward 4 Wade  reported that the Planning Committee met on February 7, 2012 and submitted the following minutes:
1. Peter Fairweather presented thoroughly researched, well developed draft of the Economic Development Strategic Plan. 

a. Some Highlights:

i. The City has a relatively strong competitive position in terms of assets but is not performing to its full potential.

ii. Canandaigua needs to develop partnerships with many resources and become more proactive to remain strong.

iii. Canandaigua has opportunities in 3 sectors: 

1. Retail/ Tourism

2. Manufacturing and Business Services

3. Health Care

b. Overall recommendations:

i. Establish a position of Economic Developer who would take the lead in initiating, coordinating and monitoring the individual elements of economic development laid out in the plan and an Advisory Council

ii. Provide Business Retention & Expansion Services for firms located within the city.  80% of new jobs come from existing businesses

iii. Use economic tools such as PILOT agreements to help develop or redevelop sites

iv. Work with the Canandaigua Chamber of commerce and the BID to promote business to business opportunities

v. Focus on the quality of life issues to build a competitive advantage for Canandaigua

c. Detailed 3 year Implementation Timeline

d. Next steps: the strategic Plan will be reviewed in the Finance Committee meeting Tuesday Feb   and Mr. Fairweather will be in attendance for discussion of the Plan next Planning meeting Tuesday March 6th.

e. Mr. Fairweather’s Strategic Plan can be reviewed in full beginning next week at canandaigua.Ning.com or by going to the city website: Canandaiguanewyork.gov and clicking on the link on the right hand side titled Economic Development Plan Website .

2. Second agenda item:  Several budget amendments to 2011 budget were presented and recommended for approval at tonight’s council meeting.

3. Third agenda item: Our 2 safer grants are expiring in 2013, Chief Marantette has found another safer grant he would like to apply for.  This grant would basically extend the benefits we have from our existing grants an additional 2 years.  The grant is at no cost to the city.  The planning committee voted unanimously to support the submission of this new safer grant.
Committee of the Whole – Mayor Polimeni reported that the Committee of the Whole met on January 31, 2012 and discussed the following:

· Main Street Streetscape

· Strategic Plan Update
Chamber of Commerce – Alison Grems, President/CEO of the Chamber of Commerce gave a report to the Council on coming events.
BID – Liz Winter gave a report  and stated that the annual meeting will be held February 29, 2012 and they are working on the 2012 capital projects and events.

Watershed – Mayor Polimeni reported that the Watershed Committee met on February 7, 2012 and had presentation on hydrofracking and what a community should do to enact a moratorium.

No person shall operate a bicycle in the Skatepark at Jefferson Memorial Park unless such person is wearing a helmet meeting the standards of the American National Standards Institute (ANSI Z 90.4 bicycle helmet standards) or the Snell Memorial Foundation's Standards for Protective Headgear for Use in Bicycling.

§ 271-2.  Helmets required for persons operating skateboards, and scooters and rollerblades.  

No person under age 16 shall operate a skateboard or scooter unless such person is wearing a helmet meeting the standards of the American National Standards Institute (ANSI Z 90.4 bicycle helmet standards) or the Snell Memorial Foundation's Standards for Protective Headgear for Use in Bicycling.  

A.
No person shall operate a skateboard, scooter or rollerblades in the Skatepark at Jefferson Memorial Park unless such person is wearing a helmet meeting the standards of the American National Standards Institute (ANSI Z 90.4 bicycle helmet standards) or the Snell Memorial Foundation's Standards for Protective Headgear for Use in Bicycling.

SECTION 2.  
This ordinance shall take effect thirty (30) days from its adoption.
