Mayor Polimeni called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

Councilmember Shipley reviewed the Community Core Values.

Councilmember Rivet moved approval of the minutes of the Regular Meeting and the Public Hearing of January 20, 2005.   Councilmember Fenti seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.

Recognition of Guests:
Kris Nielson-Key, Project Director of the Carriage Project, gave an update on two-summer programs for 2005. The first would be a summer history camp for  kids 12+ called ‘Living Our History” 1780-1820.  This would be a week long, hands on approach to history.  The second program would be a ‘Heritage Day’ celebration on the courthouse lawn.  This is designed to bring the entire community together to celebrate early history and would include food, music, dancing and entertainment along with a potluck picnic featuring period recipes.  Ms. Neilson presented a brochure (Attachment A) and photographs.  No date yet has been set for these events.

Councilmember Terwilliger pointed out that heritage is one of the City’s Core Values, stating that he was very excited about the festivities Ms. Neilson is planning.  Councilmember Terwilliger said that the community is fortunate to have leaders like Ms. Neilson.

Committee Reports:
Councilmember Shipley reported that the Planning Committee met on February 1st, and discussed the Commons project, and that fund-raising would be required.  The next phase of construction will begin after the winter season.  Sal Pietropaolo was present at the committee meeting and reported on the concept mapping and planning that would take place soon.  The committee listened to an update of a condominium project proposed for Lakeshore Drive by Glen Houle, other members of his family, and an architect.  The proposed plan is for a 7-story structure, which may not be possible.  The City would like input from residents on this project.  The committee recommended to Council that changes to the Strategic Plan be approved.  Rick Brown briefed the committee on tax credits available relative to historic structures.  The next meeting will be held on March 1st.

Mayor Polimeni pointed out that information regarding historical structure tax incentives is available on the City’s website.

Councilmember Seager reported that the Finance Committee would meet February 8th at the Hurley Building regarding the United Way Day of Caring policy, a provisional fire captain position and proposed projects to be funded through the 2005 bond issue.

Councilmember Nixon reported that the Environmental Committee would meet on February 15th and hope to have Chief McCarthy present regarding pedestrian safety issues on Main Street, and ways to make it safer.   There will also be an update on Youth Council, lighting on Granger Street, and downtown parking will also be discussed.

Councilmember Rivet reported that the Ordinance Committee met on January 27th and discussed lakefront potential rezoning, building height and inclusion of a right-of-way behind whatever construction takes place on the street front.  The next meeting is February 10th with three items on the agenda; a rezoning request in Thompson estates, a request to regulate the chaining of dogs, and a proposal to mandate garage setbacks.  They are also proposing a second meeting on February 24th at the Hurley Building to continue workshop discussions regarding lakefront zoning.

Councilmember Russell reported that the Youth Council will meet on February 7th at the Wood Library with a full agenda highlighted by the recruitment process to replace some of the students who are seniors this year.  

Mayor Polimeni reported that the Watershed Council met and Kevin Olvaney showed an award that was received for all who had worked on the Watershed Council.

Councilmember Fenti read a resolution and moved its adoption.  Councilmember Rivet seconded the motion, carried unanimously by roll call vote.

RESOLUTION #2005-011
A RESOLUTION AWARDING A CONSTRUCTION CONTRACT 
FOR THE COMMONS PARK


WHEREAS, the design of The Commons Park (formerly known as the Mini Park) has been completed; and


WHEREAS, competitive bids were sought and received to construct the first phase of The Commons Park Project; and


WHEREAS, the loan bid received was rejected due to substantial costs beyond the engineers estimate; and


WHEREAS, a contract for the construction of the stage portion of the project has been negotiated with Mike Cutri Construction for $15,000.00 (a sum that is approximately one third the original bid amount); and


WHEREAS, the City Manager and the Public Works Director recommend a contract award to Mike Cutri Construction; and 

WHEREAS, adequate funding for this contract is included in the 2005 Recreation and Culture Capital Budget;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a contract with Mike Cutri Construction, 231 Saltonstall Street, Canandaigua, New York, 14424 in the amount of $15,000.00 for the purpose of constructing the stage at The Commons Park.

Councilmember Fenti thanked Councilmember Seager who suggested Mike Cutri, stating that it was a very good suggestion.

Councilmember Russell read a resolution and moved its adoption.  Councilmember Fenti seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.

Resolution #2005-012

A RESOLUTION GRANTING PERMISSION FOR 

THE MARCH OF DIMES TO CONDUCT A FUNDRAISER WALK

WHEREAS, The March of Dimes is planning to conduct a walk to raise money for their organization on Sunday April 24, 2005; and


WHEREAS, the organizers have requested City permission to conduct the walk along City sidewalks, beginning and concluding at Sonnenberg Park; and


WHEREAS, City Staff have reviewed the request and recommend its approval conditioned upon the organizers providing traffic monitors at every intersection along the walk route; and


WHEREAS, the City Council Environmental Committee reviewed and approved the request at their January 18, 2005 meeting; and

WHEREAS, the organizers of the March of Dimes Fundraiser walk must meet the insurance requirements of the City of Canandaigua for this event;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that permission is granted to conduct a March of Dimes Walk on April 24, 2005 provided the organizers supply traffic monitors, required insurance and under other such terms and conditions as the City Manager may require; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that because concerns have been raised about the level of noise from the Public Address system, the organizers must take care that the amplification of announcements and music do not create a noise disturbance for the neighbors in the Sonnenberg Park area.

Councilmember Terwilliger read a resolution and moved its adoption. Councilmember Rivet seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.

A RESOLUTION APPOINTING JAMES D. BANCROFT

WHEREAS, the City Council has received an application from the Canandaigua Fire Department for appointment of James D. Bancroft to said Department as a Volunteer  and

Mr. Cole reported that anyone interested in participating in a focus group regarding what type of playground equipment they would like to see for Baker Park, should contact his office.  The meeting will be scheduled for late February or early March.

Mr. Cole advised that he spoke with a representative New York State Electric & Gas who reported that they will be replacing lines on Adelaide Avenue, Bristol, Chapin, Scotland, Pleasant, Niagara and Saltonstall Streets.

Miscellaneous:
Councilmember Fenti thanked Mr. Cole for having the Kershaw Park sidewalks plowed, stating that residents appreciate it.  He also reported that 92-98% of residents have been shoveling their walks since the city sent out reminder letters about the ordinance.

Councilmember Fenti said that hopefully the article in the Daily Messenger about the proposed condominiums on the lakefront will urge residents to offer their input on that project.

Councilmember Seager moved to close the regular meeting and go into executive session at 8:00 p.m. to discuss a personnel issue and contract negotiations.  Councilmember Nixon seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.

Councilmember Rivet moved to close the executive session and return to the regular meeting at 8:44 p.m.  Councilmember Seager seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.

Councilmember Rivet moved to adjourn at 8:445 p.m.  Councilmember Nixon seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.
