Committee Reports:  
Environmental:  Councilmember-at-Large Reston reported that the Environmental Committee met on March 13, 2012 and reported the following:

1. Special Event Applications

The committee reviewed the special event application of the Polar Plunge which is scheduled to take place on April 15, 2012 at Kershaw Park.  The event was reviewed and discussed.  There was no need to vote on the event because it is a reoccurring event.

2. Review of the Turf Management Policy for all City-Maintained Property

The committee reviewed the turf management policy for all city maintained property. A lengthy discussion followed regarding the use of pesticides and fertilizers.  The concept of Pesticide Sunset Laws was introduced.  These laws are being passed in other municipalities.  These laws require municipalities to gradually prohibit the use of pesticides on municipal properties.  

The committee voted 3:1 to request that staff review similar Pesticide Sunset legislation and report back to the committee at the next monthly meeting.

3. Resolution calling for the voluntary non-use of pesticides and fertilizers on private property

This possible resolution was discussed by the committee in an effort to promote public education about the dangers of pesticide use.  A lengthy discussion followed about the need for the committee to engage in public education efforts to encourage private citizens to refrain from pesticide use on their properties

The committee voted 3:0 to continue this discussion at the next monthly meeting of the committee.

Ordinance: Councilmember, Ward 1 Whitcomb reported that the Ordinance Committee met on March 20, 2012 and discussed the following:

· Regulations/signage for the skatepark
· Proposed pesticide ban ordinance
Finance: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met on March 27, 2012 and submitted the following minutes: 

1. Library Tax Proposal

Wood Library Interim Director Jenny Goodemote and Board President Peggy Kane reviewed a request made to the Canandaigua City School District Board of Education to place a community-based funding proposal to help fund Wood Library operations on the May 15 school budget vote ballot.  If passed, the proposal would raise $600K annually for the library through a district-wide property tax of about 29 cents/thousand assessed valuation.  It would also allow the City to reduce to zero the library General Fund budget line item, which for 2012 is about $148K.  The speakers noted that the school board preferred a separate vote date and is targeting July 17 for the library vote.  Finance Chair Terwilliger disclosed that he is a member of the library board and did not participate in the discussion during/following the presentation.      

Action Taken: None.  This was an information-only topic.

2. Funding an Economic Developer Position

This was a discussion item undertaken in anticipation of adopting the plan developed by Fairweather Consulting at the April 5 City Council meeting.  Most of the discussion centered around the scope of the initiative, the model we might choose to create a director position or function, and whether it will be full or part time.  It was noted that the 2012 General Fund budget already contains a $30,350 allocation to support such a position to jump-start the work.  It was also suggested that the hotel occupancy tax might be a dedicated source of revenue to help fund this effort.      

Action Taken: None.  The funding mechanism will be readdressed once the plan is adopted and the implementation model chosen.  

3. 111 North Street Tax Sale
City Manager James updated Finance Committee on a request from Pownal Development Corporation to acquire the former Meridian property on North Street through our foreclosure process.  The property is abandoned and is burdened with environmental contamination issues.  Pownal's interest is to acquire, perform clean up, and return the property to productive use.  While Committee would like to see this happen, there was reluctance to move ahead prior to learning more about Pownal and its history.  The concern is the potential for the City to end up owning the property and its associated environmental issues if Pownal does not follow through during the foreclosure process.

While Pownal did provide some information requested at the last Finance Committee meeting, there are still holes in our understanding and Committee was not comfortable moving ahead.  

Action Taken: Committee asked that Mr. Exman from Pownal attend the next Finance Committee meeting to explain the terms the company is seeking in any agreement with the City in this matter.  In addition, City staff was asked to research a sampling of Pownal projects in New York State from both a technical and financial perspective.  Staff was also asked to check with the NYS DEC to determine if a Phase 1 study had already been done on the property.

4. Additions to Fee Schedule

City Manager James requested that Committee approve an amendment to the City fee schedule to include changes in the bulk item removal program.  These changes and associated fees had been reviewed at a previous (non-finance) committee meeting.  

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of the amended fee schedule.

