Mayor Polimeni held a moment of silence for Mike Gelinas, a former Councilmember who passed away last week.  He was very active in the community.
Mayor Polimeni also mentioned that Frank Blancke, from FLTV is very ill and needs to be kept in our thoughts and prayers.
Councilmember, Ward 4 Wade is returning from out of town and not present at the meeting.

Review Core Values:   Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger  read the Community Core Values: As residents, city staff and appointed & elected officials of the City of Canandaigua, our decisions and actions will be guided by these core values: Responsive, Participatory Governance; Caring & Respect; Integrity; Heritage; Stewardship; and Continuous Improvement.

Public Hearing: Public Hearing on Local Law 2011-003: An Ordinance Amending the Zoning Ordinance Relative to the Storage of Boats and Recreational Vehicles.

Mayor Polimeni  called the public hearing to order at 7:10 PM

Councilmember, Ward 1 Whitcomb stated that this ordinance will remain on the table.

No one was present to speak on the ordinance.

Mayor Polimeni closed the public hearing at 7:11 PM.

Recognition of Guests:  

· Andy Zepp – Executive Director of the Finger Lakes Land Trust a gave a presentation.

· Jonathan Caves from Troop 29 working on his communication badge.

· Ed Varno, Director of the Ontario County Historical Society explained that the historical district information that was previously in three ring binders and are now in 15 new binders in plastic sleeves.  He also told about a new exhibit at the museum opening May 20th on pictures of Canandaigua in 1858.  A grant was used to develop internet webinars on early Canandaigua history.
Committee Reports:  
Environmental:  Councilmember-at-Large Reston reported that the Environmental Committee met on March 8, 2011 and reported the following:

1. Special Events Applications
Several special event applications were approved at this meeting namely,  the Canandaigua Freezfest, Walk for Woods,  and Memorial Day Parade.   All of these events were approved by a vote of 4:0.  The Finger Lakes Riesling Festival was approved by a vote of 3:1 with Karen White opposed to the application.

2. Storm Water Training by Edith Davey
Edith Davey presented a very thorough and comprehensive training on storm water issues in our area.  She presented important information on methods for the containment of run off waters, especially on construction sites and development areas in our city.  She pointed out methods that were not successful in capturing storm water run off and educated us on the proper processes that should be employed.  It was helpful education as to the detrimental impact that storm water can have on our fresh water in this area.  We have an incredible resource here in the quantity of fresh water in this area.  Methods used  to preserve our fresh water  in this area are essential. 

There was no vote taken on this subject.

3. Swap Shop Discussion:
We continue to discuss possible locations for the swap shop within the city.  We are still looking for a good location that could be made available to us on a long term basis.

There was no vote taken on this subject.
Councilmember-at-Large Reston reported that the Environmental Committee met on March 29, 2011 and reported the following:

1. Wastewater treatment of waterwater from gas drilling
Will Clarke of the Wastewater Treatment Facility spoke to committee about the facility’s processes and policies regarding hydrofracking wastewater.  An informative discussion ensued and community residents had the ability to participate in the discussion.  It was been the policy of the City’s facility to not accept this wastewater since 2009.  The committee voted 4:0 to approve a motion that Council consider a resolution prohibiting the City’s facility from accepting wastewater from gas drilling operations.   The policy would not be changed without further action by council in the future.

2. Dedication of the Sewer Lines at Villas at Cheshire Glen
The committee voted 4:0  to approve a resolution for council’s consideration to accept the dedication of the new sewer main system on the south side of Western Blvd. that connects the Villas development on Middle Cheshire Road to the City sewer system.

3. Dedication of the water main line at Thompson Hospital
The committee voted 4:0  to approve a resolution for council’s consideration to accept the dedication of the new water line that had to be relocated as part of the Thompson Hospital expansion.

4. 2010 Water Quality Report
We received the water quality report  for 2010 by Tim Curtin.  The quality of our water is good and there does not appear to be any concerning trends of increasing levels of harmful chemicals in our drinking water.  The report will be mailed to all city residents shortly.

Ordinance:  Councilmember, Ward 1 Whitcomb reported that the Ordinance Committee met on March 15, 2011 and discussed the following:

· SEQR for Uniform Docking  & Moorings Law
· SEQR for Ordinance 2011-003 (boat storage)

· Parking restrictions for Fire Station lot

Finance:  Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met on March 22, 2011 and submitted the following report:

1. Bonding for Capital Projects

City Clerk/Treasurer and Charles Bastian from bpd Municipal Finance reviewed a draft plan for the $16,985,500 financing of planned capital projects.  The projects include City Hall exterior renovations, the reconstruction of three City streets, resurfacing of Coy Street parking lot, reconstruction of our Waste Water Treatment Plant, and reconstruction/replacement of water distribution and sewer lines.  Included in the draft plan is a maturity schedule for each project which is generally 1/2 the maximum period allowed, saving on future interest payments.  The plan will be refined and returned for Council action as the projects unfold.

Action Taken: Council action was not required.  This was an information-only topic.

