A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE

PURCHASE OF ADDITIONAL RECYCLING CONTAINERS



WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua is expanding and increasing the use, effectiveness and efficiency of its municipal recycling program by providing a larger recycling container to residents; and

WHEREAS, the City received a grant from the New York State Department of Environmental Conservation for 50% of the total cost of the purchase of the larger recycling containers; and



WHEREAS, the City advertised for bids on April 9, 2015 and notified eight firms and received three bids on April 22, 2015 and awarded a contract to Wastequip LLC for the purchase of 96-gallon and 64 gallon recycling containers at a total cost of $160,672;



WHEREAS, the City has experienced a slightly larger than anticipated demand for the 64 gallon containers and staff recommends purchasing additional 64 gallon containers; and



WHEREAS, sufficient funds were appropriated in the 2015 Capital Budget;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Canandaigua City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to purchase additional 64-gallon recycling containers from Wastequip LLC, 841 Meacham Road, Statesville, North Carolina 28677.
