Approval of Minutes: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger moved approval of the Council Minutes June 3, 2010.   Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti  seconded the motion.

Recognition of Guests:  

· Mary Beer – Ontario County Director of Public Health presented a new campaign called Choose Health OntariO.  National focus is switching to chronic diseases. Research supports that poor nutritional choices and lack of physical activities has resulted in unprecedented amounts of overweight Americans and an increase in chronic diseases such as cancer and heart disease.  Ontario County Public Health is partnering with Clifton Springs Hospital, Finger Lakes Health and Thompson Health on this campaign to educated Ontario County residents on prevention of these chronic diseases.
· County Supervisor, David Baker briefed the Council on issues being discussed at the County:

· Recycling Brochure: 3600 flyers for City residents from Casella which explains what is recyclable

· Fire Coordinator at County level: No answer yet
· NYS has a new Historic Tax Credit for taxpayers with an AGI under 60,000 for homes on the East side of Main St and listed as historic home. For more information you can call NYS Parks at (518) 237-8643
· Thanked Assistant City Manager Bryan L. White for facilitating one of the two public meetings held at the Waste Plant.
· Chief Snyder gave a progress report to the Council on the Fire Department Restructuring Plan.
· Lloyd Peterson, Chairperson of the Community Events Committee gave an overview of the festivities for the 4th of July.  The parade with start at 1:30 followed by musical performances at Kershaw Park at 3:30 and fireworks at 9:45pm.
· Jeff Blodgett, Owner of the Uniform Shop on Main St spoke on his concern of the amount of empty storefronts an Main St., especially on his block.

· Mike Yeager, owner of property at Phoenix and South Main St. talked about improvements to Phoenix St. that have not been made and only certain owners sidewalks were fixed.  He said that Phoenix St. is in disrepair and asked why it hasn’t been fixed by the City.  Mayor Polimeni responded that the City would like to improve Phoenix St. but does not have the funds to do it.

Finance:  Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met on June 22nd  and reported the following:

1. Health Insurance Project Update

Marty Cahill, Locey & Cahill, LLC, employee benefits consultants, reviewed the status of a joint project with the City of Geneva to reduce health insurance premium costs through the formation of a municipal consortium.  The project is in the feasibility phase and is awaiting additional NYS grants to fund the remaining two phases, including implementation.  At this point, feasibility looks good.  The next phase is to find an insurance company to meet the to-be-determined specifications via an RFP process.  It is believed that about 10% can be saved in annual premiums with no material reduction in benefits.  

Action Taken: No action, this was an information only item.

2. Adequate Consideration for Closing a Public Park
This item was not addressed but will be added to the pending items list for discussion and resolution in the fall, prior to developing our 2011 General Fund operating budget.

3. Fire Contract with Town / Subcontract with Cheshire
City Manager James reviewed the status of the City's fire contract with the Town of Canandaigua, including a new subcontract with Cheshire starting January 1, 2010.  The contract has one year remaining (2011) and is then up for renegotiation/renewal.  It is reasonable to eliminate the subcontract payment by debiting/netting against the Town contract for 2011, and the City Manager will pursue such a change.     

Action Taken: No action, this was an information only item.

4. Proposed Resolution Setting the Work Hours for Appointed and Elected Officials

City Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reviewed a resolution to set, and report to NYS, standard work hours for appointed and elected officials who participate in the NYS retirement system.  This is driven by a recent directive from the NYS Comptroller's office with the intent of reducing/eliminating pension fraud that was discovered recently in some NYS municipalities and school districts.  The "standard" hours will be based on a 3-month audit of working hours carried out earlier this year.   

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, adoption of these standard hours for retirement plan participants.

5. Occupancy Tax Receipts To Date      

City Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reported occupancy tax receipts for the months of February through May 2010 in the amount of $11,543.98.  The 2010 General Fund budget calls for an annual revenue of $100,000.  The 3% tax went into effect February 1 of this year.  It was noted by Committee members that proceeds appear to be under running expectations, although seasonality is likely to play a role.

