Review Core Values:   Councilmember, Ward 1 Whitcomb  read the Community Core Values: As residents, city staff and appointed & elected officials of the City of Canandaigua, our decisions and actions will be guided by these core values: Responsive, Participatory Governance; Caring & Respect; Integrity; Heritage; Stewardship; and Continuous Improvement.

Public Hearing: Public Hearing on CDBG Block Grant Application for Improvements to Thompson Apartments.
Mayor Polimeni  called the public hearing to order at 7:03 PM


Melanie Caudill of PathStone Corporation, which owns the complex, spoke about the funding proposal for a maximum amount of $400,000, to renovate  the interior of Thompson Apartments.
Mayor Polimeni closed the public hearing at 7:05 PM.

Approval of Minutes: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger moved for the approval of the Council Minutes of April  7, 2011.   Councilmember-at-Large Hamlin  seconded the motion.
Vote Result: Carried unanimously by voice vote.

Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger moved for the approval of the Council Minutes of April 19, 2011.   Councilmember-at-Large Smythe  seconded the motion.
Vote Result: Carried unanimously by voice vote.

Recognition of Guests:  

· Eric Hobday of Salt Lake City Utah spoke on behalf of his Mother who lives on Charlotte St. in Canandaigua.  He was concerned about a persistent problem concerning the large trucks at the Army Reserve driving over his Mother’s front lawn when they back up and ruining the yard.  This is a persistent problem and is looking for permanent solution.  Mayor Polimeni stated that the City will look into this problem.
Committee Reports:  
Environmental:  Councilmember-at-Large Reston reported that the Environmental Committee met on April 12, 2011 and reported the following:

1. Extending City Pier Mooring License for Captain Gray’s Tour Boats
Captain Gray’s Tour Boat has been docked for the winter at the City Pier and the city’s license for it to remain there expires on April 30th.  Jadon Hoffman attended the meeting to request that the license be extended until the end of May to permit the sale of the tour boats to an interested buyer.  After some discussion, the license was extended until May 19, 2011 and the city will allow the boats to remain docked at the city pier until that date.  This motion was passed by a vote of 4:0 of the committee members.

2. New York State Environmental Facilities Corporation
J.C. Smith attended the committee meeting to provide information on the financing of municipal water and sewer programs in New York State.  This corporation has authority in New York to assist municipalities finance water and sewer infrastructure programs.  Mr. Smith provided the committee with information of their current programs and the availability for future financing opportunities.  We learned that they would not be able to assist the city with any funding for our upcoming streetscape project along Main Street, although we have had recent correspondence from EFC with some helpful suggestions to purse grant funding for these future projects.  We will be continuing this discussion and looking into his suggestions at our next meeting. There was no vote taken on this subject.

3. Antis Street Parking Lot
The committee did not vote on this topic that was reviewed for the committee by Lou Loy.  We received information that an engineering firm has been working with the city to do some initial concept planning for the project.  DPW will be bringing some plans to review at the next meeting.  It appears that there is a need for better drainage and better lighting on this property.  There has been some discussion with the CATS busing system to incorporate a shelter for the bus route on this property.   There was been a recent commitment on the part of the CATS company to partner with the city on this project.  It is anticipated that construction will begin in 2012.  The committee will continue its’ discussion of this project at the next meeting.

It also recently came to our attention that Kevin Olvany has secured grant funding for a rain garden on the Antis street parking lot in the amount of $ 46,000.00.

4. Free to a Good Home Event and Transfer Station Drop Off Dates
The following dates have been selected for the free drop off dates at the transfer station:

May 21, 2011 8 am – 12:00 pm

June 4, 2011 (same times)

June 18, 2011 (same times)

We are starting a new initiative within the city in conjunction with the first free drop off date at the transfer station.   The Free to a Good Home event will start on May 14th  and end with the free drop off date on May 21st.   We are suggesting that residents place gently used, unwanted items at end of residents’ driveways.  Any item placed there would be available to other residents for pick up for free.  Participation in this manner enables the resident to also pick up other items at other homes as well.  Any items that have not been picked up would have to be disposed of by the resident, either at the transfer station or through another recycling program, by 5:00 pm on May 21st.  The left over items will not be picked up by the city at the end of the program.   It is hoped that this program will help to reduce items being placed in our landfill and encourage residents to reduce and reuse general household items.  Approval of this program and the free transfer drop off dates, was voted on by the committee by a margin of 4:0.

Ordinance:  Councilmember, Ward 1 Whitcomb reported that the Ordinance Committee met on April 19, 2011 and discussed the following:

· Overnight parking restrictions
· Sidewalk snow & ice removal policy
Finance:  Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met on April 26, 2011 and submitted the following report:

1. Amendment to Lease Agreement with New Cingular Wireless

City Attorney Smith reviewed a proposed agreement amendment with New Cingular Wireless.  The agreement relates to the leasing of antenna and equipment space on the North Main Street water tank.  The amendment reduces the rent for the next 5 years in exchange for a 5-year rent guarantee with three additional 5-year renewable-option periods.  Each additional 5-year option period would include a 20% increase in the rent amount. 

