Mayor Polimeni called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and asked for a moment of silence in memory of Dennis Morga, who was very helpful to the City of Canandaigua on some water park issues and was a great contributor to the community.

Mayor Polimeni called the public hearing to order at 7:00 p.m.

Local Law #2005-003

Regular Meeting:





Councilmember Russell read the Community Core Values.





Councilmember Hamlin moved approval of the Regular Minutes of July 7, 2005.  Councilmember Nixon seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.





Recognition of Guests:





Ray Wager, accountant for the City of Canandaigua, was present to review the management letter and the Financial Statements for 2004 that have been reviewed by Council at the Finance Committee Meeting.  Mr. Wager said that this was the second year of using the new report model.  Overall the financial report is positive and the City is in good financial position.  Within a budget scale of 1-10, he rated the City 8 ½-9.  Mayor Polimeni thanked him for all the time he spent in Finance Committee, where they went over the report in depth.





Andy Harkness, Chamber of Commerce President, spoke about the Spot Hop advising that they had reached the 1000 ridership mark, which tops last year’s total ridership.  The ridership has doubled.  The Spot Hop has been very successful.





Mayor Polimeni read a proclamation and presented the annual Volunteer Award to Mrs. Frances Zimmerman, who has volunteered at the Veterans Medical Center and the Veterans’ Club for 55 years.  Mrs. Zimmerman founded the Veterans’ Club on Foster Street.  Mrs. Zimmerman was present with her children and several grandchildren.

Councilmember Seager reported that the Finance Committee met on July 26 with several items on the agenda:  


Public Hearing for the application for the Small Cities Community Development grant for the New York State Wine and Culinary Center down near the City Pier.  He has heard that the Governor and Senator Clinton will be attending the groundbreaking ceremony.


The audit report from Mr. Wager.


Senior Citizens agency funding for the blue room at Wilcox Lane.


A report from Will Clark of the Sewage Treatment Plant study implementation.


The Lagoon Park Project update.  Mr. Cole advised that the bids are in regarding that.


The fire truck bid, which is on the agenda as a resolution.





Councilmember Shipley reported that the Planning Committee met on August 2 with several items on the agenda:


An update on housing developments infrastructure dedication issues.  


Traffic Calming for the new development


Detailed Economic Development Report: 


Sal Pietropaolo, the Business and Economic Development Director highlighted things he presented to the Planning Committee.  He reported on the former Labelon Building, advising that 4 floors had been completed by the architect. Councilmember Seager reported that the BID Board met on July 26 with several items on the agenda:


Parking Issues.  Mayor Polimeni was present and asked that parking issues downtown be addressed. Councilmember Seager said that it is the consensus that parking should be changed from 60 minutes to 90 minutes.  The problem is that people stop downtown and maybe have lunch and shop and one hour is not enough.  There is long-term parking, but people don’t know about it.  


Parking lots redesign.  The consultant has begun work on the study.


Commons stage scheduling. 


Issue with dumpsters.  Mr. Pietropaolo advised that the problem is being addressed aggressively. 


Concept mapping.


Italian Festival to be held at the Civic Center this year, which is free for all outside events.  There is a $3 charge for the entertainment that will be held inside the civic center.





Mayor Polimeni advised that the Watershed Council met on August 2  with several items on the agenda:


Lakeshore and hillside zoning issues from all communities.   A sub-committee is being formed to look at these issues.


Additional help for watershed inspection.  The watershed inspector, George Barden, has advised that he is unable to keep up with all the development that is taking place.  


The  Sucker Brook storm water study was discussed.

WHEREAS, the committee requested that a Request For Proposals be distributed to qualified engineering firms with three firms responding to the RFP; and

WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua and Canandaigua Lake Watershed Council were successful in receiving two state matching grants totaling $344,000 to implement the Sucker Brook Watershed Protection Strategy; and





WHEREAS, the committee will oversee the development of the stormwater model and will be staffed by the Watershed Program Manager; and





WHEREAS, MRB Group has submitted a proposal for engineering services not to exceed $35,772.00 to develop the comprehensive stormwater model with management scenarios; and





WHEREAS, it is the recommendation of the committee to award an engineering service contact to MRB Group for the appropriate engineering design services; 


 


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Canandaigua City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a contract with MRB Group, 2480 Browncroft Boulevard Rochester, New York 14625 to develop the Sucker Brook Stormwater model with total fees not to exceed $35,772.00.

