WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Canandaigua adopted Resolution 2013-087 adopting the 2014 Budget; and


WHEREAS, amendments to the 2014 Budget are necessary to incorporate certain changes in revenues and expenditures as required; and

WHEREAS, the requested budget amendments are listed on the attached schedule; and  


WHEREAS, the budget amendments were reviewed and approved at the July 22nd Finance Committee meeting; and 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Canandaigua hereby authorizes a budget amendment to the 2014 General Fund in the amount of $107,430 to General Government, $31,465 to Home & Community and $1,000 to Public Safety for a total of $159,495.  This amount is offset by a transfer from Contingency of $19,600 and an increase in Revenues of $139,895; 


AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the 2014 Capital Fund Budget be increased by $8,500 to be offset by a transfer from the Capital Reserve;


AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the 2014 Technology Fund Budget be increased by $10,514 to be offset an increase in revenue of $900 with the remaining $9,614 to be appropriated from fund balance.
