A RESOLUTION APPROPRIATING UNBUDGTED REVENUE FOR THE PURCHASE OF EVIDENCE AND PROPERTY ROOM SOFTWARE


WHEREAS, as part of the 2016 Budget process, the Police Department reviewed its operations for areas to operate more effectively and efficiently; and 
	
WHEREAS, the Police Department found that its current evidence and property room software utilized to track and manage the inventory of over 7,000 individual items of evidence or property was outdated (14 years old) and lacked features for tracking and inventory control utilized by other police departments; and 

WHEREAS, the Police Department believes that a new software system that is used by other surrounding police agencies, Crime Fighter BEAST (Bar coded evidence analysis statistical tracking) will allow the Department to more effectively and efficiently manage the evidence and property room;  and 

WHEREAS, the City Council via Resolution #2015-041 declared impounded vehicles surplus and authorized their sale at public auction which generated $20,951.55 in revenue that was also not budgeted in the 2015 Budget; and 

WHEREAS, at the September 1, 2015 Finance Committee, the City Manager and Police Chief requested that the Council appropriate a portion of the unbudgeted revenue for the purchase of Crime Fighter BEAST software which was not included in the 2015 Budget and costs $10,222.50 ; and 

WHEREAS, Finance Committee reviewed the request and voted to recommend the appropriation to the full Council; 

	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Canandaigua hereby appropriates $10,222.50 from the unanticipated revenue generated from the sale of impounded vehicles for the purchase of Crime Fighter BEAST software.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Canandaigua has received the following application for a special event in the City of Canandaigua:
· Canandaigua Farmer’s Market
		Date: Summer Market, June to October; Winter Market, November to May
Location: Summer Market, Mill Street Pavilion; Winter Market, Antis Street Parking lot.
Coordinator: Rich Reidman
Time:  Summer Market, 8:30 a.m. – 12:30 p.m.; Winter Market, 10:00 a.m. – 11:00 a.m.
Purpose: Provide consumers with access to locally produced agricultural and related goods.
		Expected Number of Participants: 300-500 customers.

WHEREAS, this request was reviewed and approved at the August 4, 2015 Planning Committee meeting; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that permission is granted to hold the abovementioned special event at the time and locations listed under the following conditions:
1)  The intention of the Canandaigua Farmer’s Markets is to provide consumers with access to locally produced  fruits, vegetables, meats, cheeses, baked goods, flowers, honey, jams/jellies, and other food related items grown and produced  locally.
2)  No more than 20% of vendor slots maybe occupied by other complimentary businesses and or greater Canandaigua area based organizations like, but not limited to, education, health and wellness, and community assistance.
3) The market is limited to 1 food vendor that prepares food for on-site consumption. Said vendor shall only provide farm-to-table products as defined below. The limitation of 1 food vendor does not apply to “brick and mortar” restaurants and establishments located in the Business Improvement District or Downtown Canandaigua, provided that  all products are farm-to-table as defined below.
4)  The Farmer’s Market may also feature educational organizations including those for students of culinary arts for the purposes of teaching farm-to-table; farming educational organizations or Canandaigua-based educational organizations. 
5) Set-up and take down will occur no earlier than 1 hour prior and no later than 1 hour after the event start and end times. 
6) Vendors that do not operate from their vehicles will park in another location to ease congestion and impact to local businesses.  

For the purposes of this special event farm-to-table shall mean the use of products from a farmer/vendor at the Farmer’s Market to produce a prepared product for on-site consumption. 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that permission is granted to hold the abovementioned special events at the time and locations listed under the following conditions:
1) that no fee or admission shall be charged to the general public for admission to the special event; and
2) that alcoholic beverages are not permitted to be sold or consumed on public property; and that alcoholic beverages may be tasted or sold by wineries as authorized under NYS law; and
3) that if the event coordinator intends to place any signs in the Main Street median, such signs shall only be allowed by permit of New York State Department of Transportation; and
4) that the event coordinator will ensure that all tents and food vendors that are required to be inspected will be inspected prior to the start of the special event; and
5) that a detailed summary of all costs, if any, under the City's special event policy will be provided to the event coordinators for reimbursement.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the organizers of the Special Events shall adhere to any regulations that the City Manager, or the City Police Department, shall establish to insure the health and safety of Canandaigua residents and visitors throughout these events.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 850 OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE 
TO RESCIND THE HISTORIC DESIGNATION OF 395 NORTH MAIN STREET


	WHEREAS, in accordance with Section 850-112(D), the City Council has determined that 395 North Main Street qualifies for rescission of its historic designation in that it meets none, or only one out of five criteria for such designation, and it is not listed on the State or National Registers of Historic Places, and any architectural characteristics, which may have been significant, have been destroyed; and

	WHEREAS, in accordance with Section 850-8, the issue of recession was referred to the Planning Commission for its report on the matter and a public hearing was properly held; and

	WHEREAS, such zoning reclassification under the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act (SEQRA) is deemed a Type II action, so that no additional SEQRA review is necessary.


NOW THEREFORE BE IT ENACTED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua as follows:

Sec. 1	That section 850-112(B)(11), Buildings and Structures, be amended to rescind the listing of 395 North Main Street as follows [deletions striken, additions underlined] 
(Note the current ordinance has the erroneous number of 393, which does not exist):  

  
(11)   House, 393 North Main Street House 439 North Main Street. Space intentionally left blank

Sec. 2	This Ordinance shall be effective thirty (30) days following its enactment.

Genessee Regional Bank (Reese McKenzie) reviewed a newly State authorized deposit process - ICS (Insured Cash Sweep), basically a money-market account for municipal monies.  All deposits are FDIC insured. Pay 35 basis points versus 5 points with major banks. City has easy access to the money if needed.  Nancy spoke with Victor Treasurer  also uses this program and spoke favorably.  City would need to enter into Custodial Agreement with GRB and change investment policy. Also purposes deleting Chase and Key Bank and asking to add Lyons National Bank and GRB (up to $5M).
Motion to approve changes as recommended made by  Cindy Wade, 2nd by Karen. No vote.  Jim Terwilliger recused himself based on appearance of  for his employment with Canandaigua National Bank.
