Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger read the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember-at-Large Taylor seconded the motion.
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A TEMPORARY LAND USE IN THE LAKEFRONT REDEVELOPMENT P.U.D. ZONE


WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution 2009-181 (Amended) the Canandaigua Lakefront Redevelopment Project area was designated a Planned Unit Development (PUD) Zone; and

WHEREAS, designation as a PUD Zone places the Project area under the discretion and control of the Canandaigua City Council regarding property development and land use; and

WHEREAS, the property owners desire to make use of the property prior to obtaining site plan approval; and


WHEREAS, the City Council is agreeable to such temporary uses that serve the area and provide a benefit to the general public; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the property owners of the Canandaigua Lakefront Redevelopment Project area are authorized to allow, on the vacant parcels of the Project area, a carnival and its ancillary uses, such as parking of vehicles during the event.  The use of the property in such a manner is limited to June 20, 2013 through June 23, 2013.  The carnival must cease operation by 11pm on each of the dates listed above.  The event must be free and available to the general public.   Overnight parking or camping is only permitted for the specific event listed above; and 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the property owners shall take all steps necessary to ensure that the grounds of the Project area have adequate security and that  all debris, garbage and trash is removed from the site at the conclusion of the event.  Failure to maintain the project area in such a manner shall result in the revocation of this temporary use.

Amendment: Councilmember-at-Large Taylor moved to amend the resolution to include a condition that the proposed temporary use be subject to the final approval for the City Manager and compliance with all State laws, regulations, and conditions for such use.  Councilmember Ward 3 White seconded the motion.
Vote Result: Carried unanimously by voice vote.

Amendment: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger moved to amend the resolution to clarify that if the carnival receives all regulatory approval, that it will be open to the public only on June 21st, 22nd, and 23rd, not on the 20th as indicated in the resolution.  Councilmember-at-Large Bucci seconded the motion.
