Finance:  Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger  reported that the Finance Committee met on June 28, 2011 and submitted the following report:

1. Part-Time Office Specialist II Position Creation

City Manager James recommended the creation of a part-time position, Office Specialist II, in the Code Enforcement office.  This would accommodate the change in full-time to part-time status for the incumbent.  It has been determined that a reduction in the workload would allow this change to be manageable.  The new position would not include benefits and would therefore generate salary and benefits savings.  While the full-time position would remain on the books, it would be left vacant.  

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this recommendation.
2. Amend Arterial Maintenance Agreement with NYS for Rt. 364
Assistant City Manager White recommended a modest change in the road maintenance agreement with New York State associated with the City's contracted maintenance for a small portion of Rt. 364.  The change would direct maintenance responsibility to NYS for this small portion of the highway in the City that is more convenient for the state to handle.  Financial impact on the City is estimated to be less than about $2K.  
Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, that the City Manager be authorized to effect this amendment.

3. Declare Fire Engine 282 as Surplus

City Manager James reviewed a recommendation from Fire Chief Marentette that the backup ladder truck be declared surplus, thereby making the truck eligible for sale.  It was determined that the truck will need significant repairs to meet safety standards and that the City does not need a backup ladder truck.  The City's current ladder truck is relatively new, and Cheshire and the VA have ladder trucks available via mutual aid.
Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this recommendation.

4. Amendment to Rail with Trail Grant Agreement

City Manager James reviewed a recommendation to amend the design portion of the grant agreement for the trail extension project.  This amendment would increase the design cost in order to be consistent with recent School District requirements changes and land acquisition.  Grant dollars would accommodate the increased costs.  City costs, which are for in-kind service for the trail construction, would not increase.  With this change, it is anticipated that the design work would be completed in 2011 and that construction would be carried out in 2012.  This portion of the trail would extend from City Hall to Buffalo Street.  

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this recommendation.
5. Budget Amendments

City Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah presented a series of proposed amendments to the City's General Fund and Capital Fund budgets.  For both budgets, most of the changes involved offsetting revenue and cost items.  In addition, the General Fund budget included an increase of $28,810 for items approved by Council earlier this year.  This increase will be taken from the contingency fund portion of the budget.  An increase in the Capital Fund budget reflects the increase in the bond authorization amounts, also previously approved.    

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of these amendments.
6. Accounts Receivable Write-Offs
City Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reviewed the City's current accounts receivable (in excess of 120 days) summary and highlighted debts that are unlikely ever to be paid.  They total $3,421.94.  It was her recommendation to write these debts off and focus on the remaining items totaling over $34K.   
Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this recommendation.  It was further requested that staff provide more detail regarding the City's auto-alarm system in Pactiv vs. Pactiv's own system and the wisdom of continuing to have both systems operating in parallel.  This request is based on the City waiving operating costs of its system at Pactiv and the inclusion of false alarm charges in the "written-off" charges. 

7. Remaining Surplus Dock Property

City Manager James reported that there are still 8 remaining unsold sections of Lakeshore Park surplus dock property.  Only 3 sections were sold in the open-bid process.  James reviewed an offer from a City resident to purchase the remaining dock sections at the same unit price paid by bidders - $350 for a 6'x20' section and $500 for a 10'x20' section.  
Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, acceptance of offer at the prices noted above.
