Mayor Polimeni  read Resolution 2012-050.  Councilmember, Ward 3 White moved for its adoption.  Councilmember-at-Large Taylor  seconded the motion.
A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING A DONATION OF DECORATIVE BANNERS FROM THE DOWNTOWN CANANDAIGUA BUSINESS IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT
WHEREAS, the City has banner brackets on City streets and other public places that may be used to decorate or advertise civic events; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to NYS DOT policy, only municipalities may be permitted to display banners/signs and decorations on the State’s highway rights-of-way; and

WHEREAS, the City may accept donations of banners or decorations for display on poles on the City’s street rights-of-ways; and

WHEREAS, the Downtown Canandaigua Business Improvement District has made application to the City for design approval of certain patriotic banners that they have requested be placed in the Downtown area of Main Street; and

WHEREAS, the Environmental Committee has reviewed the banner design and has recommended acceptance of these banner decorations;  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the City Council hereby approves the design of the holiday banners as proposed by the Downtown Canandaigua Business Improvement District; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council hereby accepts as a donation to the City the patriotic banners provided by the Downtown Canandaigua Business Improvement District (with the stipulation that acceptance of donated items by the City does not guarantee permit approval or placement); and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Director of Public Works is authorized to apply for a NYS DOT permit for purposes of displaying these donated banners on Main Street for the appropriate period of display, and once said permit is obtained to cause said banners to be appropriately displayed.
