WHEREAS, there is a need to replace the 54 inch diameter screw pump at the City of Canandaigua, New York, wastewater treatment plant; and


WHEREAS, formal bids to provide the needed equipment were received by the Department of Public Works on 10 July 2013; and


WHEREAS, three bids were received and the lowest bid, submitted by Spaans Babcock, 80 Toronto Street, Barrie, Ontario, Canada, was responsive to the technical specifications and the administrative requirements; and


WHEREAS, funding for this pump replacement is included in the 2013 Sewer Fund Capital Budget; and

WHEREAS, it is the recommendation of the Director of Public Works and City Manager to award a contract for the screw pump to Spaans Babcock, 80 Toronto Street, Barrie, Ontario, Canada; and


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Canandaigua hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a contract to award and process payment upon delivery for one 54 inch diameter Archimedean screw pump and associated equipment in the amount not-to-exceed of $77,680.

WHEREAS, the Hurley Building and associated Department of Public Works site was commissioned in 1974; and

WHEREAS, the Hurley Building layout and building systems remain essentially unchanged since its opening but its use has changed significantly; and

WHEREAS, the City Hall building systems are in need of updating to address on-going operational and capacity problems; and


WHEREAS, proposals for an architectural and engineering assessment and space plan for the Hurley Building and an engineering assessment of the City Hall building systems were public solicited and received on June 20, 2013; and

WHEREAS, six proposals were received, of which the proposal from hbt Architects, 16 South Main Street, Pittsford, New York, in the amount of $18,490, has been judged to be the lowest responsive proposal; and


WHEREAS, funding for these architectural and engineering services was included in the adopted 2013 City of Canandaigua capital budget; and


WHEREAS, the City Manager and the Director of Public Works recommend a contract be awarded to hbt Architects for architectural and engineering services to complete the necessary assessments and space plan; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes 

the City Manager to execute a contract with hbt Architects, LLP, 16 South Main Street, Pittsford, New York, 14534 to complete the necessary engineering assessments and architectural space plan for a fee not-to-exceed $18,490.

WHEREAS, the City and the District collectively agree to not renew and terminate the intermunicipal cooperation agreement; and 

WHERAS, from this point moving forward, the District will solely maintain and operate Northeast Park at its discretion.

A RESOLUTION DETERMINING THAT THE AMENDED SKETCH PLAN FOR “THE CANANDAIGUA LAKEFRONT PLANNED UNIT DEVELOPMENT” IS CONSISTENT WITH THE PRIOR SKETCH PLAN AND SEQRA APPROVALS 

WHEREAS, in April 2008, application was made to the City Council of the City of Canandaigua for sketch plan approval of The Canandaigua Lakefront Redevelopment Project, located along the northern shore of Canandaigua Lake between NYS 5 & US 20 and Lakeshore Drive in the City of Canandaigua (the “Site”), and Planned Unit Development (“PUD”) zoning designation under the Planned Unit Development Ordinance of the City of Canandaigua as set forth in Article XII of the Code of the City of Canandaigua (the “PUD Ordinance”); and

WHEREAS, The Canandaigua Lakefront Redevelopment Project was reviewed by both City Council and its PUD Committee, in accordance with the requirements of the State Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQRA”) and the City of Canandaigua Zoning Ordinance; and

WHEREAS, on December 17, 2009 the City Council passed Resolution #2009-181, which determined that The Canandaigua Lakefront Redevelopment Project is appropriate for the area, meets the stated intention and objectives of the of the PUD Ordinance and designated the Project area as a PUD Zone on the City of Canandaigua Map; and 

WHEREAS, Resolution #2009-181 also approved The Canandaigua Lakefront Redevelopment Project’s  sketch plan (termed “Alternative G”), subject to certain stated conditions; and 

WHEREAS, on July 1, 2010 City Council adopted a Findings Statement pursuant to SEQRA, which concluded that The Canandaigua Lakefront Redevelopment Project, as depicted by Alternative G, would not result in any significant adverse environmental impacts, and that any identified environmental impacts would be mitigated to the maximum extent practicable; and 

