Recognition of Guests:  7:08:08
· Jim Wolf, President of the Canandaigua Business Improvement District, introduced the new Executive Director, Katherine Nevin. 
· Joanne Elliot, Farmington, came to discuss her concerns about cats.  There are people upset at Camelot and on the side streets that want cats out of there.  It’s a people problem not a cat problem.  There is a need to make people aware of the facts about litters and how cats reproduce.  
· Carol Mensinger, Vice President of The Colony Caregivers, a  501(c)(3) organization supported through donations.  This group is dedicated to taking care of feral and abandoned cats. They trap, spay, neuter and vaccinate from known feral cat colonies and assist individuals who care for a colony or adopt an abandoned cat but cannot afford to get them spayed/neutered. They also try to educate the public on these feral cat colonies and how they can help.  She explained that a feral cat is a cat that is left outdoors, abandoned and reproduces and eats outside.  They came and asked the Council to continue to support them and to ensure that the City ordinances allow them to continue to function in the City.  
Committee Reports:  
Environmental:  Councilmember-at-Large Reston reported that the Environmental Committee met on July 10, 2012 and submitted the following minutes:
1. Green Lawn Care Presentation

We invited David Barclay from back to Nature Lawn Services, Inc. to conduct a presentation to the committee on green lawn care practices. This presentation was used for information purposes only, in an attempt to further educate members of council on environmentally friendly lawn care practices. It is one of the goals of the committee to engage in public education efforts to encourage residents to voluntarily engage in green lawn care practices. This would include an elimination of the use of fertilizers and pesticides. In addition, he suggested that residents cut their grass at a higher level, ensure frequent watering to develop deeper root systems, and employ regular applications of corn gluten to their yards.

There was no action taken on this issue, and it was presented for information purposes only.

2. Banners in Downtown Canandaigua

Amy Ward from the BID presented the committee with a design for patriotic banners that the BID is requesting be displayed for the spring and summer season. The BID would be donating the banners to the city. The banners are a patriotic design, with a red, white and blue Welcome flag on the banner. The banners will be put up for display in the next week.

Motion to approve these banners and accept the BID's donation of the banners was passed by a vote of 4:0.

3. Special Events The following special event applications were reviewed by committee:

a. Annalise's Annual 5K: This event was approved (4:0) with the condition that the event take place on the City's sidewalks, so that roads did not have to be closed.

b. SMS 5K Walk/Run: This event was approved (4:0).

c. Can Lake 50 Ultras: This event was approved (4:0).

4. Historic Panels in Sonnenberg Park

A resident has volunteered to complete historic panels for Sonnenberg Park that would be placed along the walking trail. The panels would detail the history of the park. The panels would be researched, written and produced by this volunteer resident. The bases for the panels would also be constructed and donated by this resident.

The committee voted 4:0 to accept this generous donation on behalf of the City.

5. Rail with Trail Revised Design Report

City staff apprised the committee of the ongoing discussions with the City School District regarding completion of this project. The School District remains reluctant to grant easements on their property for the benefit of the City. These easements are needed to complete the development of the trail. The committee discussed the need for a grassroots effort to advocate for better cooperation between the City and School District. This project has taken a long time to progress and there is strong desire on the part of council to see it to completion.

No action was taken on this topic. The discussion was conducted for information purposes only.

6. Resolution for Voluntary Non-Use of Pesticides

No action was taken on this topic. A discussion was conducted for information purposes only.

Ordinance: Councilmember, Ward 1 Whitcomb reported that the Ordinance Committee met on July 24, 2012 and discussed the following: 
· Bus Stops
Finance: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met on July 24, 2012 and submitted the following minutes: 

1. Police Vehicle – Additional Appropriation

Police Chief Welch reported that the budgeted amount for the purchase and outfitting of two new police cars in 2012 did not include sufficient funds to equip the second car with required equipment.  This resulted from the projected base-cost prices for the two cars through the state bid being higher than expected.  The Chief indicated that up to an additional $5K would be needed to complete the purchase and outfitting work.  He requested that an additional $5K be allocated from the Capital Equipment Reserve for this purpose  

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this request. 

2. Four Bid Awards

Public Works Director Sprague reviewed four bid-related projects and asked for approval to award the bids and complete the purchases:

· New Belt Filter Press at the Wastewater Treatment Plant.  Was a line item in the 2011 Sewer Fund Capital Budget at $340K but was not purchased at that time.  The equipment is needed this year.  Three bids were received with the lowest being $299.5K from BDP Industries.  Funds would be supplied from the same fund budget.

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this request.

· Lakeshore Drive Sewer Lift Station.  This project was budgeted in 2012 for $743.47K through the Sewer Fund Capital Budget.  
· The general construction portion of this project does not need a committee recommendation.  The City received three bids, with the lowest bid submitted by Villager Construction at $602.6K.  
Action Taken: None required.

· The electrical portion of the project does require a committee recommendation.  Initially, no bids were received.  A re-bid process yielded one bid from Blackmon-Farrell Electric at $61.4K.  Mr. Sprague requested that the committee recommend this bid to Council, given that there is difficulty in attracting interest in this portion of the project and the total of the bids is considerably under budget.
Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this request.

· 10-Ton Flatdeck Trailer.  Mr. Sprague reported that the purchase of a trailer for the new excavator is necessary, after determining that none of the City’s trailers is sufficient to transport the excavator safely.  Two bids were received with the lowest of $13,776.12 submitted by Tweitsworth Trailers in Geneseo.  This item was not included in the 2012 budget.  Mr. Sprague requested purchase of this equipment with the funds to be supplied by the General Fund Capital Equipment Reserve.  It was noted that anticipated 2012 sales of City excess/surplus equipment, proceeds from which would be directed to the same reserve fund, will more than cover this unanticipated purchase.

