Finance:  Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger  reported that the Finance Committee met on July 26, 2011 and submitted the following report:
1. Central Garage and Fleet Maintenance Efficiency Study

William Reemtsen, from Stuart I. Brown Associates, Inc. (LaBella), presented the results from the recent City-Town-School District study to assess respective garage facilities/operations and determine if there are opportunities for collective cost and efficiency improvements.  The study concluded that all three operations are being run efficiently and that there are no appreciable savings to be had through consolidation or staffing realignments/reductions.  Improvement recommendations include increasing the use of productivity metrics across the facilities, sharing specialized equipment, standardizing equipment, annual facility tours by the mechanics, and additional training. 

Action Taken: No action needed.  Item was information only.

2. Mechanic Vacancy
Assistant City Manager White stated that one of the two central garage mechanics recently resigned and that it would be his intent to fill the budgeted position as soon as possible. 

Action Taken: Although this item was also an information-only topic, City staff had agreed at the beginning of 2011 to review prospective hires with Council prior to filling any budgeted position - as a matter of courtesy.  Committee unanimously supported Mr. White's intent.

3. First and Second Quarter Budget Reports

City Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reviewed the two 2011 quarter to-date results for the General, Water, and Sewer Funds.  She reported that all three funds appear to be on track for both revenue and expenses with the expectation that year-end results will be close to budget.  One noticeable exception is the gasoline budget for the General Fund which is projected to over-run the full year budget by about $40K. 

Action Taken: No action needed.  Item was information only.

4. Blood Mobile at Rotary Pier Festival

Paul Minor, Pier Festival volunteer, addressed the Committee to explain the request to park a Blood Mobile in about four City parking spaces during the festival in order to give guests the opportunity to donate blood.  In order to give permission, Council will need to amend the Special Event permit to allow this additional provision.  

Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution to amend the Special Event permit, approval of this request.

5. Authorization to Appoint Deputy Clerk

City Attorney Smith presented a draft of a resolution that would allow employees of the Clerk's office to issue marriage licenses in the event the Clerk is not available or not able to do so.  No additional compensation for the employees is involved. 

Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this authorization.

WHEREAS, NYS Domestic Relations Law §15(3) states that with the approval of the City Council the Clerk is authorized to designate, in writing filed in the City Clerk's office, a Deputy Clerk, if any, and/or other city employees in such office to receive applications for, examine applications, investigate and issue marriage licenses in the absence or inability of the Clerk to act, and said designated Deputy and/or employees would be vested with all the powers and duties of said City Clerk relative to the issuance of marriage license; and

WHEREAS so long as the designated Deputy Clerk and/or other employees are willing and able to perform the duties of the Clerk with respect to the issuance of marriage licenses without additional compensation;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that so long as other employees in the City Clerk’s Office are willing and able to perform the duties of the City Clerk with respect to the issuance of marriage licenses without additional compensation, the Canandaigua City Council does hereby authorize the City Clerk, to designate, in writing filed in the City Clerk’s Office, a Deputy Clerk and/or other City employees in said office with all the powers and duties of said City Clerk relative to the issuance of marriage licenses in accordance with New York State law.
