Approval of Minutes: Councilmember-at-Large Shipley moved approval of the Council Minutes of August 20, 2009.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti  seconded the motion.

Committee Reports:  

Environmental:  Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell  reported that the Environmental Committee met on  August 11th and reported the following:

1.  Special Events:  

The Committee reviewed and approved 5 special events, including the CFD/MDA Fill the Boot Campaign, The Patriots Day Remembrance Ceremony, The Howell St Block Party, The Children’s Miracle Network Walk, and the Canandaigua Academy Homecoming Parade.

2.   Request to Rename Bristol Ct.

The committee heard from 10 residents, property owners and other interested parties regarding a proposal to rename Bristol Ct.  The city code has laid out specific requirements for street naming, and the requesters believe they have satisfied two of the requirements.  It was recognized that renaming the street will carry a financial burden for the residents, and the city.  Not all residents were in attendance at the presentation and the Committee asked the city manager to arrange a formal comment session for all property owners and residents of Bristol Ct to attend.  That comment session will take place on September 15, 2009 as part of the Environmental Committee agenda. 
3.  Historic Property Inventory 

Kris Hughes, Director of Planning and Development for Ontario County presented the committee with information regarding a new initiative his office has undertaken.  The county is interested in helping municipalities in Ontario County to identify and inventory historic properties within their respective communities.  The County Planning Board and local municipal historians will act as an advisory committee.  At some point in the future, with the help of a GIS connection on the county website, county residents will be able to click on a map and view specifics information on any registered historic property in the county.
4.  Alternate Route Draft Resolution.

The committee reviewed an recommended a proposed draft resolution authored by Alternate Route Co-Chairs Dave Wink and Bob Purple that would apply for grant funding to study an alternated route that would pass east of Canandaigua and meet Rte 5 & 20 near Wal-Mart.  The resolution will be presented to the County Board of Supervisors, and the towns of Canandaigua and Hopewell.  It was recognized by the co-chairs that complete support from all neighboring municipalities was necessary to fully leverage the chance for success of the grant application.  The committee agreed and requested that meetings be arranged with all the interested parties.

5.  Current Status of the Solid Waste Management Plan.

Once again, County Planning Director Kris Hughes updated the committee on the status of the Ontario County Solid Waste Plan.  NYS makes specific requirements of all counties to prepare a plan that complies with state requirements.  Mr. Hughes related that the county is well under way with updating its current plan.  He told the committee that the county and its land fill operator are running a successful program and are seeking new ways to improve the performance of the operation.
6.  Recycling Pilot Project.

DPW Chief, Lou Loy, and Project Manager Jim Abraham presented a proposal to test a recycling program that would allow city residents to  present recyclable items for collection once per month instead of the current once per week program.  The test will involve large volume totes at residences and automatic pick and dump equipment mounted on the back of the recycling truck.  After some questioning by council members, the committee voted to recommend the plan to the full City Council.

7.  Flag Pole Donation for Kershaw Park.
The committee discussed a request for the donation of a flag pole at Kershaw Park.  The pole would be donated by a small group of residents who want to see Old Glory flying prominently over the park.  The committee asked DPW Chief Lou Loy to meet with the group and discuss the specifications needed for a serviceable flag pole on the lake front.

Planned Unit Development (PUD):   Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the PUD Review Committee has not met since the last Council meeting.
Finance:  Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met on August 27th  and submitted the following report:

1. Conference and Vehicle Rental Policy

Assistant City Manager White reviewed a travel policy proposal setting clear and tight travel guidelines for non-local training and workshop events.  The proposal uses IRS per diem rates as reimbursement ceilings and establishes criteria for use of personal vs. rental vehicles.  The policy is intended to minimize costs to fund needed travel.

Committee approved 3:0 to recommend adoption of this proposal to Council in the form of a resolution.

2. School Resource Officer Program Agreement

City Manager James presented a municipal cooperation agreement between the City and the City School District for continuation of the School Resource Officer program.  The agreement provides one full-time and one part-time School Resource Officer to the district from the City Police Department for the next school year with 100% of the cost funded by the district, including the summer recess.  The agreement previously had been approved by the School Board.  

Committee approved 3:0 to recommend adoption of this proposal to Council in the form of a resolution.

3. Part-Time Police Officer Positions

City Manager James and Police Chief Welch presented proposals to fill two part-time police officer positions, already on the books but currently unfilled.  The first is focused on additional School Resource Officer functions (described above) and would be 100% funded by the School District.  The second is intended to supplement the full-time police force and will reduce overtime costs, resulting in a net savings to the City.  Both positions are intended to be used on a limited basis, would not be used to replace current full-time positions, and would not include any additional benefits costs.  

