Resolution #2012-060: 
Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger read the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember-at-Large Bucci  seconded the motion.
A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A LOCAL MATCH CONTRIBUTION FOR THE GREEN INNOVATION GRANTS PROGRAM (GIGP) AWARD TO THE CITY OF CANANDAIGUA AS IT RELATES TO THE DOWNTOWN STREETSCAPE


WHEREAS, The City of Canandaigua was awarded a NYSEFC grant under the Green Innovation Grant Program (GIGP); and 


WHEREAS, the grant will assist the City of Canandaigua with rehabilitating its downtown corridor with innovative green infrastructure practices which shall include the installation of rain gardens/planting zones to assist in the collection and treatment of storm water runoff in this area along with beautifying our business improvement district.  

WHEREAS, the grant award was in the amount of $385,000; and


WHEREAS, a requirement of this grant is a 10% minimum local match by the awarded municipality; and


WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua’s is committed to a minimum local match of $80,000; and


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council of the City of Canandaigua authorizes and appropriates a minimum of 10% local match as required by the Green Innovation Grant Program for the GIGP project Downtown Streetscape Green Streets.  Under the GIGP program, this local match must be at least 10% of the total actual project costs. The maximum local share appropriated, subject to any changes agreed to by the City Council, shall not exceed $415,000 based upon a total estimated maximum project cost of $800,000.  The City Manager may increase this local match through the use of in kind services without further approval from the City of Canandaigua;  


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Manager is authorized to execute a Grant Agreement with the NYS Environmental Facilities Corporation any and all contracts, documents, and instruments necessary to bring about the Project and to fulfill the City of Canandaigua’s obligations under the GIGP Grant Agreement, with such changes as agreed to by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua.

Councilmember-at-Large Taylor read the following resolution and moved for its adoption.  Councilmember, Ward 1 Whitcomb  seconded the motion.
A RESOLUTION REAFFIRMING THE DETERMINATION OF ENVIRONMENTAL SIGNIFICANCE AS IT RELATES TO THE 

DOWNTOWN STREETSCAPE REHABILITATION PROJECT 
WHEREAS, on November 3, 2011, the City Council of the City of Canandaigua, determined that the Downtown Streetscape Rehabilitation Project is an Unlisted Action under the implementing regulations of the State Environmental Quality Review Act (NYCRR Part 617); and 

WHEREAS, the City Council has reviewed the attached Short Environmental Assessment Form (EAF) for the proposed Downtown Streetscape Rehabilitation Project, has identified the relevant areas of environmental concern, and has taken a hard look at these areas of concern; and


WHEREAS, upon review of the information recorded on the EAF and in consideration of the criteria for determining significance as set forth in NYCRR 617.7(c) (1), specifically the magnitude and importance of each impact, the City Council has reasonably determined that the proposed Downtown Streetscape Rehabilitation Project will result in no major adverse impacts and in fact will be beneficial to the waters of Canandaigua Lake, its fish and fauna, will improve the character of the community and is consistent with the City’s Comprehensive Plan, and therefore, will not cause significant damage to the environment; and


WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua felt that the community would benefit from a coordinated review and the designation as Lead Agency on this project; and


WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua has solicited feedback and comments from the Department of Transportation (NYSDOT), Department of Environmental Conservation (NYSDEC), State Historic Preservation Office (NYSHPO) and the Environmental Facilities Corporation (NYSEFC) and all agencies have approved the City’s Lead Agency Request.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that it reaffirms its previous decisions that the proposed Downtown Streetscape Rehabilitation Project will not have a significant adverse effect on the environment for the reasons set forth in the attached Notice of Determination of Non-Significance and that the City of Canandaigua is hereby designated as Lead Agency on this project; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Manager is authorized to take all actions reasonable and necessary to file the Negative Declaration and discharge the City of Canandaigua’s responsibility as lead agency for this action in accordance with the requirements of the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act.
