A RESOLUTION ACCEPTING CANANDAIGUA LAKE MUSIC FESTIVAL BANNERS FROM THE DOWNTOWN CANANDAIGUA MERCHANTS ASSOCIATION

WHEREAS, the City has banner brackets on City streets and other public places that may be used to decorate or advertise civic events; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to NYS DOT policy, only municipalities may be permitted to display banners/signs and decorations on the State’s highway rights-of-way; and

WHEREAS, the City may accept banners or decorations for display on poles on the City’s street rights-of-ways; and

WHEREAS, the Downtown Canandaigua Merchants Association made a proposal to the Environmental Committee of the City Council on August 9th to display Canandaigua Lake Music Festival banners in the Downtown area of Main Street; and

WHEREAS, the Environmental Committee reviewed the banner design and has recommended acceptance of these banner decorations (acceptance of banners by the City does not guarantee permit approval or placement).

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the City Council hereby approves the design and placement of the Canandaigua Lake Music Festival banners as proposed by the Downtown Canandaigua Merchants Association; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council hereby accepts the Canandaigua Lake Music Festival banners provided by the Downtown Canandaigua Merchants Association; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Director of Public Works is authorized to apply for a NYS DOT permit for purposes of displaying these banners on Main Street for the appropriate season, and once said permit is obtained to cause said banners to be appropriately displayed.

WHERAS, the City of Canandaigua wishes to retain the services of a professional consultant to develop a Main Street Landscape Improvement Plan for the City; and


WHEREAS, a proposal was received from said consulting firm seeking to provide such services; and 


WHEREAS, on July 12th, the Environmental Committee of the City Council, elected to award the contract for professional services for this project to BME Associates of Fairport, New York; and


WHEREAS, a Professional Services Agreement between the City of Canandaigua and BME Associates has been reviewed by the City’s Corporation Counsel; and


WHEREAS, BME Associates is to provide these services for a fee listed in the July 7th proposal, which is attached and made part of this resolution; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the City Manager be, and hereby is, authorized to execute a Professional Services Agreement with BME Associates to develop a Main Street Landscape Improvement Plan for the City; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the additional funds needed to pay for this Professional Services Agreement shall be taken from the Contingency Fund.
