WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Canandaigua has adopted the 2006 Budget; and 


WHEREAS, said budget calls for a property tax levy of $3,169,470;

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING COLLECTION OF COUNTY TAXES

GREETINGS:

You are hereby REQUIRED AND COMMANDED TO collect from the several persons and corporations named in the Assessment Roll to which this warrant is annexed, the several sums of money mentioned in the column thereof, to wit: the one marked “County Taxes” and set opposite to the name of such persons or corporations respectively, together with your fee thereon, as hereinafter provided.

Immediately upon delivery of said Roll and Warrant to you, you shall mail to each taxpayer against whom any tax shall be charged on such roll, at last known post office addresses, a statement of the amount of such tax, designating the Clerk/Treasurer’s Office in said City, as the place for receiving payment of the taxes from January 3rd to January 31st, both dates inclusive, from nine o’clock in the morning until four forty-five o’clock in the afternoon, and any person may pay her/his tax at the time and place designated.

Upon all taxes collected after January 31st, 2006 such Clerk/Treasurer shall collect one percentum: and after the expiration of said last day of February, you are to proceed and collect the unpaid taxes in the manner provided by the Statutes of the State of New York.

RESOLUTION #2005-115
A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE 2006 BUSINESS IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT (BID) BUDGET, ESTABLISHING THE 2006 BID CHARGE LEVY, 

AND AUTHORIZING THE CLERK/TREASURER TO 

SPREAD AND COLLECT THE SAME 

WHEREAS, the Downtown Business Improvement District (BID) was established by the City Council on July 9, 1992 by Local Law No. 4; and   


WHEREAS, the operation of the BID is governed by the provisions set forth in Article 19-A of the General Municipal Law, Section 980j of which requires that the expense incurred in the operation of the district shall be financed in accordance with the district plan upon which the establishment of the district was based, and that the district charge upon benefited real property shall be imposed as provided in the district plan; and that the charge shall be determined, levied, and collected in the same manner and at the same time and by the same officers as the general municipal taxes are levied and collected; and 


WHEREAS, the proposed 2006 BID budget was accepted by the Board of Directors of the Downtown Canandaigua Business Management Association, Inc. at its meeting of November 16, 2005, and a revised budget was approved by the Executive Committee of the Board on December 7, 2005 and was submitted to the City Council for approval and funding; and

WHEREAS, the BID’s 2006 budget, a summary of which is attached hereto, includes $24,170 in anticipated revenue to be generated by the BID charge; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the proposed 2006 BID budget is hereby approved; and


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the amount of $24,171 shall constitute a levy of the amount to be raised by the district charge, and a warrant to the Clerk/Treasurer to spread and extend such levy upon the properties in the Business Improvement District in accordance with the district plan, and to collect the same.

Councilmember Fenti read a resolution and moved its adoption.  Councilmember Nixon seconded the motion, carried unanimously by roll call vote.

RESOLUTION 2005-116

A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING THE 2006 WATER RATES 

FOR THE CITY OF CANANDAIGUA 


WHEREAS, the City Council has adopted the 2006 Operating Budget for the Water Fund; and


WHEREAS, the Water Fund Budget calls for an increase in the water rates in order to meet the financial requirements of the Water Fund in 2006; and


WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua sells water to residential and commercial water customers within the City and by contract to several town water districts;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the water rates charged for residential and commercial water customers within the City be increased to $1.53 per 100 cubic feet of water ($0.2045 per 100 gallons) with a minimum quarterly charge of $22.95, that the water rate charged for suburban customers be increased to $2.21 per 100 cubic feet of water ($0.2954 per 100 gallons) with a minimum quarterly charge of $33.15, and that said rates shall be in effect for all water consumption billed on or after January 1, 2006.

Councilmember Shipley read a resolution and moved its adoption.  Councilmember Rivet seconded the motion, carried unanimously by roll call vote.

RESOLUTION #2005-117

A RESOLUTION AMENDING 

THE 2005 GENERAL FUND AND WATER FUND BUDGETS

WHEREAS, the organizations on the attached list have agreed to administer and provide individual or group programs for the citizens of the Canandaigua area; and 


WHEREAS, said programs complement City goals through the provision of emergency medical services or though the promotion of economic development, personal development, and social enrichment; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the City Manager is authorized to execute contracts with these organizations as required and in accordance with the amounts appropriated in the 2006 Budget.

RESOLUTION #2005-119

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A DOG CONTROL CONTRACT 

WITH ONTARIO COUNTY


WHEREAS, the Ontario County Humane Society provides dog control services for municipalities in Ontario County; and


WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua does not have a Dog Control Officer; and


WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua wishes to continue participating in the Ontario County Humane Society’s Dog Control program, and has budgeted $12,790 for this service in the 2006 General Fund Budget;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the City Manager is hereby authorized to enter into a contract with the Ontario County Humane Society, in an amount not to exceed $12,790 for the provision of dog control services in the City of Canandaigua for 2006.

