· Andrew Spencer from BME Associates gave a Streetscape Design Presentation.7:06:03 PM 
to update the Council on the design process which is almost complete and currently being reviewed.   This project is for the downtown streetscape from Saltonstall St. to Niagara St. 
Committee Reports:  
Environmental:  Councilmember-at-Large Reston reported that the Environmental Committee met on August 14, 2012 and submitted the following minutes:
1. Special Events Application

The Homecoming Parade application was reviewed and approved by the committee by a vote of 3:0.  

2. Bus Stop Relocation to West Avenue from North Main Street
Rich Russell (Board of Supervisors), Sarah Meredith (of CATS), and Mike DeRaddo (Ontario County Transportation Department) were present to discuss the relocation of the CATS bus stop to West Avenue from North Main Street.  Mr. Russell explained that he has been looking for an alternate location for the bus stop since many individuals felt that the North Main Street stop was unsafe for passengers and motorists.   The bus shelter will be built on City property between the sidewalk and West Avenue, adjacent to private property owned by Rivercrest Realty Corporation.  

Several concerns have been raised by residents on West Avenue about the bus stop relocation to West Avenue.  These included the lack of notice to residents on West Avenue, the lack of restrooms, air quality issues, and safety issues for residents close to the bus stop.  

The concerns were addressed and discussed.  The new bus stop was scheduled to begin the next morning.  CATS remains willing to address any continuing concerns with residents as the new bus stop and route are implemented. 

No vote was taken on this issue. The discussion was for information purposes only.

3. Easement /land donation with City School District for the Trail Project

The committee continues to discuss this issue in the City’s request that the School District grant an easement over land owned by the School District for the development of a trail by the City.  The School District has safety concerns in the use of the trail along the railroad tracks and the density of foliage along the trail close in close proximity to the school.  The City believes that a public presence on the trail will ensure a safer environment than currently exists now.  Additional concerns have been expressed by the City School District which have impeded the negotiation of this issue.  Construction of the trail must be completed by the year 2014 in order to capture the grant funding received for this project.  It is hoped that School District administration will agree to grant this easement by the summer of 2013.

There was no vote taken on this subject. The issue will be discussed again at the next committee meeting.  

4. Inter-Municipal Agreement with the City School District

The City has been negotiating an inter-municipal agreement with the School District regarding the sharing of services and recovery of expenses incurred when the City provides services to the School District.  The agreement has not been finalized by the School District’s attorneys and will be reviewed at the finance committee meeting so that the agreement can be approved at the September council meeting.

There was no vote taken on this subject.  

5. Sonnenberg Park and Donations from Residents

Councilmember Bill Taylor advised the committee of several generous donations to the City from residents.  The historic panels for Sonnenberg Park will be developed and produced by Nancy Hayden.  Mr. Taylor has assisted her in the development and construction of these panels.  These will be placed along the walking trail at Sonnenberg Park.  A wrought iron bicycle rack in the shape of a train will be donated by Greg and Betsy Russell.  It will be placed adjacent to North Main Street.  Bill Taylor has donated a bicycle rack that has been placed along City Hall that is in the shape of a bike.  These generous donations were discussed and appreciated by the committee.  

These donations were accepted, with thanks, in a vote of 3:0.

Finance: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met on August 28, 2012 and submitted the following minutes: 
1. Assistance to Firefighters (AFG) Grant

Fire Chief Marentette reviewed the details of a federal grant request for $67,355, already submitted, that would provide for the purchase of needed equipment for fire suppression tasks.  It also includes a provision for the purchase of a 12’ boat requested to support City fire and police rescue activities.  The grant, if awarded, would require a 5% City match which can be funded easily through the standard fire department line items in the General Fund budget.  The Chief requested support from the Council for the grant application with the understanding that such support would not obligate the City for any/all portions.  If awarded, Council must still formally accept the award.

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this request for support. 

2. Second Quarter Budget Report

Assistant City Manager White presented a detailed status report of the General, Water, and Sewer Funds through June 30, 2012.  For the General Fund, revenues are on track at mid-year while expenditures are lower than budget.  The Water and Sewer Funds are also on track.    

3. 2012 Budget Amendments
Assistant City Manager White presented proposed budget amendments for 2012, comprising: 1) a $5,195 appropriation from the Technology Fund for electronic tablets purchased for City Councilmembers, City Attorney, Assistant City Manager, and City Manager (allowing the conversion from hard copy to electronic copy for committee and City Council meeting documents); 2) transfer of $3,660 from the General Fund contingency to pay for the broadband charges for those devices; 3) transfer of $10,000 from the General Fund contingency for the line item for professional services for outside special counsel in the Corporation Counsel budget; and 4) an appropriation of $5,000 from the Kershaw Park Reserve to pay for the beach clean-up expenses that have been incurred to date.  
Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of these amendments.

4. Amendments to Health Reimbursement Account (HRA) Plan 

City Manager James reviewed a draft plan description that would adopt (retroactively) the Health Reimbursement Plan for City employees created in 2010 and amend it to reflect recent changes made by the Plan administrator.  

Action Taken: Committee voted 3:1 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of these amendments.

5. Corrective Action Plan Resulting from Recent NYS Comptroller’s Audit 

City Manager James reviewed the draft Corrective Action Plan prepared by City staff to respond to the 10 recommendations made by the Comptroller’s office following the recent audit.  Recommendations 1-5 dealt with adding provisions to the City’s Procurement Policy.  Recommendations 6-10 dealt with strengthening and better formalizing the City’s IT policy.  The latter will drive some additional modest ongoing costs which will be funded from the Technology Fund, not General Fund.

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of the Plan. 

6. Request for Proposals – City Economic Development Plan
City Manager James reviewed a draft Request for Proposal (RFP) document to solicit bids related to outsourcing the City’s planned Economic Development initiative.  The need for this process is driven by updates of the City’s Procurement Policy (purchasing policies and procedures) resulting from the Comptroller’s audit.  A number of wording upgrades were made by committee members, giving the City Manager adequate input to prepare a final document.

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to give the City Manager the go-ahead to send out the RFP to prospective vendors.

7. Inter-Municipal Agreements with School District
City Manager James reviewed two draft agreements that would authorize her to execute two inter-municipal agreements between the City and the School District.  One agreement formalizes the existing practice with respect to in-kind sharing of facilities and equipment.  The second proposed agreement is specific to water and sewer construction and repair projects, which allows either party to recover out-of-pocket expenses for overtime labor, equipment and materials.  Subsequent to the Finance Committee meeting, City School District Assistant Superintendent Mark Lavner indicated that the School Board has reviewed the draft agreements and is set to adopt them at its September 6th meeting.   

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of these two inter-municipal agreements
Planning:  Councilmember, Ward 4 Wade  reported that the Planning Committee met on August 7, 2012 and will report at the next meeting.
