Finance:  Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger  reported that the Finance Committee met on August 30, 2011 and submitted the following report:

1. 2011-2012 School Resource Officer Agreement

City Manager James reviewed a draft of the 2011-2012 SRO Agreement with the Canandaigua City School District.  Most provisions were identical to the previous agreement, with the exception that school officials will have input to the officers' performance evaluations.  The agreement covers one fulltime officer for the high school and one part-time officer for the middle school.  The School District covers the costs and the officers are available during summer months for City duty. 

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this new agreement.

2. Proposed Change in Workers' Compensation Levy to Direct Billing of Municipalities
City Manager James and City Supervisor Baker reviewed an upcoming change to move the premium payment for Workers' Compensation insurance from a line on the County property tax bill to a direct bill to the City of Canandaigua and paid from the City's General Fund.  It was noted that the resulting reduction in County property taxes paid by City taxpayers would be offset by a corresponding increase in the City property tax levy.  It was also noted that the tax levy base, used in 2% tax cap calculation, would shift from the County to the City.  The County is yet undecided whether to enact this change in 2012 or wait until 2013.  

Action Taken: Although this item was also an information-only topic, an informal poll of Council members present resulted in favoring 2012 implementation by a 4-2 margin.

3. Sidewalk Snow & Ice Removal Fee Proposal

City Manager James and City Clerk/Treasurer Abdallah reviewed a proposal for a simpler method for assessing fees in cases where the City clears property owners' sidewalks following a citizen complaint for non-compliance with the snow/ice removal ordinance.  The primary feature is a flat $80/person-hour for the first hour with additional charges at the same rate in increments of 1/2 person-hour if additional work is necessary.  The discussion surfaced possible interest in designing an alternative policy consistent with the City's lawn mowing policy using private contractors and in a potential process for advance warning, giving the property owner the opportunity to first correct the problem.

Action Taken: No action.  Staff was asked to come back with a proposal for an alternative policy using private contractors prior to the Committee making a final decision.

4. 2012 Budget Review Schedule

City Manager James reviewed a proposed schedule for this year's budget process.  Some adjustments were made to avoid Thanksgiving week meetings.  

Action Taken: The adjusted schedule calls for City Manager submission of proposed budget on November 1, followed by budget workshops on November 10 and 15, public hearing in November 17, budget wrap-up sessions on November 29 and December 6, and budget adoption of December 13.

5. Proposed Fee for Revocable License for Parking Encroachment

City Manager James reviewed draft language to allow temporary use of a public parking space by a downtown business for business purposes.  The revocable license discussion ultimately evolved to a proposed fee of $1/day for 12 hours/day, 8:00AM-8:00PM.  Other ideas to accomplish the same purpose included granting an easement and selling the parking space to the business.    

Action Taken: Committee voted 2:2 on the revocable license option at $1/day, not enough votes for the Committee to sponsor/endorse the proposal at Council meeting.  It is possible a Council member will offer the proposal to Council as a resolution.  Staff was also asked to explore other options and be prepared to discuss any viable alternatives at the 9/1/11 Council meeting. 

6. Revised Computer Use Policy

City Manager James reviewed a draft computer use policy, updated from the most recent version adopted in 2002.  The draft deals mostly with new technologies, including use of social networking sites.  

Action Taken: Committee voted 3:1 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this new policy.  The successful motion also included a provision that future updates would be the responsibility of the City Manager and not require Council approval.

7. Rental Policies for Meeting Room at CFD Station 1; Lease Agreement with Volunteer Companies

City Manager James and Fire Chief Marentette reviewed a draft policy allowing the volunteer companies to sublease the meeting room at Station 1 to organizations for special events.  Proceeds would be used by the volunteer companies to help fund their operations and projects.  Such a policy would formalize what has been an informal practice over past years.  Additionally, a related proposal made by Councilmember White would allow alcohol to be served at such events when requested by the renting organization.  Fire Chief Marentette stressed that neither he nor the firefighters were proposing any change to the current no-alcohol policy and if enacted, firefighters (career and volunteer) would not be permitted to consume alcohol at any time in the fire station, whether on or off duty.

Action Taken: No formal action was taken.  Purpose of the discussion was to gauge Council support for the above.  Members present were fully supportive of the lease agreement proposal but were evenly split on the alcohol option.  Staff was asked to return with more specific provisions and language for the former.

8. 2012 Agreements with Volunteer Fire Companies

City Manager James and Fire Chief Marentette reviewed proposed changes to the 2012 contracts with the two volunteer fire companies.  The proposal is to reduce the 2011 funding (of a maximum of $10,00 per company, contingent on meeting performance criteria) by $6,000, and moving those funds to the equipment line of the Fire Suppression budget.  The current contracts require that $2,000 of the allocation be used for equipment purchases and training expenses, which are then reimbursed by the City.  The 2011 allocations included an increase of $3,000 per company for performance incentives.  These changes have been discussed with the two volunteer companies, and the leadership of both companies is supportive.

Action Taken: No action was taken.  This was an information-only topic.  However, Council members present were supportive.

