A RESOLUTION AWARDING A CONTRACT TO SUPPLY

POLYETHYLENE CHEMICAL STORAGE TANKS

AT THE WASTEWATER TREATMENT FACILITY


WHEREAS, the two polyethylene chemical storage tanks at the Wastewater Treatment Facility can no longer be certified under the regulations established by the Environmental Protection Agency; and


WHEREAS, bids were received on October 27, 2010, to supply replacement polyethylene tanks, with three bidders responding; and


WHEREAS, the lowest priced proposal, which was valued at $16,756.20, has been identified as non-responsive by City staff because of lack of documentation provided with their quotation, their undesirable reaction to a request for additional information and technical deficiencies identified in the limited information provided; and


WHEREAS, the Finance Committee, at it’s November 9, 2010, meeting was presented with the information regarding the lowest priced proposal/quotation and heard the staff recommendation to award a contract to Gehring Pumps, Inc., in the amount of $19,395; and


WHEREAS, adequate funding exists for the purchase of two polyethylene chemical storage tanks from the sewer capital budget ($25,000); and


WHEREAS, the City Manager and the Director of Public Works recommends a contract award to Gehring Pumps, Inc.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a contract with Gehring Pumps, Inc., PO Box 179, Fairport, New York 14450, to supply two polyethylene chemical storage tanks for use at the Wastewater Treatment Facility in an amount not to exceed $19,395.

WHEREAS, such encroachments on public property must be authorized by the City’s Director of Public Works and also be under a license agreement with the City; and


WHEREAS, the license agreement provides for the encroachment to cease within 12 hours notice by the City of Canandaigua and licensee shall indemnify and hold harmless the City of Canandaigua for all actions associated with this encroachment; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the Director of Public Works is authorized to grant the attached permit and the City Manager is authorized to execute the attached temporary license agreement.

Manager's Report: 

City Manager James gave the following report:

· Reminder for residents to rake leaves and leave them on the curb.  Please do not rake them into the street.
· The City has been awarded $123,000 toward the purchase of a new street sweeper through the Department of Environmental Conservation  Water Quality Improvement Program.
· There are currently 2 vacancies on the Planning Commission Board and one vacancy on the Board of Assessment Review.  Ads will be placed in the paper and interviews will be done on December 7th at the Hurley Building.
· City Attorney Michele Smith updated the Council on the fire department PERB decision regarding the exclusive work.  The City has filed  written arguments in its appeal to the PERB Board and has been granted a request for oral arguments which will be scheduled sometime in 2011.
· The City Manager announced that the Fire Chief will be leaving his position sometime in January for a job in the private sector.  Fire Chief Snyder started with the City in January 2008 and has led us through the fire department restructuring.  City Manager James and Mayor Polimeni thanked the Fire Chief for all of his hard work and dedication though this very difficult time.  Applications will be accepted for this position through the City Manager’s Office and a provisional appointment will be made until a Fire Chief test can be scheduled.

· Councilmember, Ward 4 Wade moved the approval of the Post Christmas Blues Run special event.  Councilmember, Ward 3 White seconded the motion.

· Mayor Polimeni reported on the Prescription Drug Program that the City is a part of through the National League of Cities.  This is a prescription discount drug program for individuals that do not have coverage under their medical insurance plan.  There have been 69 users of this program who saved a total of $1,004.46.
