WHEREAS, PathStone Corporation has proposed to make improvements to the 42 dwelling units for residents 55 years of age and older at 120 North Main Street, known as “Thompson Apartments” (the “Project”), and

WHEREAS, by Resolution #2011-046 the City Council affirmed its support of the proposal and application by PathStone for funding to the New York State Division of Housing and Community Renewal and authorized the City Manager to submit a Community Development Block Grant application to the New York State Office of Community Renewal for the Project; and

WHEREAS, in December, 1993, the City entered into a Payment in Lieu of Taxes (PILOT) agreement for this Project for the period 1994-2018; and

WHEREAS, PathStone has requested that the City extend the existing Payment in Lieu of Taxes (PILOT) agreement for this project for an additional 15 years; and

WHEREAS, the Finance Committee, at its October 25, 2011 meeting, reviewed and discussed the proposal to extend the existing PILOT agreement for this project for another 15 years;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the City Manager is hereby authorized to extend the term of the PILOT agreement with PathStone for Thompson Apartments upon completion of the improvements.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE ALL DOCUMENTS NECESSARY OR DESIRABLE TO ACCOMPLISH A REFINANCING OF A SECTION 108-HOUSING AND URBAN DEVELOPMENT GUARANTEED LOAN
WHEREAS, in 2000 the City of Canandaigua received a loan guarantee of $2,100,000 from the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development ("HUD") under Section 108 of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended; and

WHERAS, HUD has offered the City the opportunity to refinance the remaining balance of $1,335,000 of said loan to a lower interest rate by participating in a public offering to be made on November 17, 2011; and

WHEREAS, it is in the beneficial interest of the City to accept such offer.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Canandaigua that the City Manager is authorized to execute all necessary or desirable documents to refinance the City's Section 108 HUD loan with an aggregate principal amount of $1,335,000, specifically Note B-97-DH-36-0076; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Manager is further authorized to amend and execute all necessary or desirable documents between the City and the beneficiary of the Section 108 HUD loan to reflect the refinanced amounts.
