WHEREAS, in compliance with its Procurement Policy the City of Canandaigua solicited proposals to address the concerns raised by the State Comptroller; and  

WHEREAS, five proposals were received and reviewed by City staff; and  

WHEREAS, Integrated Systems submitted the lowest and most qualified proposal; and 

WHEREAS, funding for this project is provided for in the 2013 Technology Fund budget; and

WHEREAS, the City Manager and the City’s Network Administrator recommend a contract award to Integrated Systems; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Canandaigua City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to negotiate and execute a contract with Integrated Systems of 7588 Main Street Fishers, Victor, NY 14564  in an amount not to exceed $36,000 per year with a standard billing rate of $75 per hour; and

WHEREAS, the proposed 2013 BID budget will be accepted by the Board of Directors of the Downtown Canandaigua Business Management Association, Inc. at its meeting of December 19, 2012; and

WHEREAS, the BID’s 2013 budget, a summary of which is attached hereto, includes $32,834 in anticipated revenue to be generated by the BID charge;
