Review Core Values:      Councilmember, Ward 1 Whitcomb   read the Community Core Values: As residents, city staff and appointed & elected officials of the City of Canandaigua, our decisions and actions will be guided by these core values: Responsive, Participatory Governance; Caring & Respect; Integrity; Heritage; Stewardship; and Continuous Improvement.
 
Public Hearing: Public Hearing on Local Law 2011-003: A Local Law Authorizing a Property Tax Levy in Excess of the Limit Established in General Municipal Law §3-c  and the proposed 2012 Budget.

Mayor Polimeni  called the public hearing to order at 7:01 PM

· Bryan White, Assistant City Manager gave a presentation on the proposed 2012 Budget.

· Carol Shama, Wood Library Association:  Appreciate no cuts to the library funding however, it is the 4th year in a row that there has been no increase in the funding to the Library.   The Library will have to reduce services if it does not get an increase from the City and is requesting an increase of 2.5%.  Peggy Kane,  Paul Bringewatt, Barbara Hamlin, Maria Bucci also came to support the library.

· Peggy Kane, President of the Library Association talked about values such as history (part of the community a long time), architecture (historic building), Main St.(remained on Main St), culture (place of learning) and lake (can see lake from top floor).  City has provided about 19% of the budget in the past.  Getting a great service for a fraction of the cost.  Provides access to the community.

· Paul Bringewatt, member of the Library Board talked about consolidated services, large provider base, not hindered by many of the rules of government and impressed by how much work the library does and worth protecting.

· Jim Wolf, President of the Business Improvement District – Thank you to loyalty of community for the support while under construction.  Pay special tax which is gone up and helps property values.  Have 7 new businesses downtown. Thank City Council in talking about streetscape project and hard work on the project.  Thank you for your support.

· Mike Yager, Building owner in downtown Canandaigua – new skatepark exceeded expectations of the kids using it.  Encourage them to override the tax cap legislation to protect us from future penalties.  Ideas for saving money, stop leaf collection program in Canandaigua, we are polluting our  lake with leaves getting into the storm drains and  blocking them.  They should be composted, mulched or picked up in bags.

· Mayor Polimeni thanked everyone for coming out and encourages everyone to come to the budget meetings.
Mayor Polimeni closed the public hearing at 7:57PM.

Finance:  Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger reported that the Finance Committee met on October 25, 2011 and submitted the following report:
1. Bid Award - Leaf Collection Machine

City Manager James reviewed the results of the bid solicitation process for a new leaf collection machine.  Four companies participated, three companies submitted bids, but only one bid was responsive (met the City's specifications).  The single responsive bid of $29,197 was submitted by Old Dominion Brush Co. Inc.  Ms. James recommended approval of this bid.  It was noted that the City's Capital budget will fund 1/2 the purchase price, while the remaining 1/2 will be funded by a grant from the NYS Environmental Protection Fund.  

Action Taken: Committee voted 3:0 to recommend to Council, in the form of a resolution, authorization for this recommended purchase.
The meeting ended at 6:15pm, followed by our first 2012 budget workshop.   

Planning:  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti reported that the Planning Committee has not met since the last Council meeting due to budget workshops.

Chamber of Commerce – Alison Grems, President/CEO of the Chamber of Commerce gave a report to the Council on coming events..
BID – Liz Winter, BID President reported on four new businesses on Main St.  Reported on many events scheduled for downtown.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the City Manager to execute a contract with the Old Dominion Brush Co., Inc., 5118 Glen Alden Drive, Richmond, VA. 23231, for the purchase of one 2011 ODB LCT650 vacuum leaf collection apparatus in an amount not to exceed $29,197.
