City work crews removed the trees in October.  Dave fielded some comments from the public and filled them in on the reasons for the project.  (Willows were also removed at the Muar House because of falling branches.  Those trees were "volunteers" that took hold there.)

The replacement trees will be a little larger than usual which will cost more.  The funds will come from the regular budget.
