Discussion -
A resident on North Pleasant near Chapel has a 35-40 foot tall honey locust in good condition which they wanted removed.  It is a City tree.  They have been complaining about it for two years saying, for instance, that it is destroying the paint on their car.  Stephanie pruned the tree last fall.
In addition there is a Niagara Street resident complaining about a honey locust on their property as well.  It is also a City tree.
Stephanie has explained to both residents that she cannot remove a healthy tree.
John or Stephanie will invite the two residents to attend our next meeting to discuss the situation.



News and Notes -

Lakefront Park and Hotel:  The tree planting at the park was finished today.  The trees planted on the berm by Wayside have not been repaired.

Municipal Tree Ordinance:  The Ordinance was approved 8-0 at the meeting of the City Council on Thursday June 2nd.  It will take affect in 30 days.

Street Reconstruction updates:  Scotland Road was top coated last Wednesday.  All the trees have been planted.  On Hubell half the curbing is done and the first coat of asphalt is expected by July 1.

Grant and Study:  The City is applying for the $10M State Grant Competition for economic development available to all Finger Lakes communities.  The targeted areas are the downtown core, South Main Street and the Lakefront.  Winners to be announced in a month or so.

Tree Pruning Workshop:  Upcoming tree pruning workshop at Baker Park on Saturday, June 18th beginning at 10 AM.  Stephanie and Berna will demonstrate proper pruning practices.

Tree City, USA Growth Award:  Berna will look into the application for the Growth Award and probably can include the the tree pruning workshop.
Landmark Trees:  Still of interest- Legacy trees, Landmark trees, areas of arboricultural interest, etc.  Gibson Street (Hopscotch) Park, Charlotte London Planes, Lakefront Park, and trees over a century in age.  What is the purpose of such areas?  (historical markings, sensitive areas for pruning, protected trees, management).  Charlotte as a “landscape” not individual trees.

Charlotte parking:  There’s a car still parking on the tree lawn from Friday night through Saturday morning.  Contact and tree information is pending.

Evans Field Tree:  school tree ?  what was this about ?

Volcano Mulching:  John will print more brochures and get them to Torsten for distribution.
