1. Planned Unit Development (PUD) Request – North Classics Subdivision 

In 2005, approval was granted to subdivide 18 acres for 66 homes. These would have been configured 
on 55-foot wide lots as “attached single family homes” (similar to what exists on Stewart Place). This 
project never began and the land was ultimately sold to another developer, Chris Iversen. In 2021, 
Chrisanntha, Inc. submitted an application to maintain a similar density of 72 units on 30 acres, but 
use detached homes instead of attached and with a dedicated City Park. Mr. Iversen withdrew this 
proposal after an initial City Council review. Recently, Chrisanntha, Inc. has submitted a new proposal 
in this northeast quadrant of the City between Stewart Place, Kennedy Street and North Road. The 
new proposed development is 132 for sale attached homes. A pre-liminary site plan is attached.  
 
After this initial meeting, if the Council is amendable to a PUD, the process proceeds as follows: 

 

 Developer makes a formal submittal for “Sketch Plan Review”, including lot and road layout, 

examples of the architecture and a preliminary park design.  

 Council holds a special PUD meeting with an initial Public Hearing. 

 Referrals are made to City Staff, as well as the City Planning Commission and County Planning 

Board. 

 Within 60 days of submittal, the Council renders a decision on the Sketch Plan, which if approved, 

would result in the rezoning to PUD. 

 The project then proceeds in a more traditional manner to the Planning Commission for 

Subdivision, Site Plan Review and Architectural Review. A second public hearing is held by the 

Planning Commission when more project details are available.  

 
2. Community Choice Aggregation  

At the January 17th Environmental Committee meeting a public presentation regarding CCA was 
presented to the committee and community. The committee requested that the item be added for 
general discussion in regard to a decision on whether or not to pursue a re-start of a CCA program for 
the City. Unfortunately, due to numerous agenda items, this discussion has not been able to be held 
and the Environmental Committee asked that the item be moved to the March 21st Planning Committee 
meeting. By way of background, the City in partnership with the Village of Victor, Town of Brighton 
and our third-party administrator Joule Community Power, started Gateway Community Power in 
2021. Gateway Community Power is a community choice program that enabled participating 



communities to pool local electricity demand in order to leverage the collective buying power of their 
residents and small businesses in an effort to secure more favorable terms on their energy supply, 
protect consumers, and support renewable generation sources. Since January 2021, participants in the 
City of Canandaigua have collectively saved in excess of $330,900 through the program’s fixed 
electricity supply rate over the 18 months of the program. While the contract ended earlier than 
expected, work to deliver a new CCA offering through an upcoming bid with an expected program 
launch in Summer 2023 has been taking place.  
 

3. DRAFT Signage and Wayfinding Plan  

Both the City and the Town of Canandaigua recently completed active transportation planning 
initiatives, during which it was identified that the municipalities should consider area-wide signage 
and wayfinding to assist residents and visitors navigate Canandaigua and support economic 
development opportunities. The Canandaigua LDC commissioned Bergmann to provide a signage and 
wayfinding plan for Uptown (Town of Canandaigua), Downtown (City) and the Lakefront (City). A 
representative from Bergmann, Ted Liddell, will present the DRAFT Signage and Wayfinding Plan.   
 

4. DRAFT Parking Study 

During the completion of the Waterfront Active Transportation Plan, the need for a parking analysis 
of on-street and publicly owned off-street parking facilities for Downtown and the Lakefront was 
identified to better understand the existing parking supply and demand, identify gaps within the public 
parking system and make recommendations for future considerations. The Canandaigua LDC 
commissioned Bergmann to complete such a study. A representative from Bergmann, Ted Liddell, 
will present the DRAFT Parking Study.    

   
5. License Agreement – Management for The Central on Main 

Pierre Heroux, owner of Simply Crêpes, has proffered to manage The Central on Main and proposed 
a license agreement. The proposal includes Simply Crêpes being responsible for marketing, managing 
the guest experience, contracting with bands, managing the bar including alcoholic beverages, trash 
removal and providing insurance coverage. This management would be for Friday and Saturday 
evenings (5 PM – 10 PM) from May 15th to September 9th. Patrons would pay a $5-$10 cover charge 
which would include a drink and pay for the bands with the idea of being able to attract larger draw 
local bands. The license agreement would have Simply Crêpes pay the BID and the City 5% of total 
event revenues collected and coordinate/invite other area participating restaurants to do the same.

