Mayor Polimeni stated that Councilmember, Ward 4 Anthony was absent because she was recuperating from surgery and the Council wishes her well.


Mayor Polimeni welcomed Doug Finch, the newly sworn Councilmember-at-large who will be serving on the ordinance and environmental committees.

Review Core Values: Councilmember-at-Large Doug Finch read the Community Core Values:  As residents, city staff and appointed & elected officials of the City of Canandaigua, our decisions and actions will be guided by these core values: Responsive, Participatory Governance; Caring; Integrity; Heritage; Stewardship; and Continuous Improvement.


Approval of Minutes: Councilmember-at-Large Shipley moved approval of the Council Minutes of December 7, 2006.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion, unanimously approved by Council.

Recognition of Guests:

· Miss Densmore’s and Miss Smith’s second graders from the Canandaigua Primary School  have been learning about communities and took a “Goods and Services” field trip to downtown Canandaigua.  They presented a PowerPoint presentation on the different goods and services offered in the City of Canandaigua.

· Mayor Polimeni introduced Carol Marx and thanked her for her 23 years of service as the stenographer to the City Council and presented her with a gift of appreciation from the City.

· Mayor Polimeni asked for a moment of silence for Betty Elliot who was a long time leader in the downtown area and helped establish the BID and for Jack Bricker who served on the Council and the Board of Supervisors.

· Joel Freedman, 329 N. Main St. spoke on the next steps the City should take concerning the lawn pesticide issue.  He urged the City to stop using pesticides on City property especially in City Parks, cemeteries, etc.  Mayor Polimeni said that his concern would be forwarded to the Environmental Committee.

Sal Pietropaolo, Economic Development Director gave the following report on the BID:
· The BID received official notice that it will receive the second Main Street grant of $200,000.

· One project at 224 South Main Street was completed  from the previous round.  Currently there are a total of 16 applications for the first round which will use of the funding.

· A new business opened in December at 206 South Main Street-The Leather Depot

· 1309 Children from several states as well as Germany and Russia visited Santa over the holidays.

· It was a profitable Christmas Season downtown.

Alison Grems, President of the Chamber of Commerce, reminded everyone that the Chamber Annual Dinner would be held January 19th.   Mr. and Mrs. Canandaigua Awards and four business Awards will be presented as well as the debut of the Chamber’s 2007 Community Guide and the 2006 Annual Report.

TO ENTER INTO CONTRACTS BETWEEN THE CITY OF CANANDAIGUA AND TWO VOLUNTEER FIRE COMPANIES
WHEREAS, the Erina Hose Company and the Merrill Hose Company provide fire services to the City of Canandaigua; and

WHEREAS, the City of Canandaigua desires to contract for these fire services; and

WHEREAS, the Service Agreements with the two volunteer fire companies require each company to register and maintain at least five (5) active firefighters by August 1st; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Canandaigua City Council that the City Manager is authorized to enter into a contract with the Erina Hose Company and the Merrill Hose Company and, once each company has met the requirements for active firefighters, to compensate each company in the amount of Seven Thousand Dollars ($7,000); and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City’s annual foreign insurance payment be distributed amongst the Canandaigua Fire Fighter’s Association and each volunteer fire company meeting the requirements for active firefighters.

Replace a Main Street parking space immediately north of the pedestrian bump out at The Commons with a bus stop only zone.

Manager's Report:
City Manager Cole gave the following report:

· Lights will stay on the trees in downtown during the month of January and part of February to brighten up downtown during the winter months.

· Park projects are continuing:

· Northeast Park- brickwork is finished and will be working on the roof.

· Lagoon Park – pavilion roof is currently being constructed.

· Sonnenberg Park – currently working on playground.

· Received numerous complaints about dogs allowed to run free in the parks and the need to enforce the pooper-scooper law.  City Manager Cole encourages everyone to obey the signs.

Miscellaneous:

· Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell made a motion to reappoint Sue Kaszynski (2nd Term expiring December 2009), Jack Miller (2nd Term expiring December 2009) and Margaret Bringewatt (2nd Term expiring December 2009) to the Planning Commission. Councilmember-at-Large Shipley seconded the motion.
Discussion: Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger stated that as a general comment, in the future the Council would be paying attention to attendance as criteria for reappointments.

Vote Result: Carried unanimously.

· Councilmember-at-Large Shipley made a motion to appoint Cynthia Wade (1st Term expiring December 2008) and James Mueller (1st Term expiring December 2008) to the Planning Commission. Councilmember-at-Large Terwilliger seconded the motion.

Vote Result: Carried unanimously.

· Councilmember-at-Large Shipley made a motion to appoint Peter Van Denburg (1st Term) to the Board of Assessment Review.  Councilmember, Ward 3 Russell seconded the motion.

Vote Result: Carried unanimously.

· Councilmember-at-Large Shipley made a motion to appoint Richard Knoblock (1st Term to expire December 2008) to the Zoning Board of Appeals.  Councilmember, Ward 2 Fenti seconded the motion.

Vote Result: Carried unanimously.

· City Manager Cole stated that there are still vacancies on the FLTV Board, so if anyone is interested please call the City Manager’s Office.  You do not need to be a City Resident to be part of this board.

· Mayor Polimeni mentioned that there is a group interested in giving a presentation regarding the Outdoor Furnaces prohibition.  Their presentation will be presented to the Environmental Committee for discussion.

· Mayor Polimeni stated that the Martin Luther King Celebration would start at 11:00 am with the walk from City Hall followed by a ceremony and lunch at the church.