5. Technology Fund Amendments

City Manager James reviewed anticipated demands being placed on City finances driven by unfunded Federal/NYS/County mandates to replace the City's police radio equipment with new technology.  Cost is estimated to be about $90K.  It was suggested by Ms. James that the Technology Fund, currently at about $340K, would be a reasonable source of funds.  It was also stated that staff is considering the purchase of inexpensive e-tablets, through state contracts, for Council members and senior management as a way to reduce significant ongoing copying and paper costs associated with Council business.   

Action Taken: None.  This was an information-only topic.  

6. NYCLASS Participation Resolution
City Manager James requested that Committee approve amendments to the New York Cooperative Liquid Assets Securities System Municipal Cooperation Agreement.  The amendments are necessary to reflect a change in the way the system is managed.  The City currently has about $10K invested through this program.  

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, authorization for the City Manager to adopt amendments to the agreement.

7. Trail Project
Councilmember Taylor reviewed a project he has been spearheading to clean up and generally improve the trail pathway between Main Street and Pleasant Street adjacent to the train tracks.  The project will likely require in-kind City labor but no out-of-pocket costs.  Volunteer labor is also anticipated.

Action Taken: Committee was generally favorable and asked Mr. Taylor to return with a concrete plan

Planning:  Councilmember, Ward 4 Wade  reported that the Planning Committee met on March 6, 2012 and April 3, 2012 and discussed the following items:
Item #1 – Economic Strategic Plan – Adoption and Implementation


Mr. Peter Fairweather has attended the last 2 meetings listening to Council’s and the public’s concerns and answering questions.  This past Tuesday Mr. Fairweather presented the final draft of the plan incorporating our feedback.  


Council made one suggestion we change the verbiage for Year 1 Action plan from “The city hire an Economic Development Director” to “An Economic Developer position will be created” as we are not sure exactly where this position will reside but are all in agreement with Mr. Fairweather that it is crucial for the continued growth of our city this position be created and implemented.

The Canandaigua Chamber of Commerce announced they are in full support of this plan and have agreed to assist in the implementation of the Economic Plan.


The Planning committee voted 4 – 0 to recommend the Economic Development plan for approval to council.

On   May 1, 2012 –7PM at the Ewing Family Community Room, second Floor - Wood Library, Mr. Fairweather will be presenting the Canandaigua Economic Strategic Plan to the public.  We hope to have many people turn out to see the plan and ask Many questions.  We are looking forward to partnering with our residents and other groups to strengthen our economy and help Canandaigua Area continue to grow!

Ms. Winter will be leaving her position as BID President April 30th to take a new position with the chamber of commerce.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 271 OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE ENTITLED “BICYCLES, SKATEBOARDS, SCOOTERS AND SKATES” 
Be it enacted by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua as follows:

SECTION 1.
Chapter 271 “Bicycles, Skateboards, Scooters and Skates” is hereby amended to add the following:

§ 271-1.  Bicycle helmets required for certain persons.  

D.
No person less than 16 years of age shall operate a bicycle in the Skatepark at Jefferson Memorial Park unless such person is wearing a helmet meeting the standards of the American National Standards Institute (ANSI Z 90.4 bicycle helmet standards) or the Snell Memorial Foundation's Standards for Protective Headgear for Use in Bicycling.

§ 271-2.  Helmets required for persons operating skateboards, and scooters and rollerblades.  

No person under age 16 shall operate a skateboard or scooter unless such person is wearing a helmet meeting the standards of the American National Standards Institute (ANSI Z 90.4 bicycle helmet standards) or the Snell Memorial Foundation's Standards for Protective Headgear for Use in Bicycling.  

A.
No person less than 16 years of age shall operate a skateboard, scooter or rollerblades in the Skatepark at Jefferson Memorial Park unless such person is wearing a helmet meeting the standards of the American National Standards Institute (ANSI Z 90.4 bicycle helmet standards) or the Snell Memorial Foundation's Standards for Protective Headgear for Use in Bicycling.

SECTION 2.  
This ordinance shall take effect thirty (30) days from its adoption.