2. Banner Policy and Invoice to Downtown Merchants Association
City Attorney Smith reviewed the recently-adopted resolution and associated policies and regulations dealing with the display of banners/signs on City property.  In particular, Aimee Ward and Scott Mackey spoke on behalf of the Merchants Association and expressed their surprise receiving a $675 bill from the City for the City's labor in installing downtown banners purchased by the Association and donated to the City.  Council members expressed similar surprise.  Ms. Smith indicated that the City cannot distinguish between certain not-for-profit and for-profit organizations in terms of supplying City labor for installing and uninstalling such banners/signs.  

After much discussion, it was concluded that the City could provide City-funded labor related to donations of signs/banners from a City-sponsored organization such as the Business Improvement District (BID).  Council requested that staff develop language that would formalize this arrangement and allow for Merchants Association donations of signs/banners through the BID to the City.  Revised policies and regulations will then be reviewed by the Ordinance Committee prior to adoption.

Ms. Ward and Mr. Mackey requested that the original charge of $675 be waived.  After City Attorney Smith indicated that this cannot be done retroactively, Council members agreed to fund payment of this bill from their personal funds through donations for this purpose to the City. 

3. Temporary, Part-Time Public Works Director Position

City Manager James and City Attorney Smith reviewed a proposal to employ retiring Public Works Director Loy on a part-time basis for a limited period of time for the sole purpose of overseeing a number of capital projects being undertaken this summer.  Ms. James indicated that the City had approached Mr. Loy for this assignment, given his 35 years of experience with the City and these types of projects.  It was further stated that keeping Mr. Loy on the payroll part-time for a limited time period was a much-less cumbersome arrangement vs. hiring him as an independent contractor.

Action Taken: Committee approved 3:1 to recommend to Council the hiring of Mr. Loy for the sole purpose of overseeing our major capital projects this summer at $50/hour with no benefits, cell phone, or car, at an average of 19 hours/week or less for a period not to exceed 3 moths.

4. AT&T Cellular Antenna Contract Amendment 
City Attorney Smith reviewed progress in renegotiating the City's contract with AT&T.  She is hoping to have a resolution to present to Council soon, as early as the next Council meeting.

Action Taken: Council action was not required.  This was an information-only topic.

5. Property-Tax Roll Records 1913-2009
Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reviewed a proposal to destroy paper property-tax-record documents for the 1913-2009 period, given that the records have successfully been transferred to microfilm, following New York State records-management protocol.  It was stated that the paper records would be combed prior to destruction in order to save any documents of historical value.       

Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this proposal.

Planning:  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the Planning Committee has not met since the last Council Meeting.

WHEREAS, establishment of this District serves a public interest by fostering economic growth and tourism in the District; and


WHEREAS, the District promotes this economic and tourism growth by sponsoring public events on behalf of the City and works to beautify the downtown area.

WHEREAS the current Director of Public Works, Louis Loy, intends to retire in April 2011; and


WHEREAS, there is not a current and valid Civil Service list from which Mr. Loy’s replacement can be hired and a valid list will not be available for several months; and

      
WHEREAS, there are several large public works projects that are intended to be completed this Spring and Summer for which oversight and supervision will be critical; and


WHEREAS, a part-time Director of Public Works would be able to provide direct management and oversight over specific public works projects under the direction of the City Manager.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Canandaigua City Council does hereby create the new position of Director of Public Works, part-time; and  



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the rate of pay for the Director of Public Works, part-time shall be $50.00 per hour.

WHEREAS, New York State Arts and Cultural Affairs Law Section 57.29 authorizes a local officer to reproduce any record in her  custody by microphotography or other means that accurately and completely reproduces all the information in the record; and


WHEREAS, Such official first will offer to the Ontario County Historical Society any of the records they choose,  then she may then dispose of the original record even though it has not met the prescribed minimum legal retention period, provided that the process for reproduction and the provisions made for preserving and examining the copy meet requirements established by the Commissioner of Education; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua has contracted with Biel’s Information Technology Systems, Inc., 1201 Indian Church Rd., West Seneca, NY 14224 to microfilm the City’s Tax Assessment Rolls for the years 1913 through 2009 and to store all the microfilm in their vault on behalf of the City; and

WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua has contracted with FILMTEK, 144 Genesee Street-Suite 102-214, Auburn, NY 13021 to examine the microfilm and certify that such microfilm meets the copy requirements of the Commissioner of Education


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the Clerk/Treasurer is authorized to dispose of the original paper records of the City’s Tax Assessment Rolls for the years 1914-2010; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the micro-filmed copies of said records shall be deemed to be an original record for all purposes, including introduction as evidence in proceedings before all courts and administrative agencies.

WHEREAS, hydraulic fracturing or “hydrofracking” is a form of natural gas drilling in which millions of gallons of water, sand and a mix of chemicals are pumped into the ground to crack rock and release natural gas, a process which creates wastewater as a byproduct; and 
WHEREAS, the components of the production water from the natural gas well drilling process known as hydrofracking may be unsuitable and unsafe for disposal at local wastewater treatment plants; and

WHEREAS, the potential water quality impacts from the migration of chemicals and radioactive substances through the discharge of wastewater from hydrofracking operations are a cause of environmental concern; and

WHEREAS,  it has been the policy of the City of Canandaigua’s wastewater treatment facility since the fall of 2009 not to accept wastewater from any natural gas well drilling operations for treatment;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Canandaigua City Council that the policy of not accepting any hydrofracking production water for processing at our Wastewater Treatment Facility is hereby affirmed.