The discussion encouraged input from Mr. Chris Burns, of The Inn on the Lake, several B&B owners, and Alison Grems, Chamber of Commerce.  Mr. Delehanty and Mr. Williams spoke for the B&Bs.  The general message to Council was that the tax is hurting the lodging business and is likely hurting other tourist-related businesses in the City through a ripple effect.  All speakers would like to see the tax rescinded.  Mr. Burns gave figures for the 4 months, which suggested revenues were down by about 10% compared to the same months in 2009.  Mr. Burns was asked for figures for the months preceding the start of the tax in February 2010, but he did not have them available.  It was noted that total room revenue figures shared by Mr. Burns did not seem to be consistent with the 3% tax revenue figures supplied by Ms. Abdallah, and that difference will need to be reconciled.     

Action Taken: No action, this was an information only item.  The speakers were encouraged to make their case this fall when Council develops the City's 2011 budget.

6. Early Retiree Insurance Program

City Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reviewed a new temporary federal program which would provide 80% reimbursement for medical expenses exceeding $15K/year for any retiree age 55-65 for up to 3 years.  Setup cost to the City would be $2,500.

Action Taken: Committee voted 3:1 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, that the City apply to this program.

7. First Quarter Budget Report 

This item was deferred to the July Finance Committee meeting when a first and second quarter report will be given.   

8. Acquisition of Lakefront Property - Payment         

City Attorney Smith reviewed the status of the Homik property acquisition.  City has taken title but has yet to pay the $1.7M acquisition cost.  The City is awaiting a $1.7M payment from Mr. Genecco for the portion that will later be transferred to him.  It will be necessary to allocate Mr. Genecco's collateral between Mr. Genecco's bank and the City.  Some suggestions were made and will be included in a draft contract to be considered at an Executive Session following the July 1 Council meeting. 

Action Taken: No action, this was primarily an information item.  

Youth Committee: Councilmember-at-Large White-Hamilton reported that the Youth  Committee has not me since the last Council meeting.
BID Report: Sal Pietropaolo, BID Director   gave a report on projects and promotions in the BID as well as economic development in the City of Canandaigua.

WHEREAS, it is the desire of the City Council to expand opportunities for recreation and tourism along the City's lakefront; and

WHEREAS, there is demonstrated interest in the use of party tents along the lakefront for reunions, weddings, meetings, and other public and private gatherings; and

WHEREAS, the Environmental Committee of the City Council, at its meeting of June 8th, reviewed and recommended a policy for erecting party tents in Lakefront Park;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Canandaigua City Council that the Park Use Policy regarding party tents in Lakefront Park shall be as follows:

· Availability — Reservations will be accepted from individuals and organizations on a first come, first serve basis for dates to be determined at the discretion of the City Manager;

· Location — 1) Immediately adjacent to the Canandaigua Lake Outlet;

  2) In the area of Millennium Point as designated by the Department of  Public Works and Parks

· Park Use Fee — $250.00 per day for each site, to be paid at the time of reservation;

· Insurance — Satisfy all City requirements;

· Alcohol — Absolutely no alcohol permitted within the Park;

· Removal — Tent shall be removed within 24 hours of its erection;

· Use the park for these purposes creates a Revocable License that can be revoked by the City of Canandaigua for any park purpose or in the event of violation of the terms and conditions of this policy by the User.  Upon receipt of verbal or written notice of such termination User shall immediately vacate the area or if revocation occurs prior to the event date shall be precluded from such occupation of the Park.

· Additional Requirements — Tent Inspections as required by the NY State Building and Fire Prevention Code.  Adhere to any additional regulations that the City Manager or the City Parks and Recreation Department shall establish.

WHEREAS, the City Council as the Lead Agency has conducted a coordinated review of the Project pursuant to the State Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQRA”) and its implementing regulations (6 N.Y.C.R.R. Part 617); and


WHEREAS, the City Council accepted a Draft Environmental Impact Statement (“DEIS”) for the Project on August 20, 2009; and


WHEREAS, on December 17, 2009, the City Council passed Resolution #2009-181 approving the Project’s sketch plan with the express condition that such approval was subject to the completion of SEQRA by the City Council, and that all future modifications and/or mitigation measures adopted by the City Council shall be incorporated into and constitute additional conditions of the sketch plan approval; and


WHEREAS, the City Council accepted a Final Environmental Impact Statement ("FEIS") on June 3, 2010, which was distributed and made available to the public pursuant to 6 N.Y.C.R.R. § 617.11; and



WHEREAS, the City Council has reviewed and prepared a Findings Statement as required by 6 N.Y.C.R.R. § 617.11.