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this proposal.

2. Skatepark Bids
Assistant City Manager White reviewed the results of bidding for construction of the Jefferson Park Skatepark.  Three responsible bids were received and opened on 4/26/11.  Bid amounts were $250K, $274K, and $298K.  Staff will accept and move ahead with the low bid, as required.

Action Taken: This was an information item, only.  No committee action was required.

3. Street Sweeper Bid Review

Assistant City Manager White reviewed the history of the bidding process leading up to the Council's acceptance of the new street sweeper bid from Joe Johnson Company at its April 19 meeting.  Mr. George Lonergan, president of J&J Equipment, the other bidder, attended the Finance Committee meeting and stated his belief that his bid met a greater fraction of the bid specifications and that his modestly-higher bid should have been awarded instead.  A lengthy discussion followed and included the unique nature of bids on this type of equipment with bidders having leeway in offering functionally-equivalent alternatives to portions of the specifications.     

Action Taken: A motion to seek a re-bid did not receive a second.  Committee will bring no recommendation to Council and the original award to Joe Johnson Company will stand.

4. City Docks - Declare Surplus 
City Manager James reviewed a proposal to sell sections of the aluminum floating dock formerly used for transient boat parking at Lakefront Park.  This dock is no longer needed, given the construction of a new permanent public dock at this location.  

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this proposal.  Proceeds of the sale will be directed to the Kershaw Park Reserve Fund.

5. Summer Intern
City Manager James reviewed a proposal to hire a summer intern for the Clerk/Treasurer office to carry out project work not getting attention with the recent reduction in staff of a 1/2 FTE.  Projects may include accounting policy and purchasing policy updates, parking meter collection process revamp, and others.  Details: 30 hours/week for 12 weeks at $10/hour.  

Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this proposal.

6. Professional Development Opportunities (ICMA)
City Manager James requested permission to add approximately $2K to the 2011 General Fund budget, funded from Contingency, to support the City Manager and Assistant City Manager in fulfilling their professional responsibilities to the ICMA.  City Manager James has been asked to serve on a panel at the ICMA annual conference in Milwaukee.  She would intend to forgo attendance at the 2011 NYS conference in order to fulfill this national obligation.  Assistant City Manager White has been nominated for vice president of the Northeast region and wishes to attend the Milwaukee national conference to participate and gain support for his potential election in 2012.  

Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this request, which will be included in a future proposed budget amendment.  The dollar amount is yet to be determined.

Planning:  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the Planning Committee met on May 3, 2011 and discussed the following:

WHERAS, the City of Canandaigua wishes to retain the services of a professional consultant to develop an Economic Development Strategic Plan for the City; and


WHEREAS, a Request for Proposals was issued and proposals were received from nine (9) consulting firms seeking to provide such services; and 


WHEREAS, interviews of four of those firms were conducted at the meeting of the City Council’s Planning Committee on May 3, 2011; and

WHEREAS, the recommendation of the City Council, sitting as a Committee of the Whole, was to award the contract for professional services for this project to Fairweather Consulting of New Paltz, New York; and


WHEREAS, a Professional Services Agreement between the City of Canandaigua and Fairweather Consulting has been prepared by the City’s Corporation Counsel; and


WHEREAS, Fairweather Consulting’s proposal is to provide these services for a fee not to exceed $38,260, and the 2011 City Budget includes $19,850 for economic development consulting services;

· Lakefront Park – pothole repairs as part of the temporary improvements to the parking lot
· Kershaw Park – due to the high lake waters, the park is littered with debris and the sand has all washed away at the beach area.  Because of the tremendous amount of cleanup work to be done, the City is asking for volunteers to help clean up the park on Saturday May 14th and 21st.  Please meet at the bathhouse at 9am.  An assessment team from NYS will be in the area on Monday to look at hard hit areas in Ontario County to determine if it should be declared a disaster.
· We have received requests from residents to prohibit boating on the lake until the level goes down.  The City does not have jurisdiction over the lake, it is the responsibility of the County, and they only close the lake if there in an emergency.  The County does not consider this an emergency to warrant prohibit boating on the lake but has issued a boat advisory that asks people not to go on the lake at this time.
· Environmental Committee Meeting – Having an expert coming to the next meeting to discuss the Emerald Ash Borer, an insect which has invaded our forest. The prognosis is that every ash tree will die and about 20% of the trees in the City are Ash Trees. 
Miscellaneous: 
· Mayor Polimeni stated that the first meeting of the newly created Tree Committee will be held at 6:30,  prior to the Environmental Meeting.
· Mayor Polimeni and City Manager Kay W. James were invited to speak about the City Manager form of government at Saratoga Springs.

· There will be an update on the Main Street sidewalk project at the next Environmental Committee Meeting.

· We will need a second Council Meeting on June 14th – in conjunction with the Environmental Committee Meeting at 7:00.