ORDINANCE #2005-014





AN ORDINANCE AMENDING 


CHAPTER 6.08 OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE


“DOG CONTROL” 





REVISED





BE IT ENACTED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua as follows:





Sec. 1	That Chapter 6.08 of the Municipal Code, “Dog Control”, is hereby amended to read as follows [deletions stricken, additions in bold]:








Section 6.08.020	Definitions.








F.  Fixed Point Tether – chaining, tying, leashing, or tethering a dog to a stationary object.





F.  G. Harbor - To provide food or shelter to a dog.





G.  H. Leashed or Restrained by a Leash - Wearing a collar or harness to which is attached a leash not to exceed six (6) feet in length or to a leash of the retractable lead type, both collar and harness and the leash to be of sufficient strength to restrain the dog, and which leash shall be held by a person having the ability to control and restrain the dog by means of the collar or harness and the leash.





H.  I. License Tag - A tag which sets forth an official identification number as required by the provisions of the Agriculture and Markets Law.





I.  J. Owner - Any person who owns, keeps, harbors or has the care, custody or control of a dog.  Dogs owned by minors under eighteen years of age shall be considered to be in the custody and control of the minor's parents or other head of household where the minor resides.  Any person harboring a dog for a period of one week prior to the filing of any complaint charging a violation of this ordinance shall be deemed to be the owner of the dog for the purposes of this ordinance.





J. K. Service Dog - Any dog that has been or is being individually trained to do work or perform tasks for the benefit of a person with a disability, provided that the dog is or will be owned by such person or that person's parent, guardian or other legal representative.  


(2004-008, Amended, 06/17/2004; 97-030, Amended, 01/15/1998)








Section 6.08.030	Restrictions.





       H .	Fixed-Point Tethering of Dogs Prohibited


(1)	It is prohibited to exclusively restrain a dog or puppy by a fixed-point chain or tether for more than sixteen (16) hours in a twenty-four (24) period.�


a)	Any tethering system employed shall not allow the dog or puppy to leave the owner’s property.


b)	Any tethered animal shall be arranged so that the tethering device cannot become tangled around trees, poles or other obstacles nor prevent the access to shade, food, water, and shelter.





H.I.	No person shall own or harbor a dangerous dog unless such dog is at all times restrained and controlled so as to prevent the attack of or injury to any person and so as to prevent such dog from putting any person in fear of immediate bodily harm, provided that such person is peacefully conducting himself in a place where he may lawfully be.  Dogs labeled dangerous due to an attack on a person (as opposed to an animal) must be confined in a fully enclosed pen constructed with chain link fencing or its equivalent.


(97-030, Amended, 01/15/1998)


I. J. No owner of a dangerous dog shall fail to confine or destroy such dog as required by an order of the court.


 J. K. A dog labeled dangerous due to an attack on a person (as opposed to an animal) must be confined in a fully enclosed pen constructed with chain link fencing or its equivalent, which must first be approved by an authorized dog control officer of the Ontario County Humane Society.  When not confined and on public property the dangerous dog must be retrained by a leash controlled by an adult of at least twenty-one years of age and muzzled in a manner that will prevent it from biting any person or animal, but that will not injure the dog or interfere with its vision or respiration.


K.  L. An owner of a dangerous dog shall maintain liability insurance in the amount of one hundred thousand ($100,000.00) dollars for personal injury or death resulting from an attack by such dangerous dog.











Section 6.08.050	Fees and Penalties.


 


B.  Any violation of sections A through G  H of the Restrictions section of this article shall be deemed a violation and upon conviction shall be punishable by a fine of:


	1st offense - at least Twenty-five ($25.00) dollars and up to seventy-five dollars  ($75.00) and imprisonment in the jail of Ontario County until said fine be paid, not exceeding three days.


	2nd offense within one five years - Fifty ($50.00  ) at least seventy-five dollars  ($75.00) and up to one hundred and fifty dollars ($150.00) and imprisonment in the jail of Ontario County until said fine be paid, not exceeding three days.


	3rd offense and each subsequent offense within one ten years - not less than one  two hundred dollars ($100.00 200.00) and imprisonment in the jail of Ontario County until said fine be paid, not exceeding three days.





C.  Any violation of section H – I I – L of the Restrictions section of this article by an owner of any dangerous dogs shall be deemed a violation for a first or second offense and, in addition to the penalties ascribed in Article VII, § 121 Agriculture and Markets Law, upon conviction shall be punishable by:





D.  Any violation of section H – I I – L of the Restrictions section of this article regarding dangerous dogs, which is the third offense in ten years for an owner of any dangerous dog, shall be deemed a misdemeanor and, in addition to the penalties ascribed in Article VII, § 121 Agriculture and Markets Law, upon conviction shall be punishable by a fine of one thousand dollars ($1,000.00) per dog or imprisonment in the jail of Ontario County until said fine be paid, not exceeding ninety days, and/or imprisonment in the jail of Ontario County for a term not exceeding ninety days.