WHEREAS, Morgan-Lechase Development, LLC (“Morgan-Lechase”) now seeks to undertake the Site’s development; and

WHEREAS, Morgan-Lechase, with the assistance of its engineers and architects, has made certain changes to The Canandaigua Lakefront Redevelopment Project (now called The North Shore Canandaigua Planned Unit Development and referred to herein as "the Project"), and has made certain revisions to Alternative G (now identified as the “Amended Sketch Plan”); and 

WHEREAS, Morgan-Lechase asserts that these proposed changes further improve the Site’s environmental features, positively enhance previously-approved development components such as traffic and aesthetics, increase Site development feasibility and are in keeping with the Site’s PUD zoning designation; and

 WHEREAS, Morgan-Lechase has requested that City Council and its PUD Committee review the Amended Sketch Plan for its consistency with Alternative G, so that Morgan-Lechase may proceed to the Preliminary Site Plan phase of the Project’s review under the City of Canandaigua Zoning Ordinance; and 
WHEREAS, Morgan-Lechase has similarly requested that City Council determine that the Project is consistent with City Council’s prior SEQRA determination and does not raise any issues which have the potential to result in new or greater significant environmental impacts; and 

WHEREAS, the City Manager, City Staff and the City’s special consultants, LaBella Associates, P.C. and Harter Secrest & Emery LLP (collectively, the “Consultants”), reviewed the Draft Environmental Impact Statement (“DEIS”), Final Environmental Impact Statement (“FEIS”), and Findings Statement previously issued by this City Council to determine whether the Amended Sketch Plan would have any new or greater significant environmental impacts than those identified during the SEQRA process; and 

WHEREAS, Morgan-Lechase and its consultants Stantec Consulting Services Inc., Jerry Goldman, Esq. and Hanlon Architects  provided the City Manager, City Staff and the City’s Consultants with a comprehensive Consistency Analysis, draft Findings Statement and a series of Figures in accordance with Canandaigua Zoning Ordinance Section 850-124 (PUD Application Procedure and Zoning Approval) in support of Morgan-Lechase’s contention that the Amended Sketch Plan is consistent with Alternative G, in keeping with the PUD zoning designation and that the Project does not raise any environmental issues not previously evaluated during the SEQRA process; and

WHEREAS, on July 30, 2013, the PUD Committee reviewed the Amended Sketch Plan, considered Morgan-Lechase’s information described above and received the opinion of the City Manager, City Staff and the City’s Consultants that the Amended Sketch Plan is consistent with Alternative G, that the previous PUD designation is appropriate for the Project, and that the Project and the Amended Sketch Plan will not result in any new or greater significant environmental impacts than those identified during the SEQRA process; and

WHEREAS, at the July 30, 2013 meeting the PUD Committee recommended that City Council adopt the PUD Committee’s conclusions as stated therein.   

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua: 

1. The North Shore Canandaigua Planned Unit Development and accompanying Amended Sketch Plan are consistent with the PUD zoning designation’s legislative intent.
2. The North Shore Canandaigua Planned Unit Development and accompanying Amended Sketch Plan will not result in any environmental impacts not previously considered and mitigated for in accordance with the State Environmental Quality Review Act.  
3. The Amended Sketch Plan is consistent with Alternative G, and Morgan-Lechase may submit an application for Preliminary Site Plan Review for The North Shore Planned Unit Development in accordance with the City of Canandaigua Zoning Ordinance Section 850-125.
Discussion: Councilmember-at-Large Bucci had a number of issues and questions on the project.  Dwight Herringer, for the developer, provided some of the answers and will follow up with the Council on the rest.  Councilmember-at-Large Bucci was not happy given so little time to consider the amount of information for the project.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING 

SECTION 850-11 OF THE MUNICIPAL CODE,

REGULATIONS APPLICABLE TO ALL DISTRICTS

(ZONING CERTIFICATE)
BE IT ENACTED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua as follows:

Sec. 1
That chapter 850, section 850-11 of the Municipal Code, is hereby amended as follows: [deletions striken, additions in italics]:  

§850-11.  Regulations Applicable to All Districts.