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this request.

3. Kershaw Park Beach Rubble Removal
City Manager James and Public Works Director Sprague reported that costs for the initial excavation and backfill work at Kershaw Beach on July 5 were nearly $5K.  They proposed that $5K from the General Fund Kershaw Park Reserve be allocated to cover this cost. 

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this request.

4. Project Budget for Downtown Streetscape Project

Assistant City Manager White reviewed the status of the Downtown Streetscape Project due to be constructed in 2013.  The project scope includes 20 in-sidewalk planters and infrastructure repairs/upgrades including storm sewer work on the east side, irrigation, and the placement of electrical conduit.  Total cost, including contingencies, is about $780K-$800K, about $200K greater than original estimates.  The 2012 General Fund budget appropriated $585K.  It will be necessary to allocate the remaining ~$200K in the 2013 budget to fully fund the project.       

Action Taken: None.  This was an information-only topic.

5. Tax Cap – 2013 General Fund Budget

City Manager James proposed that Council again pass a local law in advance of the 2013 budget process to formally waive the tax levy cap for 2013 property taxes.  The intent is to protect the City against possible future fines/penalties in the event that an error is made in the tax levy cap calculation.  While such action would allow the City to exceed the cap in 2013, that is not the intention of this proposal.

Action Taken: Committee voted 3:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this proposal.  (Note that committee member Wade left the meeting prior to this vote and was therefore unable to participate.)

Planning:  Councilmember, Ward 4 Wade  reported that the Planning Committee has not met since the last Council meeting.
Committee of the Whole:  Mayor Polimeni reported that the Committee of the Whole met on July 12, 2012 and submitted the following minutes:  
1. City Manager Recruitment / Search Process –   A summary of the history of the City Manager position in the City of Canandaigua led off the discussion regarding our City Manager search.  The Council met with Mr. Nick Mazza and discussed expected qualifications for a new City Manager.  We also spent time sharing thoughts of key priorities for the new city manager .  Areas touched on included Internal organization, team building, budget/financial, service improvements, dispute settlement, capital improvement development, shared services , economic development and negotiations.   Mr. Mazza also addressed time line for the recruitment process and we supported postings going out mid-September.  

2. Planning Commission Vacancy


Committee of the Whole members present reviewed the applications of the residents interviewed earlier in the year and agreed to appoint Adrienne Kantz to the vacancy being created by the resignation of Matt Smythe.  The appointment will move to the August 2 agenda of Council. 
3.  Update on the Comprehensive Plan

     The Comprehensive Plan committee is hard at work following an organizational meeting.  We will rely on our Council representatives, Cindy Wade and Dave Whitcomb to keep us informed regarding the work of the committee. ..

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A LOCAL MATCH CONTRIBUTION FOR THE GREEN INNOVATION GRANTS PROGRAM (GIGP) AWARD TO THE CITY OF CANANDAIGUA AS IT RELATES TO THE 

DOWNTOWN STREETSCAPE


WHEREAS, The City of Canandaigua was awarded a NYSEFC grant under the Green Innovation Grant Program (GIGP); and 


WHEREAS, the grant will assist the City of Canandaigua with rehabilitating its downtown corridor with innovative green infrastructure practices which shall include the installation of rain gardens/planting zones to assist in the collection and treatment of storm water runoff in this area along with beautifying our business improvement district.  

WHEREAS, the grant award was in the amount of $385,000; and


WHEREAS, a requirement of this grant is a 10% minimum local match by the awarded municipality; and


WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua’s is committed to a minimum local match of $38,500; and


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Canandaigua authorizes and appropriates a minimum of 10% local match as required by the Green Innovation Grant Program for the GIGP project Downtown Streetscape Green Streets.  Under the GIGP program, this local match must be at least 10% of the total actual project costs. The maximum local share appropriated, subject to any changes agreed to by the City Council, shall not exceed $90,000 based upon a total estimated maximum project cost of $900,000.  The City Manager may increase this local match through the use of in kind services without further approval from the City of Canandaigua;  


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Manager is authorized to execute a Grant Agreement with the NYS Environmental Facilities Corporation with such changes as agreed to by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua.

Local Law #2012-003:  
Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger introduced the following local law and placed it on the table.

A Local Law Authorizing A Property Tax Levy In Excess Of The Limit 

Established In General Municipal Law §3-C

Section 1. Legislative Intent

It is the intent of this local law to allow the City of Canandaigua to adopt a budget for the fiscal year commencing January 01, 2013 that requires a real property tax levy in excess of the “tax levy limit” as defined by General Municipal Law § 3-c.

Section 2.  Authority 

This local law is adopted pursuant to subdivision 5 of General Municipal Law §3-c, which expressly authorizes a local government’s governing body to override the property tax cap for the next fiscal year by the adoption of a local law approved by a vote of sixty percent (60%) of said governing body.  

Section 3.  Tax Levy Limit Override 

The City Council of the City of Canandaigua, County of Ontario, is hereby authorized to adopt a budget for the fiscal year commencing January 01, 2013 that may require a real property tax levy in excess of the amount otherwise prescribed in General Municipal Law §3-c. 

Section 4.  Severability 

If a court determines that any clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, or part of this local law or the application thereof to any person, firm or corporation, or circumstance is invalid or unconstitutional, the court’s order or judgment shall not affect, impair, or invalidate the remainder of this local law, but shall be confined in its operation to the clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, or part of this local law or in its application to the person, individual, firm or corporation or circumstance, directly involved in the controversy in which such judgment or order shall be rendered. 

Section 5.  Effective date

This local law shall take effect immediately upon filing with the Secretary of State.