Committee approved 3:0 to recommend adoption of this two-part proposal to Council in the form of a resolution.

4. SWAT Team

Police Chief Welch and Sheriff Deputy Sgt. Frasca reviewed a proposal to formally include one City of Canandaigua Police Department officer on the County SWAT team.  The proposal would specifically involve the City entering into an inter-municipal agreement with the County and would authorize the sale of City surplus weapons to fund a portion of the associated equipment costs.  While the one-time cost for equipment to outfit the officer would be about $6,000, Sgt. Frasca stated that he would be in a position to loan spare equipment for this purpose in the short term and would seek a grant to help cover any remaining costs in the longer term.  The Council stated its appreciation for Sgt. Frasca's help in this matter and expressed its hope that outside funding would be available.   

Committee approved 4:0 to recommend adoption of this proposal to Council in the form of two resolutions.

5. Canandaigua Lady Mooring License

City Manager James again raised the proposal to issue a permit to allow the Canandaigua Lady tour boat to dock at the City Pier over the coming winter.  The proposed permit would be retroactive to include the most recent winter - 2008/2009.  The retroactive fee would be $250, consistent with past practice.  A fee for the coming winter needs to be set and a range of $250 to $1,000 was suggested.  Another suggestion made was to request an in-kind donation from the boat's owner in lieu of a fee.  City Manager James was asked to explore the latter option and bring results back to the next Finance Committee meeting when a final decision will be made.

6. Shared Services Grant Application

City Manager James reviewed a proposal to partner with Ontario County to apply for a NYS local-government efficiency grant.  The focus would be on vehicle maintenance operations, looking for consolidation and/or synergy opportunities.  Grant amount is $25,000, the local contribution is 10% ($2,500 split 50/50 between City and County), and the application due date is September 23.  It was noted that the County Board of Supervisors has not yet agreed to be our co-applicant for this grant.  However, given the short timeframe, the committee was encouraged to authorize this resolution now in anticipation of the County's agreement over the next few weeks.

Committee approved 3:1 to recommend adoption of this proposal to Council in the form of a resolution.

7. Reauthorization of Inter-Municipal Agreement for Watershed Council

Mayor Polimeni reviewed a proposal for the City to enter into a new 5-year partnership agreement with the Watershed Council, 2010-2014.  The mayor recounted the long history of the Council, the City's involvement, and the untold benefits to the watershed.  According to the funding formula, the City's share for 2010 would be $19,793 vs. the 2009 allocation of $20,359.

Committee approved 4:0 to recommend adoption of this proposal to Council in the form of a resolution.

WHEREAs, the City of Canandaigua and the County of Ontario agrees to enter into an intermunicipal agreement upon notification of the grant being awarded.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the City Manager is hereby authorized to submit an application, in cooperation with the County of Ontario, to the New York State Department of State for funds under the Local Government Efficiency Grant Program to complete a feasibility study on the consolidation, dissolution or intermunicipal cooperation of Central Garage operations; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Canandaigua commits the City to make application for no more than $25,000 of State funds and to provide one-half of the 10% match, totaling no more than $1,250 in local funds to be provided from the City’s 2009 Budget; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Canandaigua authorizes the City Manager, to certify that the information contained in the application is true and correct and that the City Manager is authorized to accept any grant award resulting from the application and to execute any and all documents necessary to accept and/or implement the approved project.

WHEREAS, all decision making authority regarding municipal fund expenditures for plan implementation and the position of Watershed Manager will reside with the Canandaigua Lake Watershed Council;

Chapter 494-6. Exceptions is hereby amended to read as follows:

The provisions of this chapter shall not apply to:

A.  The emission of sound for the purpose of alerting persons to the existence of an emergency; or

B.  The emission of sound in the performance of emergency work; or

C.  Public speaking and public assembly activities conducted on any property public place or public right-of-way, which is owned by a municipality.

D.  Noise on City property when the City Council has authorized and permitted a function pursuant to a special event permit, unless otherwise prohibited by the special event permit.

E. Any function carried out by the City of Canandaigua or its employees or agents. Further any road work carried out by State Employees or their contractors.

F. Any person that obtains a special exemption from City Council, as granted through a Resolution based on special or unusual circumstances (i.e The work can only be performed at night or due to the kind of equipment used). The City Council, if it grants a special exemption, may apply restrictions such as the petitioner must notify area residents of the anticipated noise or any other restrictions Council deems appropriate.

G. The act of lawn care and snow removal during the hours of 0900-1900 hrs provided that the muffler device is in proper working order on the lawn care and snow removal equipment.