Councilmember Rivet read a resolution and moved its adoption.  Councilmember Fenti seconded the motion, carried unanimously by roll call vote.

RESOLUTION #2005-120

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE IMPLEMENTATION, AND FUNDING IN THE FIRST INSTANCE 100% OF THE FEDERAL-AID AND STATE “MARCHISELLI” PROGRAM-AID ELIGIBLE COSTS, OF A TRANSPORTATION FEDERAL-AID PROJECT, AND APPROPRIATING FUNDS THEREFORE


WHEREAS, a project for the replacement of North Street from NYS Route 332 and County Road 28 to the east and County Road 30 to the west, City of Canandaigua, Ontario County, PIN 475289, (the Project) is eligible for funding under Title 23 U.S. Code, as amended, that calls for the apportionment of the costs of such program to be borne at the ratio of 80% Federal funds and 20% non-Federal funds; and


WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua desires to advance the Project by making a commitment of 100% of the non-Federal share of the costs of the design, right-of-way, and construction phases.


NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved that the City Council, duly convened does hereby


RESOLVE, that the City Council hereby approves the above-subject project; and it is hereby further


RESOLVED, that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to pay in the first instance 100% of the Federal and non-Federal share of the cost of design, right-of-way, construction, construction inspection, and construction administration work for the Project or portions thereof; and it is further


RESOLVED, that the sum of $2,805,000 ($328,000 for design, $150,000 for the right-of-way, and $2,327,000 for construction) is hereby appropriated from the City Council and made available to cover the cost of participation in the above phase of the Project; and it is further


RESOLVED, that in the event the full Federal and non-Federal share costs of the project exceeds the amount appropriated above, the City Council shall convene as soon as possible to appropriate said excess amount immediately upon the notification by the New York State Department of Transportation thereof, and it is further


RESOLVED, that the City Manager be and is hereby authorized to execute all necessary Agreements, certification or reimbursement requests for Federal Aid and/or Marchiselli Aid on behalf of the City Council with the New York State Department of Transportation in connection with the advancement or approval of the Project and providing for the administration of the Project and the municipality’s first instance funding of project costs and permanent funding of the local share of Federal-aid and State-aid eligible Project costs and all Project costs within appropriations therefore that are not so eligible, and it is further


RESOLVED, that a certified copy of this resolution be filed with the New York State Commissioner of Transportation by attaching it to any necessary Agreement in connection with the Project; and it further


RESOLVED, this Resolution shall take effect immediately.

Councilmember Terwilliger read a resolution and moved its adoption.  Councilmember Rivet seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.

RESOLUTION #2005-122

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING CHANGE ORDER NO. 1, ADDITIONAL CONSTRUCTION EXPENSES FOR THE CITY PIER BOX CULVERT REPLACEMENT PROJECT


WHEREAS, a construction contract was awarded by the City Council on October 6, 2005 to C.P. Ward Incorporated in the amount of $242,909.00 to replace the concrete box culvert under the City Pier; and


WHEREAS, during the execution of the project, the contractor encountered six additional tasks beyond the original contract scope amounting to $43,024.43, contract item quantity overruns of $5,115.50 and two tasks with associated credits of $9,548.93 with a net value of $38,591.00; and


WHEREAS, the total project construction cost including this change order and the quantity overruns total $281,500.00; and


WHEREAS, the project budget for construction was $283,000.00; and

WHEREAS, the City Manager and the Public Works Director recommend the approval of this Change Order No. 1; and


WHEREAS, the joint Planning-Finance-Environmental Committee, at its December 8, 2005 meeting reviewed the various components of this change order and recommended approval to the full City Council; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a change order for additional work required to complete the replacement of the city pier box culvert by C.P. Ward, Inc. of 100 River Road, Scottsville, New York, 14546 in the amount of $38,591.00 that includes the contract item overruns of $5,115.50, credits totaling $9,548.93 and additional expenditures of $43,024.43 bringing the total project construction cost to $281,500.00.

Councilmember Nixon read a resolution and moved its adoption.  Councilmember Fenti seconded the motion, carried unanimously by roll call vote.

RESOLUTION 2005-123

A RESOLUTION DECLARING CERTAIN 

ACCOUNTS RECEIVABLE UNCOLLECTABLE 

WHEREAS, the accounts receivable for the City of Canandaigua contain amounts that have been outstanding for several years; and

WHEREAS, repeated attempts to collect these amounts due have been unsuccessful; and

WHEREAS, proper accounting procedures require write-off of accounts receivable when collection is not anticipated; and

WHEREAS, the proposal to write-off these amounts was reviewed with Council at the December 8, 2005 joint Planning-Finance-Environmental Committee meeting.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the attached list of accounts receivable is uncollectable; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT the City Clerk-Treasurer is directed to create the appropriate journal entries to remove these items from the accounts receivable financial records of the City.