9. Replacement of Vehicle 261 

Fire Chief Marentette reviewed a proposal to replace the 1997 Ford Expedition vehicle, which is no longer serviceable/useable.  The idea is to purchase a used small truck chassis and a bolt-on equipment carrier to replace the vehicle with ultimate re-use of the carrier when the next chassis needs to be ordered.  The new vehicle will be used to reduce the demand on the Tower 281 truck for non-working-fire calls and to give the volunteers more flexibility when responding to fire calls.  It is expected that the replacement vehicle will cost ~$90K and will be funded from the vehicle reserve fund, augmented by proceeds from the sale of the surplus ladder truck and operational savings over the next 3-4 years.

Action Taken: No action was taken.  This was an information-only topic.  However, Council members present were supportive.  This purchase will require a budget amendment at some point later this year.

10. Authorizing Contract with CADC and Appropriating Funds 

Mayor Polimeni reviewed a draft contract with the not-for-profit Canandaigua Area Development Corporation for the purposes of carrying out a possible redefinition of the Lakefront Development Project along with an updated feasibility, marketing, and infrastructure definition study.  The contract represents a private-public partnership focused on moving the project forward.  The total cost for the upfront study is estimated at $120K.  The City has been asked to provide $35K and the other participants - Ontario County Local Development Corporation, the landowner and other interested parties – have been asked to provide the remaining $85K.  The City's portion would come from the City's Community Development Fund which can only be used for economic development purposes.  This portion originally came from the federal government and does not include City taxpayer dollars.

Action Taken: Committee voted 4:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, approval of this contract.

Planning:  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the Planning Committee has not met since the last Council meeting.

WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua has Community Development Block Grant Funds that could be used to fund the City’s participation in this economic development effort; and

WHEREAS, the Finance Committee reviewed this matter at its meeting on August 30, 2011 and recommended approval to the full City Council;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute an agreement with the Canandaigua Area Development Corporation for economic development services, and appropriates $35,000 from the Community Development Fund for this purpose.

A. Police Department

Parking in spaces in the area east of the Police Department shall only be for Police Department personnel vehicles, Police Department vehicles, and vehicles of public safety personnel by permit.

B. Fire Station

Parking in spaces in the area east of the Fire Station shall only be for Fire Department personnel vehicles, Fire Department vehicles, and the vehicles of persons conducting business at the Fire Station.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE ZONING ORDINANCE

RELATIVE TO “PRIVATE EVENT CENTERS”

BE IT ENACTED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua as follows:

Sec. 1. 
§ 850-12 “Definitions and word usage” shall be amended to add the following:

Private Event Center with Guest Accommodations --  A building or group of buildings designed to host private events, including dining facilities and limited overnight guest accommodation. No cooking or dining facilities are provided in individual rooms.

Sec. 2
ARTICLE X “Supplementary Regulations Governing Certain Uses, Buildings and Structures” shall be amended to add the following:

§ 850-111.  Private Event Center with Guest Accommodations. 

Private Event Center with Guest Accommodations may be permitted in the R-1B, R-2, R-3, R-I, R-O, R-L, MU-1, MU-2, MU-3 districts, provided that:  

A.  The Planning Commission finds that the proposed use is compatible with adjacent properties, will not adversely affect property values and is consistent with the objectives of the City Comprehensive Plan.

B. The proposed use shall be in compliance with Chapter 748, Housing Standards, of the Code of the City of Canandaigua and the New York State Uniform Fire Prevention and Building Code.

C. Off-street parking shall be provided. The Planning Commission may determine on a case by case basis what the parking requirement shall be, provided that such requirement shall not exceed the requirements of Schedule II, and may require landscaping, buffering and other considerations, provided that such requirements shall not exceed the requirements of Article VIII, Special Regulations, or this chapter. 

D. Parking shall not be visible from the public right of way.

E. The use as a Private Events Center with Guest Accommodations shall be located on a minimal lot of 10 (ten) acres with a minimum setback of 100 feet from front lot line.  Minimum setback of 100 feet with landscape buffer from all lot lines bordering residential areas.

F. The use of the premises as a Private Event Center with Guest Accommodation shall appear from the public right of way to be a single-family residence.

G. The operation of the Private Event Center with Guest Accommodation may have at least one resident employee on site.

H. The establishment shall not operate as a restaurant by selling meals other than to those attending the private event.

I. The establishment shall not operate as a rooming house or a boarding house by accommodating long term accommodations for its guest.

J. Occupancy shall be limited to no more than 8 guest rooms.

§ 850-31.C. (Uses permitted in the R-1B Single-Family Residential District with a special use permit) shall be amended to add the following:

(3)  Private Event Center with Guest Accommodations
Sec. 4
§ 850-35.C (Uses permitted in the R-I Residential/Institutional District with a special use permit) shall be amended to add the following:

(10)  Private Event Center with Guest Accommodations

Sec. 5
§ 850-41.C (Uses permitted in the R-O Residential Office District with a special use permit) shall be amended to add the following:

(13)  Private Event Center with Guest Accommodations
Sec. 6
§ 850-44.C (Uses permitted in the R-L Residential Lakefront District with a special use permit) shall be amended to add the following:

(9)  Private Event Center with Guest Accommodations

§ 850-49  Mixed Use Zoning Schedule shall be amended to allow “Private Event Center with Guest Accommodations” in the MU-1, MU-2, MU-3 by special use permit