1. Engineering Contracts 

There are various capital projects that require engineering work. The three projects listed below will 
each have a separate engineering design contract. 
   

a) Engineering/Design for Installation of back-up generators 

Back-up generators and associated equipment was ordered for several facilities (Fire Station 
#1, Hurley Building, Water Treatment Plant, Lakeshore Drive Sanitary Pump Station and 
Yacht Club Cove Sanitary Pump Station. The delivery of these generators is expected in late 
third quarter or fourth quarter this year. An RFP for the engineering design services for the 
installation of the back-up generators was issued on January 27th with seven (7) firms 
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responding, the lowest being M/E Engineering, for $48,000, plus $10,000 for project 
administration. M/E Engineering has successfully completed several projects for the City in 
the past. City Staff recommends awarding this contract to M/E Engineering. 
      

b) Engineering/Design Improvements to former Transfer Station on County Rd 46 & 

Saltonstall Street Bridge over the Canandaigua Feeder Canal 

The entrance to the former Transfer Station site, currently where all yard waste is stored, is in 
need of improvements. The culvert and the driveway are in need of replacement and safety 
and security improvements are necessary. Due to the proximity, this project was combined 
with engineering/design for improvements and repairs to the bridge on Saltonstall Street over 
the Feeder Canal. The bridge related work involves a bridge inspection and engineering/design 
for maintenance and repair of the bridge.  An RFP was issued on January 27th with four (4) 
firms responding with the lowest being Lu Engineers for $28,000, plus $3,600 for project 
administration. City Staff recommends awarding this contract to Lu Engineering.  
 

c) Lakeshore Drive Bridge over Canandaigua Outlet 

An RFP was issued on January 27th for engineering/design to rehabilitate the Lakeshore Drive 
bridge over the Canandaigua Outlet. This involves a bridge inspection and engineering/design 
for removal of the sidewalk as well as necessary maintenance and repairs. Six (6) firms 
responded and the lowest cost proposal being from Hunt Engineering, for $28,750. Hunt 
Engineering has successfully designed several projects for the City including the 
reconstruction of the stretch of Bristol Street from Sucker Brook west to South Pearl which 
included the rehabilitation of the bridge over Sucker Brook. City Staff recommends awarding 
this contract to Hunt Engineers.   

 

2. Decommission of Barn at Water Treatment Plant 

In order to prepare for the installation of a new back-up generator at the Water Treatment Plant, an 
existing barn utilized for storage, needs to be removed as there is not sufficient space currently. City 
Staff recommends declaring the barn surplus and requesting proposals to deconstruct or dismantle the 
barn.

REVOCABLE LICENSE AGREEMENT 

1. All trash, garbage, and recyclables will be properly disposed of by Applicant.  In the event that the 
City must provide clean-up the Applicant will be responsible to reimburse the City for all 
documented costs associated with this service. 

2. The Licensee shall invite and cooperate with area restaurants and craft beverage establishments to 
participate in The Central on Main. At least five (5) other establishments must participate.  



 

 

3.  Licensee shall market The Central on Main as to attract patrons to shop, dine and explore 
Downtown Canandaigua 

4. Licensee shall manage the guest experience by ensuring with proper staffing, security (at least one 
uniformed security person), contracting with bands/entertainment, and managing the bar 
including alcoholic beverages. 

5. Licensee shall ensure that any and all appropriate licenses from the State of New York are obtained 
and provide a copy to the City. 

6. Licensee will provide the City with a current copy of its certificate of insurance evidencing 
$2,000,000 in commercial general liability coverage and listing the City of Canandaigua as 
additional insured against liability for damage to person or property to accompany this 
Revocable License Agreement. Said certificate shall contain a clause stating there are no 
exclusions in the insurance coverage regarding municipally owned or leased property or 
municipal operations, invitees, licensees, agents or volunteers. 