Sec. 2	This ordinance shall be effective thirty (30) days following its enactment.





Joel Freedman was present and asked the Council to consider some deletions in the ordinance as proposed.  He also made suggestions for making the changes.  Mayor Polimeni advised Mr. Freedman that he could attend the next Ordinance Committee meeting regarding the language.  Councilmember Rivet asked that Corporation Counsel look at the proposed changes.

Councilmember Seager moved to lift from the table Local Law No. 3, 2005, A LOCAL LAW TO SUPERSEDE NEW YORK STATE GENERAL CITY LAW ARTICLE 2-C ENTITLED “PROHIBITION OF CERTAIN EXPENDITURES OF CITIES”, SPECIFICALLY SECTION TWENTY-FIVE, INSOFAR AS SUCH SECTION APPLIES TO THE CITY OF CANANDAIGUA. (Originally introduced and tabled at the July 7th Council Meeting).





Councilmember Seager moved adoption of Local Law No. 3, 2005.  Councilmember Rivet seconded the motion, carried unanimously by roll call vote.








Bills:	Councilmember Seager advised that two bills would be paid.





Manager’s Report:





Mr. Cole reported on the following items:


A new light was installed on the flagpole at the Commons Park.  The wrong fixture had originally been installed. 


The City staff just finished flushing the water lines.


The oil and stone program has begun on city streets. 


The granite benches should be installed shortly for the Commons Park and the performance stage should be completed soon.  


The Farmer’s Market committee is trying to decide what the best location is for the new pavilion.





Miscellaneous:





Councilmember Seager requested City staff check the public restrooms on the pier because someone advised him that the hand dryers in the public bathrooms were not working.  





Councilmember Hamlin advised that a man who lived outside the city called regarding the deer issue and suggested speaking with someone in the DEC and also tranquilizing and removing the deer, and offered his property for some of them.   She wanted people to know that Councilmembers are not just thinking about shooting the deer.  





Councilmember Rivet advised she received a communication today from a resident on Wood Street regarding ongoing light pollution problems.  She wondered if this issue would be going back to a committee.  Mayor Polimeni advised that there are also other places in the city where people have difficulty.  Councilmember Rivet suggested adding it to the Ordinance Committee agenda.





Councilmember Fenti reported that at the Environmental Committee meeting the other night the committee approved 3-1 vote to allow a street configuration to move forward with the Cayer project.  He said that at a previous meeting it was requested and approved that there be traffic calming as part of that project, which did not happen.  He was concerned that in the future a different Council will vote whether to accept that street project.  He advised that he was not in favor of the plan as it is and it would not get his vote if he is re-elected.  Councilmember Fenti thought this matter should go back to committee.  He pointed out that one of the things they discussed was a traffic island.  Mr. Cole advised that if Council wants to change anything they need to let the Planning Commission know as soon as possible and the Council needs to give him some direction.    Councilmember Terwilliger pointed out that the development is populated with stop signs and they are a traffic calming measure.   He said that is why he voted in favor of the plan that was presented.  Councilmember Terwilliger suggested a straw vote to show where they stand in terms of this.  Mayor Polimeni pointed out that the dedication of the streets in that development won’t take place for some time.  Corporation Counsel Smith said that even with a straw vote here, it would be another Council that accepts dedication. There was a lengthy discussion about this matter by Councilmembers.





Mayor Polimeni pointed out that at this time there is no proposed road to run onto Chapel Street from this development and she didn’t want people to think that there was.  The proposal itself called for 1-four way stop and then a 3-way stop further to the east. 





The proposal considered by the Council was to ask the Planning Commission to look harder at more traffic calming measures in the Cayer development other than the 4-way stop signs.





Councilmember Rivet pointed out that it would raise it their attention that the Council is concerned because the community is concerned.





A straw vote was then taken by the Council and carried 7-2 with Councilmembers Shipley and Terwilliger opposing.











Councilmember Hamlin moved to close the regular meeting to go into executive session at 9:20 p.m. to discuss labor negotiations.  Councilmember Rivet seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.





Councilmember Hamlin moved to close the executive session and return to the regular meeting at 9:45 p.m.  Councilmember Rivet seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.





Councilmember Hamlin moved to adjourn at 9:45 p.m.  Councilmember Rivet seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.