A.  Exclusive of multifamily developments, no lot in a residential or office district shall have erected on it more than one primary building. No existing accessory structure upon said lot shall be converted or expanded for residential use. No yard or other open space provided about any building for the purpose of complying with the provisions of this chapter shall be considered to provide a yard or open space for any other building. 

B.  An accessory building attached to a primary building shall comply in all respects with the yard requirements of this chapter for the primary building. Detached accessory buildings shall be located to the rear of the front building line of the primary building and shall conform to the rear and side yard requirements of this chapter. 

C.  Every primary building shall be built upon a lot which abuts, and has right of automotive access to, a street improved to meet the City's standards and specifications. 

D.  At the intersection of two or more streets, or at the intersection of a driveway and a street, no hedge, fence or wall (other than a single post or tree) which is higher than three feet above curb level, nor any obstruction to vision, shall be permitted in the triangular area formed by the intersecting street or street/driveway lines and a line joining each 30 feet distant from said intersection along said street line and/or driveway line. 

E.  Where a building lot has frontage on a street which is proposed for right-of-way widening, the required front yard area shall be measured from such right-of-way line. 

F.  No front yard shall be used for open storage or parking of boats, vehicles, travel trailers, snowmobiles, trailers and campers or other recreational vehicles, except for parking on clearly defined and recognizable driveways or parking areas. Stored boats, vehicles, travel trailers, snowmobiles, trailers and campers or other recreational vehicles must be owned and/or leased via a bona fide lease by a resident of the premises, and no undeveloped residential lots shall be used for such storage. 


(1) Travel trailers. 


(a) A travel trailer may be parked in the rear yard of any residential lot behind the rear house foundation or the same extended laterally. 

(b) No more than one travel trailer may be parked on any residential lot. 

(c) No travel trailer may be parked closer than four feet to any lot line. 

(d) No travel trailer may be used as living or sleeping quarters within the City. 

(e) Travel trailers may park in driveways from April 1 to December 1 and thereafter park or be stored in rear yards, subject to all the provisions of Subsection F(1)(a) through (d). 

(f) A travel trailer may be parked in the side yard of any residential lot if rear yard parking is impractical because of size, contour, or other physical difficulties, after application to, and approval by, the Zoning Board of Appeals. 


(2) No front yard shall be used for storage of junked or abandoned vehicles or for the storage of any appliances. 

G.  Except as otherwise provided herein or by specific resolution of the City Council, no display of goods or vending machines may be placed on any public sidewalk or right-of-way except in a C-2 Zone, where merchandise and vending machines may extend upon the sidewalk no more than eight feet from the adjacent building. In all other C Zones, merchandise may extend four feet from adjacent buildings, but shall not be on any public sidewalk.

H.  All yards, open space and required off-street parking must be provided and contained within the district in which the use is permitted. 

I.  All yards fronting on a street shall be considered front yards and shall conform to the minimum front yard requirement for the district in which located. 

J.  When a new lot is formed so as to include within its boundaries any part of a former lot on which there is an existing building or use, the subdivision must be carried out in such a manner as will not infringe upon any of the provisions of this chapter, either with respect to any existing structures or use or any proposed structures or use. 

K.  The surface of the front yard at the front wall of any dwelling shall be not less than one foot above the elevation of the center line of the traveled way of the street or highway measured at the midpoint between the sidelines of the lot, except when adequate drainage is provided. 

L.  The provisions of this chapter shall not apply to customary local utility distribution or collection lines for water, gas, telephone or electric service. 