Councilmember Hamlin read a resolution and moved its adoption.  Councilmember Fenti seconded the motion, carried by roll call vote with six Councilmembers voting in favor and Councilmembers Fenti, Seager, and Mayor Polimeni opposing.


RESOLUTION #2005-124

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A 

MUNICIPAL SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH ONTARIO COUNTY

WHEREAS, Ontario County owns and operates County facilities within the City of Canandaigua; and

WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua provides a range of municipal services such as fire protection, emergency medical services, street maintenance, and snowplowing for these facilities which are necessary for their daily operations; and

WHEREAS, Ontario County does not pay any property taxes in support of all the municipal services they receive; and 

WHEREAS, Ontario County wishes to formally recognize the municipal services they receive by entering into an agreement with the City of Canandaigua which will include an annual payment to the City of Canandaigua for the services received; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the City Manager is hereby authorized to enter into a Municipal Services Agreement with Ontario County.

Councilmember Seager advised he would vote against the resolution because it was not what the City had asked for and was not fair.  Councilmember Seager said that something better needs to be worked out.  Councilmember Fenti advised he would vote no, and brought up the issues, such as snowplowing, and the dumpster on Gorham Street, 

Councilmember Fenti read a resolution and moved its adoption.  Councilmember Rivet seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.

RESOLUTION #2005-125

A RESOLUTION ENDORSING ONTARIO COUNTY’S APPLICATION

FOR A REAL PROPERTY SERVICES GRANT


WHEREAS, Ontario County Real Property Tax Services, in conjunction with the Ontario County Planning Department, is seeking grant funding through the Real Property Tax Administration Technology Improvement Grant Program for the Ontario County, New York - System Integration Portal/Gateway Project; and 


WHEREAS, this project, when funded, will create inter-governmental efficiencies within the assessment community, and will provide the taxpayers with improved access to valuable information on Real Property Tax Assessment; and


WHEREAS, at a joint committee meeting held on December 8, 2005, this project was reviewed and endorsed unanimously by the members of this City Council;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Canandaigua City Council  does hereby endorse and support the application of Ontario County for grant funding for the Ontario County, New York - System Integration Portal/Gateway Project.

RESOLUTION 2005-126

A RESOLUTION SETTING THE TIME AND PLACE OF A PUBLIC HEARING ON LOCAL LAW NO. 6 OF 2005, AMENDING THE CITY CHARTER RELATIVE TO THE CALCULATION OF TERM LIMITS FOR MEMBERS OF THE PLANNING COMMISSION.


WHEREAS, Section 3.14 of the Canandaigua City Charter and Section 20 of the Municipal Home Rule Law require a public hearing on a proposed local law;

Local Law No. 6

2005

A LOCAL LAW TO AMEND THE CITY OF CANANDAIGUA CHARTER RELATIVE TO THE CALCULATION OF TERM LIMITS.
WHEREAS, clarification needs to be made relative to the calculation of term limits for members of the Planning Commission; and

WHEREAS, amendments to the City Charter, which are not subject to a mandatory referendum, may be adopted pursuant to Municipal Home Rule Law; and

WHEREAS, the proposed amendment is not subject to such mandatory referendum.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua, as follows:

Section 1.
That the City of Canandaigua City Charter, is hereby amended to read as follows [deletions stricken, additions underlined]:


12.2.  Term and Appointment.  Members of the Planning Commission shall be appointed by the City Council, each to serve for a term of three years.  No citizen may serve more than three consecutive terms.  In calculating term limits a break in service or absence from the Planning Commission of any amount of time prior to the enactment of Local Law Number 3 of 2004 shall have the effect that any term served before the break in service shall not be deemed or considered to be a consecutive term.  Any vacancy occurring otherwise than by expiration of term shall be filled by appointment for the un-expired term only.  An appointment to serve the balance of an un-expired term shall count as a full term for the purpose of term limits.  After serving three consecutive full or partial terms, the citizen will not be eligible for a new appointment to any Board until a period of three years has passed.  [Amended 09/16/04, Local Law #3] 

Section 2.
Any sections of the City Charter not modified by this Local Law shall remain in full force and effect 

Section 3.
This local law shall take effect upon its filing with the Secretary of State.
Bills:

Councilmember Seager advised that 4 bills were paid.

Miscellaneous:
Councilmember Nixon asked about the status on the repair of the fire truck.  Mr. Cole responded that he would look into the matter and report back at the next Council meeting.