 NOTE: A certificate evidencing said insurance must be filed with the City Clerk’s office at 

least 15 days prior to event date.

4. Special Conditions of Revocable License Agreement: 

A. Licensee shall indemnify City from and against any losses, damages, costs, or expenses 
incurred by City on account of a claim for personal injury, death, or property damage or a 
violation of any applicable law to the extent directly attributable to the use by Applicant of 
said facilities, particularly including, but not limited to, use of The Central on Main and/or 
the municipal parking lots, except as arising out of City’s negligence or intentional acts or 
omissions and that of its agents or employees.  

B. Licensee shall allow the BID to utilize the space for any approved events and activities 
during the period of this licensee except for on Friday and Saturday. 

C. Public use of The Central on Main shall only be restricted on Friday and Saturday between 
May 19th and September 9th, 2023.   

D. The Applicant shall be responsible for all required inspections and compliance with all laws, 
rules and regulations of New York State and the City of Canandaigua Municipal Code 
applicable to its use of park property. 

E. Medical staff and Emergency First Aid Treatment are NOT stationed at The Central on Main. 
If Applicant requires designated coverage, arrangements should be made by Licensee to have 
appropriate personnel on the grounds. In case of an emergency – dial 911. 



 

 

F. The Applicants must reimburse the City of Canandaigua for any and all documented damage 
or injury to any real or personal property of the City of Canandaigua to the extent arising, 
directly or indirectly, from the negligence, acts, or omissions of the Applicant, its officer, 
members, agents, or employees. 

G. This Revocable License Agreement is not intended to grant to the Applicant the exclusive 
use of the City of Canandaigua property. 

H. The provisions regarding indemnification, shall survive the termination of this Revocable 
License Agreement. 

I. The Applicant may not assign this Revocable License Agreement or its right, title, or interest 
therein except in the event of corporate merger or consolidation. 

J. No modification or amendment of this Revocable License Agreement shall be valid unless 
in writing and signed by the City of Canandaigua and the Applicant. 

K. In entering into this Revocable License Agreement the Applicant acknowledges and agrees 
that nothing herein shall be construed as creating any right or ownership interests in the City 
of Canandaigua property. This Revocable License Agreement will constitute permission to 
Applicant to gain access to the City of Canandaigua property for the purposes set herein. 

L. This Revocable License Agreement can be revoked by the City of Canandaigua upon 10 
days prior written notice for any purpose or in the event of violation of the terms and 
conditions of this license by the Applicant, but may be revoked upon 24 hours’ notice in the 
event of a public works related emergency.  Upon receipt of verbal or written notice of such 
termination and expiration of the notice period Applicant shall vacate the City of 
Canandaigua premises if Applicant is so occupying the premises, or if revocation occurs 
prior to the event dates, Applicant shall be precluded from such occupation of The Central 
on Main.  Applicant may terminate this License upon ten (10) days’ prior written notice to 
City.  

M. Neither party shall at any time use the name(s), trademark(s), or trade name(s) (whether 
registered or not) of the other in publicity releases or advertising or in any other manner, 
including customer lists, without securing the prior written approval of the other party. 
Written approval includes approval via e-mail. 

P. All notices under this Revocable License Agreement will be in writing and sent by regular mail 
or certified U.S. Mail, return receipt, to the parties at their respective addresses as noted above 
or at such other addresses as shall be specified in writing by either party to the other in 
accordance with this paragraph.  Notices will be effective upon receipt or refusal. 

Q. Except for disputes for which only injunctive relief is sought, and excluding administrative 
actions by the City, any disputes between the parties (which are not otherwise resolved by the 
parties) will be submitted to binding arbitration. 

5. Revocable License Fee: 5% of gross revenues from all participating establishments with a 
minimum of $5,000.00.  In the event that this License is terminated by either party hereto, City 
shall refund a pro-rated amount of the License Fee based on the remaining number of days until 



 

 

September 9th of the applicable year.  

6. Applicant shall adhere to any other regulations that the City Manager or the City Police 
Department shall establish to insure the health and safety of Canandaigua residents and visitors 
throughout this event. 

This Revocable License Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties.