M.  Parabolic or "dish" antennas shall not be permitted in front yards and shall be located so as to comply with setback requirements for accessory structures if located in a side or rear yard. 

N.  No commercial use and occupancy may occur until a Zoning Certificate is obtained from the City of Canandaigua Zoning Officer, which indicates that the intended use of the property and/or structure is authorized under Chapter 850 of the City's Municipal Code.  A separate Zoning Certificate must be obtained for every new or change of use, occupancy, tenant, or owner of each property.

This ordinance shall be effective thirty (30) days following its enactment.

Local Law No. 2013-001

City of Canandaigua, County of Ontario
A Local Law Authorizing A Property Tax Levy In Excess Of The Limit 

Established In General Municipal Law §3-C

Section 1. Legislative Intent

It is the intent of this local law to allow the City of Canandaigua to adopt a budget for the fiscal year commencing January 01, 2014 that requires a real property tax levy in excess of the “tax levy limit” as defined by General Municipal Law § 3-c.
Section 2.  Authority 

This local law is adopted pursuant to subdivision 5 of General Municipal Law §3-c, which expressly authorizes a local government’s governing body to override the property tax cap for the next fiscal year by the adoption of a local law approved by a vote of sixty percent (60%) of said governing body.  

Section 3.  Tax Levy Limit Override 

The City Council of the City of Canandaigua, County of Ontario, is hereby authorized to adopt a budget for the fiscal year commencing January 01, 2014 that may require a real property tax levy in excess of the amount otherwise prescribed in General Municipal Law §3-c. 

Section 4.  Severability 

If a court determines that any clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, or part of this local law or the application thereof to any person, firm or corporation, or circumstance is invalid or unconstitutional, the court’s order or judgment shall not affect, impair, or invalidate the remainder of this local law, but shall be confined in its operation to the clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, or part of this local law or in its application to the person, individual, firm or corporation or circumstance, directly involved in the controversy in which such judgment or order shall be rendered. 

Section 5.  Effective date

This local law shall take effect immediately upon filing with the Secretary of State.

1. Tax Cap Override 
A proposed resolution to override the City’s tax levy cap for fiscal year 2014 was 
reviewed.  While the Committee/Council has no intention at this time to exceed the 2014 
levy cap, the purpose of such a resolution is to protect the City from any future penalty 
that might result from a formula miscalculation in determining the 2014 cap. 
 
Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a local law, 
adoption of the proposed override. 
 
2. Contract Award for Screw Pump at the City Wastewater Treatment Plant 
Public Works Director Sprague reviewed the need to replace the 54-inch-diameter 
screw pump at the wastewater treatment plant.  Such a replacement is in the 2013 
Sewer Fund Capital Budget.  The lowest responsive bid for the pump itself was for 
$77,680 from Spaans Babcock, Ontario, Canada.  Mr. Sprague recommended awarding 
the purchase contract with subsequent payment to Spaans Babcock. 
 
Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a 
resolution, approval of this contract award and purchase. 
 
3. Contract Award for Architectural Services for the Hurley Building and City Hall 
Building Systems 
Public Works Director Sprague reviewed the need to conduct a major updating of the 
Hurley Building DPW facility and City Hall infrastructure.  The first step is to conduct an 
architectural and engineering assessment for the former and an engineering 
assessment for the latter.  Proposals were solicited and the lowest responsive bid was 
submitted by hbt Architects, Pittsford, NY at $18,490.  Funding for this part of the project 
was included in the 2013 Capital Budget.  Mr. Sprague recommended awarding the 
contract to hbt Architects. 
 
Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a 
resolution, approval of this contract award. 
 
4. Police and Public Works Fees 
As part of an initiative to review the entire City fee structure prior to 2014 budget 
workshops this November, Committee reviewed the Police and Public Works fee 







schedules at this meeting.  Discussion centered on staff recommendations for increases 
related to certain services and no change for others.  Again, the principles used by staff 
in making the recommendations were: 1) fees should reflect actual costs used to 
perform the service, and 2) fees should be charged for targeted services for a subset of 
the community vs. services benefitting the community as a whole. 
 
Police Chief Welch reviewed the Police fee schedule and rationale behind certain 
recommended changes.  Committee agreed tentatively to the proposed schedule with 
the following two exceptions: 1) Towing-related fee, notification after 5 days of storage – 
increase from $20 to $50 vs. proposed increase to $40 and 2) Warrant-related fee, civil 
warrant – new per-individual fee of $25 vs. proposed $15. 
 
Public Works Director Sprague reviewed the Public Works fee schedule and rationale 
behind certain recommended changes.  Committee agreed tentatively to the proposed 
schedule with the following exceptions: 1) 16-gallon recycle box fee – increase to $10 
vs. proposed no increase and 2) water service installation fee – time/materials charge 
vs. proposed $65/foot charge.  Additionally, Committee reserved a decision on three 
other fees, pending additional background data to be presented by staff at the next 
Committee meeting: 1) Water turn off / turn on fee per visit, 2) multi-unit refuse fee for 
units 2-4, and 3) nonprofit refuse fee. 
 
The meeting was adjourned at 8:55PM.  The next Finance Committee meeting is 
scheduled for Tuesday, August 27 at 7:00PM at the Hurley Building.

Presentation to the City Council July 16, 2013 


 
 Introduction from Lynn Paulson; Comprehensive Plan Review 
Committee introduce themselves.  
 
 On June 18, 2012, Canandaigua Mayor Ellen Polimeni and the 
Canandaigua City Council charged the Comprehensive Plan Review 
Committee with the following: 
 
‘The Committee is to review all aspects of the Comprehensive Plan 
adopted in 2002 utilizing current data and initiatives underway in the 
community. Following the review the committee will formulate and 
present City Council with recommendations for revision of the 2002 
plan.’ 
 
 To that end, the Comprehensive Plan Review Committee has met 
19 times since June 2012 to revise, clarify, remove and add to the 
goals and recommendations of the 2002 Comprehensive Plan.  
 
 In order to get appropriate input for the major goals areas that 
need review and revision, the Comprehensive Plan Review Committee 
established six Focus Groups that represented important players in 
our community. These focus group sessions were held in the Fall of 
2012. 
 
 Since then, the Comprehensive Plan Review Committee created 
twelve Goal Statements. Six are city-wide concerns from the old Plan. 
[Transportation, Housing, Parks and Recreation, Economy, Historic 







Preservation, and Intermunicipal Opportunities] One other city-wide 
concern from the old plan was Landscaping that was updated to 
Urban Forestry. Two city-wide concerns from the old plan were 
dropped. [Small Town Character and Signage]  
 
 
The five remaining goals are focus areas in the city. Three are from 
the old Plan [Downtown, South Main Street, and Lakefront] Two new 
areas are the vacant land in the Northeast Quadrant and Vacant Land 
in the South East Quadrant. The Northern Gateway, Eastern 
Boulevard, and the Southeast Industrial District Goals from the old 
plan were removed. 
 
 Under each goal statement, specific recommendations were 
developed for a total of 64 recommendations. Some of these 
recommendations were carried over from the 2002 Plan, others were 
reworded or clarified, and others were added for the first time to the 
Plan. Some of the recommendations from the old 2002 Plan were 
removed because they have been achieved or they were considered 
no longer relevant or appropriate for the updated Plan. 
 
 In summary, the Comprehensive Plan of 2013 is a carefully crafted 
update of the 2002 Plan. The Committee updated the existing 
conditions in each goal area, listened to important stakeholders in the 
community, considered each and every recommendation from the old 
plan, and produced a Plan that reflects a vision of what our 
community should be into the future. It is a tool that the City Council 
can use to help plan for the future growth of our local community. 
 
 Let’s Review the Goals and Recommendations; the Committee will 
entertain any questions or requests for clarification as we proceed 
through the document.
